R®sum® : Dans cet article, nous examinerons du point de vue historique les fêtes civiles qui 

ne sont pas fériées, telles que : la fête des grands-mères, le poisson d'avril, la fête des 

voisins, la fête des mères, la fête des pères, la fête de la musique, la fête européenne du 

patrimoine et le beaujolais nouveau. Nous présenterons également quelques 

caractéristiques de ces célébrations.

Introduction  

La France est un pays qui abonde en f°tes et traditions. Pour ce qui est 

du sujet des f°tes, les Fran­ais b®n®ficient de 11 jours non travaill®s par an, 

connus simplement et largement comme des jours f®ri®s : cinq jours 

concernent des f°tes civiles et six jours d®di®s aux f°tes religieuses. Par 

ailleurs, les Fran­ais disposent de huit f°tes civiles non f®ri®es.    

  

La f°te des grands-m¯res est c®l®br®e en France chaque ann®e le 

premier dimanche de mars depuis 1987. Ce jour est n® ¨ la suite du succ¯s 

dôune marque de caf® (Caf® GrandôM¯re). La f°te est apparue donc comme 

un fait commercial. 

Les gens ont commenc® progressivement ¨ appr®cier cette c®l®bration 

gr©ce aux diverses campagnes publicitaires o½ elle ®tait utilis®e, ce qui lôa 

fait devenir tr¯s r®pandue en France. Côest le moment propice pour les 

petits-enfants qui sont inscrits ¨ la maternelle et ¨ lô®cole primaire de rendre 

une visite aux aµeules avec des cadeaux quôils ont r®alis®s pendant les 

classes dôateliers. Ils ach¯tent aussi des bouquets de fleurs ou des fleurs en 

pot et des cartes de vîux pour les montrer lôaffection.  

Ce jour est caract®ris® par des ®v®nements d®non­ant un probl¯me 

social qui touchent les personnes ©g®es ï la solitude. ê titre dôexemple, 

depuis 2011, les grands-m¯res, et pas seulement, se r®unissent sur la place 

de la Bastille, ¨ Paris, pour attirer lôattention ¨ cet ®gard. Cette 

d®monstration est devenue populaire en France et elle a ®t® d®nomm®e 

mamif. Ce terme est un mot-valise entre mamie (appellation famili¯re 

d®signant la grand-m¯re) et manifestation. Un autre aspect int®ressant

En vertu du dernier recensement, le nombre des grands-m¯res en 

France a d®pass® 6 millions. Plusieurs grands-m¯res dôun ©ge moyen de 65 

ans ont ®t® questionn®es dans le cadre dôune enqu°te dôopinion au sujet de 

leur motivation principale. La majorit® dôentre elles ï 80% - ont r®pondu 

que ce sont leurs petits-enfants qui les rendent heureuses et qui les animent. 

 

Le Poisson dôavril tombe le 1
er
 avril et toute la journ®e est r®serv®e ¨ 

faire des blagues et des farces. Il puise son origine en XV
Ie
 si¯cle quand  

Charles IX, le roi de France, a chang® le d®but de lôann®e qui, jusquôen 

1564, ®tait c®l®br® le premier jour du mois dôavril. Donc, lôann®e ®tait 

cens®e commencer le 1
er
 janvier, mais les circonstances de cette ®poque-l¨ 

ont fait que cette nouveaut® reste m®connue par tout le monde et la plupart 

des personnes continuaient ¨ sôoffrir des cadeaux ce jour. Ceux qui ont ®t® 

au courant avec ce changement profitaient pour se moquer des autres, en 

leur offrant des faux cadeaux.      

Le ç poisson dôavril è est une d®nomination g®n®rique qui se r®f¯re ¨ 

toutes les blagues de cette journ®e et sert aussi comme r®ponse aux 

personnes qui se sont faits d®jouer. La plus renomm®e blague parmi les 

®l¯ves est dôaccrocher un poisson en papier dans le dos dôun camarade. 

Cette coutume de faire des plaisanteries aux autres a ®t® repris par les 

journaux et les ®missions de t®l®vision qui ins¯rent de fausses nouvelles 

dans leurs rubriques. Par exemple, le r®put® journal ç Le Parisien è a 

annonc® le 1
er
 avril 1986 que la Tour Eiffel serait d®plac®e ¨ Marne-la-

Vall®e et quô¨ sa place un stade de foot serait inaugur®. 

  

  La f°te des voisins, ®galement appel®e Immeubles en f°te est une 

c®l®bration moderne, cr®e en 1990 dans la capitale de la France par une 

organisation ¨ but non lucratif intitul®e Paris dôamis. Les gens la passent, 

soit le dernier vendredi du mai, soit le premier vendredi du juin.  

Lôobjectif de cette association ®tait de consolider la relation dôamiti® 

entre les voisins, de sôaider quand ils passent par une p®riode d®licate et de 

lutter contre la solitude.  Le groupe a entrepris plusieurs programmes tels 

que le service de sponsorisation pour les voisins qui nôont pas assez de 

revenus pour relever tous les d®fis quotidiens.  

En 1999, 800 immeubles du 17
¯me

 arrondissement de Paris, 

lô®quivalent de 100 000 personnes organisent la premi¯re f°te ¨ cette 

th®matique. Les invit®s am¯nent des boissons et des aliments quôils 

partagent entre eux.

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   La f°te des m¯res est c®l®br®e en France le dernier dimanche du 

mois de mai ou le premier dimanche de juin, en fonction de la date des 

P©ques.  Ce jour les m¯res re­oivent de beaux cadeaux qui consistent en 

fleurs ou plantes dôint®rieur, chocolats, bijoux, cartes de vîux, g©teaux, 

parfum ou objets fa­onn®s par les mains des leurs enfants durant les ateliers 

de lô®cole. Ils composent ®galement des po¯mes sous la direction du ma´tre 

ou de lôinstitutrice. 

 Cette f°te remonte ¨ l'®poque des anciens Grecs qui ®taient 

polyth®istes, et un jour de leur calendrier ®tait d®di® aux c®r®monies 

dôadoration de la d®esse Rh®a, la Grande M¯re de Zeus. En m°me temps, les 

gens de la Rome antique avaient ®galement une f°te religieuse consacr®e 

aux m¯res qui se d®roulait pendant la Matronalia, c'est- -̈dire le 1er mars. 

Avec la diffusion du christianisme ¨ travers le monde, la v®n®ration de ces 

d®esses a ®t® remplac®e par celle de la m¯re du Christ, la Vierge Marie. 

La f°te des m¯res a ®t® officialis®e pour la premi¯re fois aux £tats-

Unis en 1914 gr©ce ¨ la lutte dôAnna Jarvis pour cette cause. En ces temps 

troubles quand lôEurope ®tait ®cras®e par la Grande Guerre, tous les soldats 

sous le commandement du g®n®ral John Pershing, y compris les fran­ais, 

ont re­u une carte postale dôhommage quôils pouvaient envoyer ¨ leurs 

m¯res ¨ lôoccasion de Motherôs day. Côest ainsi que cette f°te a commenc® ¨ 

°tre de plus en plus connue en France. Malgr® cela, il y a un village dans le 

d®partement Auvergne-Rh¹ne-Alpes qui sôappelle Artas et qui est consid®r® 

le berceau de la f°te des m¯res parce que ses habitants se sont r®unis en 

1906 lors dôun c®r®monial pour faire lô®loge des grands efforts des m¯res 

qui ont abouti ®lever cinq, six ou plusieurs enfants et prendre soin du 

m®nage.  

Beaucoup de Fran­ais croient que cette f°te est la cr®ation du 

mar®chal P®tain. Il convient de noter aussi qu'au d®but du XX
e
 si¯cle, le 

gouvernement fran­ais a voulu stimuler la hausse de la natalit® ¨ travers 

cette f°te, et ¨ l'heure actuelle, la France b®n®ficie du taux de f®condit® le 

plus ®lev® de l'UE, avec une moyenne de 2,01 enfants n®es en 2014, comme 

le montre Eurostat.

En France, la f°te des p¯res est c®l®br®e le troisi¯me dimanche du 

mois de juin et m°me si le but de ce jour est de faire les enfants honorer 

leurs p¯res, la f°te nôest pas tr¯s r®pandue aupr¯s de la population fran­aise.     

Sous l'influence de la religion chr®tienne, les Fran­ais f°taient leurs 

p¯res le 19 mars, jour o½ l'£glise catholique comm®morait Saint-Joseph, le

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p¯re adoptif de J®sus-Christ. Cependant, la f°te des p¯res telle que nous la 

connaissons tous aujourd'hui est due ¨ Sonora Louise Smart Dodd. 

La f°te des p¯res a r®apparu en France ¨ la fa­on dôun ®v®nement 

commercial export® des £tats-Unis : en 1950, Marcel Quercia, le directeur 

de lôentreprise Flaminaire, qui produisait des briquets ¨ gaz, a eu lôid®e 

dôutiliser cette f°te comme un pr®texte pour vendre ses produits, surtout que 

beaucoup dôhommes des ann®es ô50 fumaient. Le slogan dont il sôest servi 

est devenu tr¯s populaire ¨ lô®poque : Nos papas nous l’ont dit, pour la fête 

des pères, ils désirent tous un Flaminaire. Deux ans plus tard, le 

gouvernement a officialis® la c®l®bration en France le troisi¯me dimanche 

de juin. 

De nos jours, les cadeaux les plus communs que les p¯res re­oivent de 

la part de leurs ®pouses et de leurs enfants sont : une montre, un parfum, un 

mug, des cartes dessin®es par les petits, des photos encadr®es avec la 

famille. 

 

La f°te de la musique a surgi ®galement en France et les gens la 

c®l¯brent le 21 juin, le premier jour dô®t®. ê cette occasion, la mairie de 

chaque ville organise des concerts gratuits auxquels sont invit®s des 

chanteurs de tous genres musicaux et, aussi, toute personne est libre de jouer 

dôun instrument dans la rue si cela lui fait du plaisir. 

Elle sôest d®roul®e pour la premi¯re fois en 1982, ¨ Paris, ¨ la suite de 

d®cision de Jack Lang, le ministre de la Culture de cette ann®e et avec le 

temps cette f°te a travers® les fronti¯res de la France, atteignant des pays 

aussi loin que les £tats-Unis, la Chine ou la Colombie, mais bien s¾r ¨ un 

niveau de notori®t® moindre.  

La journ®e se d®roule sous le slogan Faites de la musique, fête de la 

musique qui est un jeu de mots reposant sur lôhomophonie. Aussi ce jour, les 

restaurants et les bars prolongent leurs horaires avec les clients jusqu'¨ 3-4 

heures du matin. 

En France, il y a plus de 18 000 concerts auxquels participent pr¯s de 

5 millions d'artistes professionnels et au d®but de leur carri¯re musicale et 

environ 10 millions de personnes qui ont repr®sent® le public. Selon les 

statistiques fournies par l'Insee, 97% des Fran­ais ont entendu de la f°te de 

la musique, 79% ont particip® en qualit® dôauditoire.  

Lôinstrument musical le plus pratiqu® par le Fran­ais est la guitare, 

suivie par le piano, mais celui-ci est lôinstrument le plus enseign® dans les 

®coles de musique, tandis que beaucoup de personnes jouent de la guitare en 

amateur, sans professeur.   

Les cr®ateurs de cette f°te ont voulu que cet ®v®nement permette ¨ 

tous les citoyens de profiter ¨ plus grande ®chelle du style musical qu'ils 
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appr®cient le plus, d'autant plus qu'il y a beaucoup de gens qui ne peuvent 

pas assister aux concerts des artistes pr®f®r®s ¨ cause des prix. 

 

Journ®e patrimoine se f°te le troisi¯me week-end de septembre et est 

apparue en France en 1984 sur la proposition de Jack Lang. Jusquô¨ pr®sent, 

cet ®v®nement sôest propag® dans toute lôEurope, raison pour laquelle il a 

pris le nom de ç Journ®es europ®ennes du patrimoine è. 

La c®l®bration vise ¨ promouvoir le patrimoine culturel et historique 

du pays natal. La France dispose dôun patrimoine riche compte tenu quôelle 

abrite 39 sites culturels, plus de 8 000 mus®es et environ 43 600 monuments 

historiques. La population b®n®ficie de r®ductions significatives ou gratuit® 

pour visiter les mus®es, participer aux concerts de musique ou aux 

repr®sentations th®©trales. Au cours de ce week-end, les Fran­ais profitent 

de lôacc¯s gratuit ¨ tous les b©timents historiques, qui est g®n®ralement 

restreint le reste de l'ann®e (le palais de l'£lys®e, le palais Bourbon, ou le 

palais du Luxembourg).  

 

Le troisi¯me jeudi de novembre, les Fran­ais c®l¯brent la sortie du 

Beaujolais nouveau qui est un vin primeur (vin est commercialis® d¯s la fin 

du stade de vinification et donc, apr¯s lôachat, il doit °tre consomm® aussi 

vite que possible). Le fondateur de cette marque est Franck Dubîuf. 

Ce vin est apparu en 1951 quand les producteurs de vin de France ont 

®t® contraints par une r¯gle de vendre leurs produits apr¯s le 15 d®cembre ce 

qui a mis en col¯re les propri®taires des vignobles du Beaujolais. Ils ont 

r®ussi ¨ obtenir lôapprobation de commercialiser leurs vins plus t¹t que cette 

date.  

La mise en vente du vin fait lôobjet dôanimations et de f°tes 

commerciales dans toute la France. Les plus grands friands de cette marque 

de vin sont les Japonais, mais les Am®ricains boivent aussi de Beaujolais 

nouveau lors du Thanksgiving.   

 

Conclusions 

 

En guise de conclusion, cet article a r®ussi ¨ montrer au lecteur que la 

France nôest pas seulement la Tour Eiffel et les baguettes, mais aussi un 

v®ritable patrimoine culturel qui est ¨ la fois le r®sultat de la mondialisation 

parce que on a pu remarquer trois f°tes emprunt®es par les Fran­ais (la f°te 

des m¯res, le poisson dôavril, la f°te des p¯res) et la preuve vivante que la 

France fait toujours partie des pays qui influencent le reste du monde, ®tant 

donn® que dans de cet article nous avons examin® cinq c®l®brations 

originaires de lôHexagone (la f°te des grands-m¯res, la f°te des voisins, la 

f°te de la musique, Journ®e patrimoine et le Beaujolais nouveau).

R®sum®:: Au fil du temps, l'industrie automobile n'a cessé d'évoluer. Elle continue de 

croître aujourd'hui. Parmi les premiers développeurs automobiles se trouve Léonard de 

Vinci qui a fabriqué le premier système de suspension, Nicolas-Joseph Cugnot qui a 

fabriqué la poussette à vapeur, Henry Ford est la technologie automobile révolutionnaire, 

Ettor Bugatti a fabriqué une voiture qui a ensuite été achetée par Peugeot.

1. Les pr®misses de la ç naissance è de lôautomobile contemporain 

 Parmi les r®alisations techniques qui ont subi une longue 

®volution, la voiture a progressivement conquis une place importante dans la 

vie des gens, ®tant aujourd'hui un moyen efficace dôeffacer distances et 

temps, et devenant ®galement le ma´tre incontest® de l'araign®e dense des 

routes qui sillonnent notre plan¯te.   

 Les premi¯res indications de l'utilisation de la roue ont ®t® 

d®couvertes en M®sopotamie. La premi¯re roue ®tait en bois sous forme de 

disques ®pais, puis atteignait la roue avec des rayons beaucoup plus l®gers. 

 Le premier chariot ®tait constitu® de cadres en bois plac®s sur 

quatre pieds (semblables aux brouettes d'aujourd'hui) qui assuraient 

l'®quilibre ¨ l'arr°t. Les chariots ¨ deux roues sont apparus plus tard, lorsqu'il 

a ®t® constat® que la disposition des deux roues sur l'essieu facilite le 

transport. 

 Des d®couvertes des historiens, il est apparu que le premier 

syst¯me de suspension ®tait celui con­u par L®onard de Vinci ¨ la fin du 

XVe si¯cle. Le syst¯me ®tait efficace. 

 Au XVIe si¯cle, les premiers ç wagons ¨ suspension sur arcs en 

acier, ¨ essieu articul® et ¨ fen°tres en verre sont construits. è (BREBENEL, 

1976 : 15). Cô®taient bien s¾r des v®hicules ¨ chevaux. La premi¯re voiture 

¨ deux places est apparue en 1662. Elle ®tait couverte d'un capot et munie de 

fen°tres. Elle fut nomm®e d'apr¯s la ville de Berlin, o½ elle a ®t® construite : 

une berline. Au fil du temps, plusieurs types de v®hicules ont ®t® construits, 

parmi lesquels on cite: la cal¯che, la diligence, le facteur, les landaus, le 

cabriolet, les coup®s (voitures de gala), le pha®ton. 

 

2. Les premiers v®hicules automobiles 

 Côest avec l'invention de la machine ¨ vapeur que l'histoire de 

l'automobile a commenc®, en 1769. 

 Entre 1770 et 1771, Nicolas-Joseph Cugnot fabriqua une charrette 

fonctionnant ¨ l'aide de la vapeur. Celle-ci s'av®ra plus tard inefficace. La

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r®alisation des Fran­ais a ®t® reprise par les forces arm®es. Ils ont essay® de 

d®velopper la charrette pour pouvoir transporter les canons. Encore une fois, 

ce fut inefficace, car la vitesse pouvant °tre atteinte ®tait r®duite, environ 4 

km / h, ainsi que l'autonomie, d'environ 15 minutes. 

 En 1901, apr¯s l'association de Forest avec l'ing®nieur Gillet, la 

premi¯re voiture automobile appara´t. Elle ®tait dou®e dôun moteur 

monocylindre plac® horizontalement qui pouvait d®velopper jusqu'¨ 5 

chevaux, la transmission se faisait par l'arbre et l'essieu, et le refroidissement 

se faisait par le radiateur. 

 

3. Des pionniers de lôautomobile de par le monde 

Etats-Unis 

 Henry Ford est le r®volutionnaire de la technologie automobile. Il 

a con­u les types de voitures A, B, C, F, K qui avaient des moteurs 2, 4 et 6 

cylindres. Ces mod¯les ont ®t® suivis par les types N, R et S. Lôambition de 

Ford a ®t® de faire ç une voiture populaire, bon march® et de qualit® qui sera 

disponible pour un grand nombre d'acheteurs è (FRATILA, 1971 : 30). Le 

ch©ssis de la nouvelle voiture se composait de deux longerons et de 

quelques traverses. Le bain d'huile moteur ®tait en t¹le d'acier.  

 Le 1er octobre 1908, la premi¯re voiture Ford T, d'une ex®cution 

impeccable, quitte la cha´ne de montage, avec une silhouette ®lanc®e et 

caract®ristique. La voiture se d®marque ç par son syst¯me d'allumage 

inhabituel, sa transmission bizarre et sa suspension d'une extr°me simplicit®, 

auxquelles s'ajoute une bonne stabilit® è
1
. Ce syst¯me d'allumage se 

compose d'une s®rie de bobines d'induction int®gr®es dans le volant du 

moteur qui tournait dans un bain d'huile. 

 En Angleterre, l'usine Rolls-Royce fabriquait en 1906 un mod¯le 

avec un moteur de 40 ¨ 50 chevaux-vapeur, capable d'atteindre une vitesse 

maximale de 16,3 km / h. 

Italie   

 Apr¯s le succ¯s d'Ettore Bugatti dans le domaine des voitures de 

sport, il construit en 1911 une voiture performante et une autre, de tr¯s 

petites dimensions, ®quip®e d'un moteur de 4-5 CV. Ce dernier a ®t® rachet® 

par Peugeot, qui le produit en s®rie sous le nom de "Bebe-Peugeot". 

 La bo´te de vitesses avait trois vitesses et la vitesse maximale ®tait 

de 65 km / h. La capacit® de transport ®tait de 3-4 personnes. Le corps ®tait 

ouvert, avec un pare-pluie. Ce type de çvoiture populaireè a ®t® vendu en 

grand nombre en raison de son prix r®duit. 

 

4. Une nouvelle ®poque 

 Côest apr¯s la fin de la Premi¯re Guerre mondiale que l'industrie 

automobile a commenc® ¨ se d®velopper de plus en plus. Partout dans le 

monde, les usines commencent ¨ emprunter des id®es et des concepts ¨ 

celles existantes.

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 Par exemple, les usines Fiat adoptent la technologie am®ricaine, 

Citro±n imite Ford. Pour leur part, Peugeot et Renault cherchent ¨ inventer 

de nouveaux types de voitures. 

 En 1921, les usines Fiat ont commenc® ¨ produire un moteur 

puissant pour ®quiper ç des voitures de course en forme de V ¨ 12 cylindres, 

qui pouvaient d®velopper 80 chevaux-vapeur ¨ 2200 tr / min. è (FRATILA, 

1971 : 57). 

 En 1931, la voiture Mercedes 170 est fabriqu®e et ®quip®e d'un 

moteur 4 cylindres d®veloppant 32 chevaux. 

 Le moteur ¨ quatre cylindres, cependant, a continu® ¨ pr®dominer 

en raison de sa simplicit®. La Whitte type GMT 1917 ®tait ®quip®e d'un 

moteur ¨ quatre cylindres ¨ 16 soupapes, am®liorant ainsi l'admission et 

l'®chappement des gaz, la puissance d®velopp®e d®passant les 70 ch. 

 Entre 1934-1940, la plupart des entreprises europ®ennes 

recherchent des solutions pour construire les v®hicules le plus ®conomiques 

possibles, comprenant ainsi des voitures pouvant transporter 4-5 personnes, 

consommant 6-7 litres d'essence aux 100 km. On pr°ta aussi beaucoup 

dôattention aux co¾ts d'entretien, essayant de les diminuer le plus possible.

Apr¯s la construction du r®seau autoroutier, lôAllemagne commence 

la conception de voitures bon march® connues sous le nom de çvoiture du 

peupleè - Volkswagen. Parmi celles-ci, on peut citer la plus courante, ¨ 

savoir la Volkswagen 1200 avec moteur 4 cylindres plac® ¨ l'arri¯re qui 

d®veloppe 30 ch. ç En juillet 1954, Volkswagen a livr® sa 500 000e voiture, 

en 1955 elle a atteint 1 000 000 et en 1966 elle est pass®e ¨ 1 605 000. Ses 

mod¯les sont tous ®quip®s d'un moteur boxer 4 cylindres, mont® ¨ l'arri¯re, 

d®veloppant respectivement 25, 30, 45, 55 ch. La bo´te de vitesses a quatre 

vitesses synchronis®es. Le frein se trouve sur les tambours avant et arri¯re, 

ce qui permet ¨ la voiture de freiner facilement et efficacement. è

5. Lôautomobile de nos jours 

 

 Jusqu'en 1973, la voiture la plus puissante ®tait la Mercedes Benz 

600 Pullman, qui ®tait en fait une limousine, dot®e d'un moteur en V ¨ 8 

cylindres ¨ injection d'essence, d'une cylindr®e de 6330 ÃÍ, pouvant 

d®velopper 250 ch. 

 L'industrie automobile a continu® et continue de cro´tre 

aujourd'hui, en concevant et en construisant de nouveaux mod¯les dot®s de 

caract®ristiques qui profitent ¨ la fois au conducteur et aux passagers. 

 Dans leur construction, le confort apport® aux passagers de la 

voiture est pris en compte, la visibilit® est la meilleure possible, les 

r®troviseurs doivent assurer une bonne vue arri¯re, l'®quipement de bord 

joue un r¹le important, car il indique un moteur normal param¯tres de 

fonctionnement (temp®rature de l'eau, litre, kilom®trage, tachym¯tre, 

                                                             
1 http://aspera.ro/files/user_uploaded/107/automobilul.pdf, p.19.

On ne sôest propos®, dans notre pr®sentation, de dresser une histoire 

compl¯te de lôautomobile, ceci serait difficile ¨ faire. Mais on a essay® de 

marquer quelques ®tapes importantes qui ont men® ¨ ce que nous avons de 

nos jours, o½ lôautomobile nôest plus un luxe, nôest plus une chose 

extraordinaire, mais une partie de notre quotidien.

R®sum®: On va commencer notre présentation sur les stéréotypes, les préjugés et 

la discrimination en citant M. Bouthoul : « Le monde social apparaît toujours […] 

constitué par des rapports complémentaires et des rapports d’exclusion. […] Tous les 

groupes sociaux ont tendance à haïr et à combattre ceux qui diffèrent d’eux par la 

croyance, la race, la langue, les mœurs ou tout simplement l’habitat. » (Bouthoul, 1971, 
p.51). On assiste, heureusement, dans notre époque, à une prise de conscience de ce 

phénomène et à une tendance à « remédier » cette tendance d’exclusion, après des leçons 

dures reçues par l’humanité le long de son histoire.

1. LES ST£R£OTYPES  

Les st®r®otypes sont des formes sp®cifiques de repr®sentations 

sociales, qui apparaissent dans les relations entre groupes. Ils peuvent °tre 

d®finis comme des images mentales de la r®alit® sociale qui rencontrent le 

consensus dôun groupe. Lôindividu vit dans un monde dôobjets, de 

personnes, dô®v®nements, dôid®es, etc. et partage ce monde avec les autres, 

en sôappuyant sur eux - parfois en convergence, parfois en conflit - pour le 

comprendre, lôorganiser ou lôaffronter. 

En consid®rant avec un îil critique nos soci®t®s, on identifie 

certaines personnes et certains groupes qui sont plus susceptibles dô°tre 

victimes de st®r®otypes, de pr®jug®s et de discrimination, en fonction de 

leurs capacit®s, de leur ©ge, de leur statut social, de leur origine ethnique ou 

de la race, de leur nationalit®, de leur apparence physique, de leur identit® 

sexuelle, de leur appartenance religieuse etc.

Le comportement des gens envers les groupes de la soci®t® est 

largement bas® sur leurs st®r®otypes ¨ propos de ces groupes. ç Un 

st®r®otype est une certaine croyance (opinion) qui associe un groupe entier 

de personnes ¨ certains traits è  (IONESCU , 2020 : 2). 

Personne nôest ç innocent è, si nous parlons de st®r®otypes. Faisons 

un petit exercice : Compl®tez les ®nonc®s suivants : 

- Les Fran­ais sonté. 

- Les Roumains sonté. 

- Les Russes sonté 

- Les Italiens sonté. 

- Les Allemands sonté. 

- Les Br®siliens sonté. 

- Les Am®ricains sonté 

Vous avez eu des r®ponses ¨ chaque ®nonc®, nôest-ce pas ? 

Effrayant. Côest parce que nous semblons °tre construits, mentalement, de 

st®r®otypes. 

Les st®r®otypes sont ambivalents, contenant ¨ la fois des 

caract®ristiques n®gatives et positives. Ce sont des produits inh®rents au 

syst¯me cognitif humain, mais ils sont contr¹lables par la motivation et 

lôeffort. Les st®r®otypes contiennent des croyances ambivalentes qui 

refl¯tent les relations entre les groupes, ils mettent lôaccent sur les 

perceptions de comportements n®gatifs et extr°mes, et ils maintiennent les 

diff®rences entre leur propre groupe et lôautre groupe. 

Une autre direction de recherche montre que les membres des 

groupes sur lesquels le st®r®otype est projet® peuvent °tre vuln®rables ¨ la 
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simple prise de conscience du st®r®otype et se comporter de mani¯re 

coh®rente avec le st®r®otype. Par exemple: çles femmes ¨ qui lôon rappelle 

les pr®tendues difficult®s que les femmes ®prouvent g®n®ralement en 

math®matiques ont des scores significativement plus faibles aux tests 

standardis®s que celles ¨ qui on ne rappelle pas le st®r®otype è (IONESCU, 

2020: 3). Dans ce cas, la simple prise de conscience de lôexistence d'un 

st®r®otype fait que les membres du groupe cible le confirment. 

 

2. LES PR£JUG£S 

Les st®r®otypes r®sultent de la cat®gorisation et de la division des 

personnes en: son propre groupe et d'autres groupes. Ce sont des processus 

cognitifs, li®s ¨ la mani¯re dont nous cr®ons une vision, plus ou moins 

rationnelle, de la r®alit® sociale. Si la discrimination ®tait exclusivement le 

r®sultat dôune pens®e st®r®otyp®e, elle ne pourrait °tre combattue quôen 

r®examinant notre fa­on de juger mentalement les autres. Mais ce nôest pas 

que ­a. En plus de la fa­on dont nous pensons aux autres, nous devons nous 

int®resser ¨ leurs sentiments ¨ lô®gard des diff®rents groupes sociaux.  

Une deuxi¯me voie menant ¨ la discrimination est pav®e de pr®jug®s: 

la r®ponse ®motionnelle ¨ un groupe ou ¨ un individu qui est de ce groupe.

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ç Les pr®jug®s sont des attitudes que nous pouvons ou non exprimer 

envers des membres ext®rieurs ¨ notre propre groupe è (NEDELCU, 2007 : 

30).  

 

3. LA DISCRIMINATION  

ç La discrimination est lôaspect comportemental, consistant dans les 

r®actions et les actions de la personne envers des individus appartenant ¨ un 

autre groupe è (NEDELCU, 2001 : 37). 

Cela peut °tre positif ou n®gatif.  

¶ La discrimination n®gative consiste en des comportements 

visant ¨ rejeter ou ¨ nuire aux individus dôun groupe, du fait 

quôils appartiennent ¨ ce groupe. Par exemple : une personne 

dôune autre couleur nôest pas employ®e, bien quôelle ait les 

qualifications n®cessaires pour le poste.  

¶ La discrimination positive consiste ¨ offrir un traitement 

sp®cial ou des opportunit®s aux membres de groupes 

d®favoris®s ou socialement d®savantag®s, par rapport ¨ ceux 

offerts ¨ la majorit®. Par exemple : ç les personnes 

handicap®es doivent °tre employ®es ¨ un certain pourcentage 

dans les institutions publiques è (IONESCU, 2020 : 5). Bien 

que la discrimination positive vise ¨ donner plus de chances 

aux membres de groupes d®favoris®s, une cons®quence 

n®gative de sa promotion peut °tre le renforcement du 

st®r®otype au niveau du groupe majoritaire. Elle g®n¯re une 

discrimination ¨ rebours, côest- -̈dire que les membres du 

groupe majoritaire ne b®n®ficient plus de tous les privil¯ges 

car une partie dôentre eux est r®serv®e au groupe minoritaire.  

ç Les comportements discriminatoires peuvent °tre conscients, 

®vidents ou inconscients, subtils, comme une r®action non verbale (froncer 

les sourcils, sourire retenu ou forc®) è (NEDELCU, 2007 : 41).  

La discrimination peut survenir au niveau individuel, dans les 

relations dôune personne avec les membres dôautres groupes, mais aussi au 

niveau institutionnel, lorsque les pr®jug®s font partie des politiques 

organisationnelles ou lorsque les politiques organisationnelles restreignent 

les opportunit®s, lôacc¯s ou les choix des membres dôun groupe. Par 

exemple, le crit¯re de force physique utilis® dans la s®lection professionnelle 

des policiers peut entra´ner le rejet de nombreuses femmes, m°me si lôon 

peut soutenir que cette qualit® nôest pas fortement corr®l®e ¨ la r®ussite 

professionnelle car il y a beaucoup de policiers en surpoids. 

La discrimination a des effets sur la sant® physique et mentale de 

ceux qui en font lôexp®rience, comme:

¶ des niveaux inf®rieurs de satisfaction ¨ lô®gard de la vie ou de 

bonheur 

 
 

4. La ç discrimination è  dans la langue 

Sans avoir la pr®tention dô°tre des chercheurs dans le domaine, nous 

ne pouvons ne pas observer que côest m°me notre langue qui fait des 

discriminations. Pensons ¨ la situation du f®minin / du masculin pour 

certains m®tiers et occupation. Les explications sont : 

- Lorsque ce m®tier est apparu, les femmes / les hommes ne le 

pratiquaient pas. 

- Ce m®tier est presque exclusivement pratiqu® par les femmes / 

les hommes. 

On peut citer des exemples de m®tiers/fonctions/occupations qui 

nôont pas des formes pour le f®minin, ou le f®minin ¨ du mal ¨ sôimposer : 

pompier, ®lectricien, soudeur, pr°tre, colonel, g®n®ral, bourreau etc.   

Ou bien des m®tiers ç r®serv®s è aux femmes, o½ on nôa pas de 

forme pour le masculin : h¹tesse de lôair, sage-femme.  

 

5. POUR CONCLURE 

Heureusement, notre soci®t® actuelle enregistre des efforts et des 

mesures dans la lutte contre les pr®jug®s et la discrimination. On a compris 

que les pr®jug®s et les discriminations sont le r®sultat des in®galit®s sociales, 

des id®es provenant des membres de la famille, des amis ou des m®dias, de 

notre tendance ç acquise è ¨ ®viter ceux qui sont diff®rents de nous, de notre 

difficult® ¨ accepter les diff®rences. Pourquoi dit-on ç acquise è ? Parce que, 
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et les chercheurs le confirment, ç il nôexiste pas dô®ducation sans la 

d®signation dôun ou plusieurs ennemis h®r®ditaires è (Bouthoul, 1971, p. 

52). Et si on faisait de la discrimination un ç ennemi h®r®ditaire è ?

R®sum® : La criminalité est considérée à la fois comme un phénomène social et un 

phénomène légal. La criminalité est de plus en plus importante dans les débats publics 

et dans le programme de travail des gouvernements et des institutions spécialisées.

Au cours des vingt derni¯res ann®es, en Roumanie, la criminalit® a 

connu une tendance ¨ la hausse, ce qui explique le sentiment dôins®curit® 

des citoyens. Ainsi, il est certain que dans la Roumanie post-communiste, 

aux grands fl®aux connus ¨ lô®poque communiste, tels que la pauvret® et 

lôalcoolisme, se sont ajout®s des fl®aux plus graves, ¨ savoir ceux li®s au 

ch¹mage, au trafic de drogue et ¨ la consommation, la d®gradation de 

lôenvironnement rural et urbain, la promotion de la violence m®diatique, la 

promotion des abus et des discriminations, etc., en lôabsence dôun contr¹le 

social rigoureux et dôune justice tol®rante et inefficace, la corruption et le 

crime organis® ont atteint des niveaux tels que la confiance dans les 

institutions ®tatiques est devenue inexistante.  

Lôanalyse des facteurs sociaux r®v¯le la valeur de lô®volution des 

ph®nom¯nes, la r®alit® sociale d®pendant des r®gimes politiques et 

®conomiques, la coexistence des individus ®tant d®termin®e par 

lôimplication des buts et des aspirations, ainsi que des tendances 

®conomiques. La criminologie examine lôaspect quantitatif des ph®nom¯nes 

sociaux, la qualit® mentale des individus, la fr®quence des actes dôagression, 

la relation entre les facteurs sociaux et les formes criminelles concr¯tes. La 

criminalit® existe selon la conception de la relation entre les individus et la 

soci®t® (TANASESCU, 2003: 236). 

Lôintensification de la relation entre la corruption et le crime organis® 

en Roumanie est le r®sultat de la ç prise de lô£tat par des organisations 

criminelles è, le but principal ®tant dôinfluencer les d®cisions ¨ leur propre 

profit, ainsi que dôassurer lôimpunit® devant la justice. 

La caract®ristique g®n®rale de lô®volution de la grande criminalit® en 

Roumanie, dans les conditions de persistance dôune crise ®conomique et 

financi¯re g®n®ralis®e et sans fin, la caract®ristique est repr®sent®e par une 

tendance de hausse, ce qui repr®sente une vraie menace pour le 

d®veloppement harmonieux et ®quilibr® de la r¯gle de droit en Roumanie. 

Cela est dôautant plus ®vident quôil est actuellement prouv® que ç les grands 

®difices criminels, aux dimensions transnationales, sont construits et 

d®velopp®s dans lôint®r°t et avec le soutien des autorit®s è, et ç leur gen¯se

 La petite criminalit® est repr®sent®e par la criminalit® ç de vitrine è, 

comprenant: les vols dans les magasins, les maisons, les poches, la 

prostitution, etc., qui constitue le domaine le plus sensible et qui a un impact 

direct sur les citoyens, qui sont affect®s par la fr®quence ¨ laquelle de tels 

actes sont commis, tandis que la grande criminalit® est repr®sent®e par la 

criminalit® judiciaire et ®conomico - financi¯re, la criminalit® organis®e et la 

criminalit® transnationale. Les faits antisociaux circonscrits aux ph®nom¯nes 

de la grande criminalit®, il y a des faits qui font le plus de mal aux principes 

fondamentaux, les principes de lô£tat de droit, les principes qui sous-tendent 

lôorganisation et le fonctionnement des soci®t®s modernes et performantes 

(TANASESCU, 2003 : 238). 

a. La criminalit® judiciaire, ®conomique et financi¯re, dans laquelle 

la criminalité judiciaire comprend des crimes contre la vie, la sant® et 

lôint®grit® corporelle, des infractions p®nales contre les biens, en particulier 

des homicides, des vols, des viols, des vols ¨ main arm®e ou non, des vols 

de voitures de luxe, etc., commis avec diff®rents degr®s de violence, et la 

criminalité économique et financière comprend les d®lits de service, les 

d®lits ®conomiques contre la propri®t®, les crimes de contrefa­on de pi¯ces 

de monnaie, de timbres ou dôautres valeurs, les d®lits de blanchiment 

dôargent.

 Dans un contexte de proc®dures de travail lourdes et une 

l®gislation non adapt®e ¨ la situation r®elle, corrobor® par lôouverture des

b. La criminalit® organis®e est le crime des ç professionnels è du 

domaine, qui trouve son origine dans diverses associations criminelles, dans 

l'exploitation de soci®t®s fant¹mes, le but premier de commettre des d®lits ¨ 

lôordre, de se soustraire au paiement des obligations fiscales, dôexploiter les 

faiblesses pour obtenir dô®normes gains et profits, par tout moyen l®gal et 

ill®gal.  

Les m®thodes utilis®es dans la criminalit® organis®e, pour atteindre les 

objectifs, sont li®es ¨ lôexercice de menaces, de chantage, de violence, de 

meurtre, mais aussi dôextorsion, de corruption, de manipulation, de fraude, 

de blanchiment dôargent, les valeurs pr®jug®es ®tant la vie, la libert®, 

lôint®grit® physique, la s®curit® publique et les libert®s d®mocratiques 

(COSTICA, 2006 : 18). 

Les m®thodes et les moyens, extr°mement sophistiqu®s et diversifi®s, 

utilis®s par la criminalit® organis®e, sont susceptibles d'affaiblir la confiance

Ainsi, il nôest pas rare que les activit®s criminelles men®es 

par des groupes criminels organis®s soient favoris®es par la corruption et la 

complicit® de hauts fonctionnaires des institutions administratives et de 

d®tection et de r®pression, ce qui n®cessite lôintensification et la 

diversification des mesures, afin de pr®venir la survenue dôactes et dôactes 

de corruption, dans lesquels ces repr®sentants devraient °tre impliqu®s. 

Bien qu'il sôagisse pour la Roumanie de la caract®ristique ®volutive 

des deux derni¯res d®cennies, le crime organis® nôest pas un ph®nom¯ne 

nouveau sur la sc¯ne mondiale, mais ce qui est nouveau, côest son rythme 

actuel, sa propagation beaucoup plus rapide, la taille des r®seaux qui le 

soutiennent et la facilit® avec laquelle il ignore la loi. ê cet ®gard, un s®rieux 

signal dôalerte a ®t® adress® aux chefs dô£tat et de gouvernement, ¨ travers 

le rapport de lôUnion europ®enne sur la criminalit® organis®e, pr®sent® ¨ 

Bruxelles le 6 novembre 1998, qui d®clarait que: ç on sait que les groupes 

criminels organis®s explorent et exploitent aujourdôhui de nouveaux 

domaines criminels avec la m°me vigueur que les entreprises l®gales. Ils 

sont soucieux de se livrer ¨ ces activit®s criminelles qui g®n¯rent des profits 

®lev®s et pr®sentent des risques moindres pour les criminels impliqu®s. è

En ce qui concerne la Roumanie, il doit °tre not® le danger particulier 

de la typologie des groupes criminels actuels, qui d®termine, au niveau 

national et international, des menaces r®elles, ¨ cause de : 

Å lôaccroissement de lôint®r°t pour la Roumanie, des groupes criminels 

®trangers, la cause repr®sentant lôimportance de la position g®ostrat®gique ; 

Å la sp®cialisation continue des groupes criminels, leur acc¯s aux 

derni¯res technologies et recrutement dôexperts avec diverses 

sp®cialisations, n®cessaires pour atteindre des fins criminelles ; 

Å lô®volution des groupes criminels en Roumanie, en les reliant aux 

r®seaux internationaux du crime organis® et en pla­ant des gains illicites 

dans diff®rentes zones ®conomiques et g®ographiques.  

 Le ph®nom¯ne de la cybercriminalit® est ®galement de plus en plus 

pr®sent en Roumanie et se manifeste par lôaugmentation du nombre 

dôaffaires enregistr®es et lôorganisation de v®ritables groupes criminels, 

ainsi que par la r®orientation des groupes criminels qui, dans le pass®, ont 

commis des crimes en la traite des °tres humains, le trafic international de 

voitures et le trafic de drogue, ¨ la cybercriminalit®. 

 Les principaux facteurs qui ont d®termin® la r®orientation des 

groupes criminels vers la cybercriminalit® sont li®s ¨ ç lôobtention de gains 

mat®riels importants, dans un temps relativement court et avec des risques 

relativement r®duit è.

Dans les conditions du d®veloppement technologique et de lôacc¯s ¨ 

lôinformation, la soci®t® mondiale du risque se caract®rise par la production 

de mutations spectaculaires, respectivement par le passage du criminel 

amateur au criminel professionnel et bien organis®, afin de minimiser les 

risques li®s ¨ lôactivit® criminelle. 

A cet ®gard, les institutions de police de la F.B.I. et ceux qui sont 

membres de l'O.I.P.C. - INTERPOL, ont d®velopp® une approche 

extr°mement pragmatique de ce ph®nom¯ne, qui montre que les principales 

caractéristiques du professionnel criminel sont celles li®es ¨: 

Å la planification dôactes criminels, consistant en une pr®paration 

syst®matique; 

Å lôex®cution dôactes criminels est effectu®e de mani¯re professionnelle; 

Å lôutilisation de produits r®sultant de la commission de d®lits, est 

orient®e vers une rentabilit® ®lev®e, par le recyclage ou le blanchiment 

dôargent issu de d®lits; 

Å les relations entre les auteurs sont bas®es sur lôobservation mutuelle, 

lôactivit® compartiment®e et la confidentialit®, les noms de couverture et les 

langues cod®es, etc. (1997 : 90 - 97). 

 

 Combattre la criminalit® 

La Roumanie a un probl¯me majeur dans la lutte contre le crime 

organis®. Souvent, les clans mafieux sont indirectement soutenus par les 

autorit®s locales, un fait d®montr® par des processus tels que celui li® ¨ 

lôaffaire de la çmafia charbonni¯reèè, o½ plusieurs policiers ont ®t® 

reconnus coupables de soutien ¨ des groupes organis®s accus®s de vol de 

lignite.

 La strat®gie nationale de lutte contre le crime organis® se r®f¯re 

notamment ¨ lôarr°t de la traite des °tres humains, ignorant les autres 

activit®s illicites de ces organisations, lôEtat sollicitant la coop®ration de 

lô£glise Orthodoxe Roumaine dans la lutte contre le crime organis®. 

 

 Conclusions 

La lutte contre ces organisations criminelles est sans aucun doute tr¯s 

difficile, et lorsque des personnes de ces organisations sôinfiltrent dans le 

syst¯me qui devrait les combattre, la lutte devient encore plus difficile. Un 

£tat qui a eu une longue lign®e de gouvernements faibles semble °tre un 

petit paradis pour ces organisations.

Le traitement pénal appliqué aux mineurs dans les États 

membres de l'UE est réglementé différemment, ce qui implique en même temps la nécessité 

de développer des mesures de prévention et de lutte contre la délinquance juvénile visant à 

éduquer les mineurs et à les punir

Dans cet article, nous allons aborder lô®volution de la d®linquance 

juv®nile dans le monde, en particulier la diversit® des formes sous lesquelles 

elle se manifeste, les nombreux aspects de la responsabilit® p®nale des 

mineurs dans diff®rents £tats, la n®cessit® au niveau europ®en dô®tablir de 

nouvelles normes en mati¯re de responsabilit® p®nale, les mesures 

®ducatives et les sanctions appliqu®es aux mineurs mais aussi lôoctroi d'un 

r®gime sp®cifique aux jeunes adultes. La gravit® des actes commis par le 

mineur d®linquant fait de son r®gime juridique une question dôint®r°t social 

majeur. En d'autres termes, la dimension historique de la r®glementation des 

mineurs qui ne peut °tre d®tach®e de la civilisation europ®enne et de la 

culture juridique, y compris lôexp®rience roumaine. 

 

II.  L'®volution du traitement p®nal des mineurs 

 

    D¯s le d®but, le traitement p®nal appliqu® aux mineurs ®tait une sanction, 

ce qui ressort de plusieurs facteurs de lô®poque:

o Dans le pass®, dans les actes normatifs, aucune norme 

juridique sp®ciale pour la protection des enfants et des 

adolescents devant les tribunaux et les prisons nôa ®t® 

identifi®e. Les avocats de la p®riode m®di®vale et du d®but de 

la p®riode moderne ne consid®raient pas les enfants criminels 

comme une cat®gorie sp®cifique. 

o Selon des lois strictes, les mineurs qui enfreignent la port®e 

des actes ill®gaux sont sanctionn®s de la m°me mani¯re que 

les adultes. 

Dans les Digests de Justinian çê propos des personnes jusqu'¨ 25 

ansè, sont pr®sent®s les cas dans lesquels ces personnes ont re­u un soutien 

pour la fermeture de certaines entreprises, mais Ulpinian a affirm® quôil 

nôavait pas besoin de fournir une assistance et une aide au mineur qui a 

commis une ill®galit® ayant caus® un pr®judice. 

Le principe du pardon des peines et de lôacquittement des mineurs a 

®t® formul® pour la premi¯re fois par la loi des douze tables. Ce principe a 

®t® reconnu et ratifi® par les £tats qui ont repris le droit romain. Les fran­ais 

reconnaissent ce principe comme existant en France mais aussi dans 

dôautres £tats romans jusquô¨ la r®volution de 1789. 

P.H. Robert, le c®l¯bre chercheur fran­ais sur les droits des mineurs, 

consid¯re que cette r¯gle, comme base de son apparition, est retard®e en 

termes de discernement. 

Les auteurs suisses M. Veillard-Cybulski et H.Veillard-Cybulski ont 

®tabli que toutes les peines pour les adultes ®taient appliqu®es aux mineurs: 

la peine de mort, la d®tention dans les m°mes prisons que les adultes, la 

torture et les actions proc®durales inexplicables et irrecevables, comme la 

prestation de serment m°me sur les enfants de 7 ans. 

En Allemagne, la r®glementation p®nale et judiciaire du roi Charles V, du 

XIVe si¯cle, ®tablit le r®gime des mineurs les consid®rant comme priv®s de 

pens®e en raison de leur ©ge. 

Lôarticle CL-XIV de la loi çCarolinaè avait un caract¯re s®v¯re, 

offrant la possibilit® dôappliquer la peine de mort aux mineurs. 

Selon une d®cision de justice en Angleterre, deux enfants ©g®s 

respectivement de 9 et 10 ans ont ®t® tu®s, ainsi, le principe çla mauvaise 

intention remplace lôinsuffisance dô©ge sôappliquait ®galement en 

Allemagne, mais aussi en Angleterre qui nôa pas repris le droit romain. 

Dans les lois de plusieurs £tats europ®ens, lôabsence de protection 

sp®ciale jusquôau milieu du XIXe si¯cle indique quô̈  ce stade, on ne se 

rendait pas compte que les mineurs en fonction de leur ©ge avaient besoin 

dôune protection juridique sur leurs droits. Ignorer ce fait a conduit ¨ une 

protection juridique limit®e des mineurs dans le droit romain et f®odal et 

m°me dans les lois de la p®riode moderne. En 1904, les premiers tribunaux 

pour mineurs dôEurope sont apparus en Irlande. 
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En 1905, le premier tribunal pour mineurs est apparu en Angleterre 

et en d®cembre 1908 est apparue la premi¯re loi pour mineurs qui a conduit 

¨ la mise en place dôun syst¯me judiciaire autonome pour les mineurs. Au 

XXe si¯cle, en Angleterre, aux Pays-Bas, en Pologne, en Hongrie, en 

Belgique, en France, en Gr¯ce, dans le canton fran­ais de Suisse, des 

tribunaux pour mineurs autonomes ont ®t® cr®®s. Telle ®tait la situation 

initiale de la justice pour mineurs, tout au long de son ®volution, subissant 

des changements dôordre g®n®ral, propres ¨ chaque £tat. 

Dans des £tats tels que lôIrlande, lôItalie, la Gr¯ce et la Suisse 

(canton de Gen¯ve) des juges sp®ciaux ont ®t® nomm®s dans des affaires 

concernant les mineurs. Le 1er janvier 1908, ¨ Francfort, en Allemagne, le 

premier tribunal pour mineurs a ®t® cr®®; le syst¯me de justice pour mineurs 

nô®tait pas autonome (DUCULESCU, 2008). 

Dans les deux mod¯les, sous un certain ©ge, seules des mesures de 

protection ®taient appliqu®es aux mineurs ayant commis des actes contraires 

au droit p®nal. Le mod¯le traditionnel reste dominant, utilisant ¨ la fois des 

sanctions et des mesures ®ducatives. Par exemple, en droit anglais, o½ le 

mineur nôest, en principe, que puni, moins s®v¯re en termes de dur®e et 

dôex®cution que celles impos®es aux d®linquants majeurs. Une autre 

l®gislation pr®voit un syst¯me mixte de sanctions consistant en des peines et 

des mesures ®ducatives, comme le cas de la Suisse qui applique soit une 

punition ou une mesure ®ducative ¨ un mineur, ou le cas de lôAllemagne, o½ 

on applique les deux en parall¯le sur le mineur d®linquant, donc punitions et 

mesures ®ducatives (certaines coercitives et dôautres disciplinaires). 

Le mod¯le non p®nal met lôaccent sur les mesures ®ducatives, 

comme la l®gislation belge qui a introduit le concept de çmineur en dangerè 

(loi du 8 avril 1965), concept qui inclut le vagabondage, lôindiscipline et la 

criminalit®. 

 

III.  Les r®glementations de l'Union europ®enne sur la d®linquance 

juvenile: 

 

LôUnion europ®enne a un r¹le important ¨ jouer pour garantir les 

droits de lôenfant en difficult®, ce qui, ¨ travers les trait®s, r¯glements et 

directives, fournit un cadre de rapprochement des l®gislations nationales afin 

dôam®liorer la situation dans ce domaine. Si, au niveau de lôUnion 

europ®enne, nous ne pouvons pas identifier un m®canisme fonctionnel et un 

cadre bien diff®renci® dans ce domaine, les dispositions communautaires 

offrent certaines garanties aux enfants en difficult®, m°me si leur mise en 

îuvre repose sur les ®paules des £tats membres. 

Selon lôarticle 24 de la Charte europ®enne des droits fondamentaux 

de lôUnion europ®enne, tous les enfants b®n®ficient du droit ¨ la protection 

et aux soins n®cessaires pour assurer leur bien-°tre. Ils peuvent sôexprimer 

librement. Leur avis est pris en compte dans les probl®matiques qui les 

concernent, en fonction de leur ©ge et de leur degr® de maturit®. Ainsi, dans 

toutes les actions concernant les enfants, lôint®r°t sup®rieur de lôenfant doit 

°tre une consid®ration primordiale. 
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Selon lôarticle 8 de la Charte sociale europ®enne sur le droit ¨ la 

protection des jeunes et des adolescents, lô©ge minimum pour les travaux 

l®gers est de 15 ans, ®tant donn® que cela nôaffecte pas leur sant®, leur 

moralit® et leur ®ducation.

LôUnion europ®enne prot¯ge et promeut tous les droits de lôenfant en 

encourageant les £tats ¨ mettre en îuvre les m®canismes et proc®dures 

internationaux dans le domaine des droits de lôenfant, ¨ se conformer aux 

exigences des mesures de protection, jugements, d®cisions et 

recommandations des organes internationaux, ¨ coop®rer avec les 

m®canismes de lôONU et du Conseil de l'Europe. Am®liorer le processus et 

les structures de suivi, renforcer les capacit®s de promotion et de protection 

au niveau national, encourager la r®forme l®gislative pour la promotion et la 

protection des droits de lôenfant, offrir la possibilit® de participer plus 

efficacement ¨ la prise de d®cision, encourager lôallocation et la protection 

des droits de lôenfant, pour combattre et d®courager la violation des droits 

de lôenfant, pour accro´tre la capacit® des familles et des autres personnes 

concern®es ¨ remplir leur r¹le dans la protection des droits de lôenfant 

(BREZEANU, 2004). 

Les conventions europ®ennes de lôUE sont une proc®dure normale 

dôharmonisation, elles doivent donc repr®senter le besoin de justice ¨ 

lô®chelle europ®enne, comme cons®quence de lôinjustice, jug®e par les 

peuples de ce continent. De nombreuses r®glementations internationales 

permettent aux £tats membres de lôUE, en vertu du principe de souverainet® 

p®nale, dô®tablir leurs propres r¯gles p®nales, y compris sur la responsabilit® 

p®nale des mineurs. 

La diversit® des r®glementations nationales permet de varier de la 

limite dô©ge de la responsabilit® p®nale ¨ la mise en place de sanctions 

p®nales pour les mineurs, en passant par la capacit® p®nale des mineurs, les 

mesures et sanctions ®ducatives, les crit¯res subjectifs et les crit¯res 

objectifs des poursuites (BREZEANU, 2004). 

 

IV.  Traitement p®nal des mineurs dans le syst¯me national des £tats 

membres de l'UE 

 

La responsabilit® juridique des mineurs varie en fonction du 

d®veloppement social, ®conomique, culturel, dôun £tat ¨ lôautre et se 

caract®rise par plusieurs composantes: lô©ge de la responsabilit® p®nale, les 

sanctions appliqu®es et les crit¯res de poursuites p®nales. 

En Europe, lô©ge le plus jeune de la non-responsabilit® absolue se 

trouve en Suisse - 7 ans, suivi par lôAngleterre, le Danemark et le Pays de 

Galles - 10 ans, les Pays-Bas - 12 ans, le Portugal et lôEspagne - 16 ans, en 

Pologne, France - 13 ans, Roumanie, Autriche, Allemagne, Hongrie, 

Lettonie, Lituanie, Estonie, Italie, R®publique de Moldavie - 14 ans, 15 ans 

en Su¯de, Norv¯ge, Finlande, Slovaquie, Irlande du Nord et Islande et en 

Belgique - 16 ans. La manifestation de ces tendances se retrouve ®galement

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dans les propositions l®gislatives de la France, qui tendent ¨ ramener lô©ge 

de la responsabilit® p®nale de 13 ̈ 12 ans, dans le Code p®nal roumain de 14 

¨ 13 ans mais il est revenu ¨ 14 ans. 

En raison de lôexistence de diff®rents ©ges de la responsabilit® p®nale 

en Europe, il est n®cessaire de fixer au niveau de lôUnion europ®enne lô©ge 

minimum de la responsabilit® p®nale de 12 ans, qui peut varier en fonction 

des sp®cificit®s nationales. Il existe deux crit¯res pour d®limiter lô©ge ¨ 

partir duquel le mineur r®pond, le subjectif et lôobjectif.    

Le premier crit¯re est le discernement du mineur. Le discernement 

est d®fini diff®remment en fonctions des ®tats. 

Un autre aspect de la responsabilit® p®nale est le r®gime des mesures 

®ducatives et des sanctions. 

En Allemagne, les mesures ®ducatives consistent ¨ imposer des 

r¯gles de conduite en mati¯re de r®sidence, de formation, dôinterdiction de 

fr®quenter certains lieux. En cas dôinsuffisance, des mesures disciplinaires 

sont appliqu®es, mise en garde, imposition dôobligations, r®paration de 

dommages, versement dôune somme d'argent ¨ une organisation dôint®r°t 

g®n®ral, emprisonnement sp®cial pour mineurs le week-end, pendant 2-4 

jours, ou 1-4 semaines. 

Au Royaume-Uni pour les infractions mineures, la premi¯re 

infraction est r®primand®e, dans dôautres cas ï avertissement, indemnisation 

de la victime, surveillance, travaux dôint®r°t g®n®ral, obligation de ne pas 

quitter le domicile, ordonnance de surveillance de r®sidence pour les jeunes 

de moins de 16 ans, obligation de participer 2-3 heures par semaine dans des 

activit®s organis®es dans les ®coles pour les jeunes (BRUTARU, 2009 : 170-

181). 

Aux Pays-Bas, les mineurs peuvent °tre soumis aux mesures 

suivantes: d®tention dans des institutions pour jeunes, confiscation de biens, 

privation de revenus per­us ill®galement et r®paration des dommages. Selon 

le code p®nal n®erlandais, la p®riode de d®tention du mineur ne peut exc®der 

24 mois, ainsi que le fait que le juge qui a prononc® la sentence peut lib®rer 

le jeune homme en conflit avec la loi sous une "parole d'honneur", fixer une 

p®riode probatoire. En outre, un nouvel ®l®ment de la l®gislation p®nale 

n®erlandaise, par rapport ¨ ceux analys®s pr®c®demment, est le travail au 

profit de la communaut®. 

En Roumanie, il existe un syst¯me mixte de sanctions pour les 

mineurs comprenant des mesures ®ducatives (r®primande, probation, 

hospitalisation dans un institut sp®cial de r®®ducation, hospitalisation dans 

un institut de m®decine scolaire) et des sanctions (KMEN, 2007 : 188-189). 

  

Conclusion: 

En conclusion de la diversit® des types institutionnels europ®ens, la 

r®ponse ¨ la d®linquance juv®nile, actuellement trouv®e, avec des variations 

dans le monde est donn®e par la diversit® des r®actions sociales ¨ certains 

mod¯les l®gislatifs en fonction de la diversit® des exigences, lôinterpr®tation 

des comportements d®viants des situations d®linquantes dans la soci®t®, leur 

vari®t® et des revendications actuelles ¨ l ô®gard des conditions humaines en 
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g®n®ral, des interventions et particularit®s de lô£tat en mati¯re de pr®vention 

et de contr¹le.

Mots cl®s : le luxe, espionnage, Colbert  
 

Contrairement ¨ ce quôon pense, la France nôa pas toujours ®t® çle 

pays du luxe et de lô®l®ganceè. La journaliste Laurence Picot, cr®atrice du 

documentaire L’invention du luxe à la française affirme:  

 

çJusquôau XVII¯me si¯cle, le luxe est lôapanage des pays ®trangers : les miroirs 

proviennent de Venise, les tissus de Flandre et les porcelaines de Chineè. 
  

 Mais, avant de retracer lôhistoire de la naissance du luxe en France 

(ph®nom¯ne qui, selon lôhistoire, a eu lieu sous lô®gide du roi Louis XIV), 

voyons quelques d®finitions, selon le dictionnaire Larousse:  

 
- caractère de ce qui est coûteux, raffiné, somptueux 
- environnement constitué par des objets coûteux ; manière de vivre coûteuse et raffinée

de luxe couvre plusieurs domaines dont on peut mentionner : le luxe 

intellectuel, culturel, architectural.  

 Selon les enqu°tes et les ®tudes r®alis®es par les chercheurs, qui ont 

voulu comprendre et d®couvrir comment tout avait commenc®, il y a un 

document qui t®moigne la naissance du luxe en France. Il sôagit dôun papier 

sur lequel est ®crit le discours pr®par® par Jean ï Baptiste Colbert. Ce 

discours repr®sentait la strat®gie de politique ®conomique quôil visait, pour 

amener lôindustrie du luxe en France. ê cette ®poque ï l¨, la majorit® des 

produits de luxe ®taient import®s: les soies et les porcelaines de Chine, les 

dentelles de Flandre, les draps de laine dôAngleterre, les verreries dôItalie, 

lôorf¯vrerie dôAllemagne.  

 Colbert voulait changer la situation et côest pour cela quôil a fait 

recours ¨ lôespionnage industriel. Un tel exemple peut °tre trouv® dans le

Lôauteure du 

livre d®montre ainsi que le luxe nôa pas ®t® invent® en France, mais, 

pourtant, côest en France quôon a cr®® les industries du luxe.  

 Le Roi Louis XIV, aid® par son ministre, a r®ussi de concentrer 

autour de Versailles et de lui, des richesses et des artisans talentueux.  

 ê la fin du XVII
¯me

 si¯cle, la France d®tr¹nait d®j¨ les grandes 

manufactures ®trang¯res.  
 Cet essor industriel important voit sa fin pendant la r®volution de 

1789. Le savoir ï faire reste le m°me, mais le fait que les artisans avaient 

perdu leurs clients m¯ne ¨ une r®orientation pour les produits moins 

luxueux.  

 La r®volution de Juillet 1830 donne naissance ¨ un autre ph®nom¯ne. 

La classe moyenne est favoris®e, fait qui entra´ne dôautres changements : ce 

nôest plus le client, mais lôartisan qui dicte. Les hommes achetaient des 

produits d®j¨ fabriqu®s, pour lesquels ils pouvaient seulement demander des 

personnalisations.  

 Côest pendant cette ®poque que quelques marques du luxe fran­aises 

ont ®t® cr®®es (par exemple: Herm¯s en 1837, Cartier en 1847 et Louis 

Vuitton en 1854).  

 La croissance du pouvoir dôachat pendant les ann®es 70 repr®sente 

une grande opportunit® pour les artisans du luxe. Les Fran­ais ont d¾ 

prendre une d®cision tr¯s difficile donc. Leurs options ®taient: la croissance 

et la mondialisation ou la tradition et lôexclusivit®. Certains manufacturiers 

ont cr®® une autre voie, accessible ¨ la fois aux gens ordinaires et aux riches. 

Ainsi, ils ont eu des r®sultats exceptionnels et ont augment® leurs chiffres 

dôaffaires.  

 On peut donc affirmer quô¨ la base du luxe fran­ais il y a une 

strat®gie originale, puissante et efficace.  

 Actuellement, on dit que la France est la m¯re des savoir ï faire 

exceptionnels et des produits exclusifs et luxueux. Les chiffres t®moignent 

cette chose : çSur les 270 marques de luxe au monde, 130 sont françaises et 

concentrent à elles seules le quart des ventesè (Laurence Picot dans Les 

secrets du luxe. Historie d’une industrie française).  
 Aujourdôhui, on ne peut pas parler du luxe en France sans 

mentionner : les marques du luxe, les grandes maisons de mode, lôindustrie 

des parfums, le champagne, les stations luxueuses (situ®es soit au bord de la 

mer, soit dans les montagnes). 

 Selon les classements r®alis®s, la France a cinq marques qui se 

situent dans les cinquante premi¯res mondiales. Il sôagit de Louis Vuitton, 

Herm¯s, Chanel, AXA et LôOr®al.  
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 La parfumerie fran­aise a eu une p®riode dôor entre 1920 et 1960, 

mais elle a pris sa naissance au le XVIII
¯me 
si¯cle. Au fil des ann®es, la 

fabrication du parfum est devenue un art, ma´tris®e par les grandes maisons 

fran­aises. Parmi les plus connus parfums, il faut mentionner : JôAdore, 

Angel (Mugler), Shalimar (Guerlain), Opium (Yves Saint Laurent), Lôair du 

temps (Nina Ricci) et la liste peut continuer.  
 Le champagne est une boisson tr¯s renomm®e. Le plus r®put® est 

Dom P®rignon, ®tant connu pour °tre lôune des premi¯res marques de 

champagne. D¯s les ann®es 70, Bollinger ï une autre marque connue ï 

appara´t dans les films James Bond. Bollinger est aussi le champagne 

officiel de la famille royale britannique. Dôautres marques renomm®es aussi 

bien en France quôinternational sont : Mo±t & Chandon, Veuve Clicquot, G. 

H. Mumm.  

 La haute couture tient aussi ¨ la tradition fran­aise. Depuis la fin du 

XIX
¯me

 si¯cle, la mode fran­aise est devenue avant ï gardiste, en dessinant 

la mode de demain. Ce qui a rendu r®sistante la haute couture fran­aise, 

côest le talent et lôoriginalit® des cr®ateurs c®l¯bres comme : Coco Chanel, 

Christian Dior, Pierre Cardin, Givenchy, Herm¯s, Yves Saint Laurent, Jean 

Paul Gaultier, Christian Lacroix, Karl Lagerfeld, Louis Vuitton et dôautres.  

 Il y a beaucoup ¨ dire sur le luxe fran­ais. Mais, pour lôinstant, je 

conclus en pr®sentant la situation de lôindustrie du luxe en France, apr¯s une 

p®riode extr°mement difficile.  

 Les maisons de la haute couture ont, par exemple, impl®ment® les 

pr®sentations phygitales (qui m°lent les d®fil®s physiques avec le digital).  

 Pour compenser au moins en partie des pertes de revenus, les 

mastodontes de lôindustrie du luxe ont fait appel ¨ lôhistoire, ¨ lôh®ritage et 

au lien quôils ont ®tabli avec les consommateurs ¨ travers le commerce 

num®rique, gr©ce aux campagnes de marketing.  

 Mais, selon les ®tudes, il ne faut pas quôon sôinqui¯te. Les groupes 

du luxe r®sistent tr¯s bien, malgr® le repli. Le fait que les ®trangers 

consument aussi le luxe fran­ais, a permis lôexpansion de cette industrie 

hors des fronti¯res fran­aises, dans des pays comme Br®sil, Russie, Inde, 

Chine et dôautres. La possibilit® de customisation offerte par les marques de 

luxe fran­aises assure le succ¯s et le d®veloppement du secteur du luxe.

R®sum® : La présente étude est consacrée à l’étude des emprunts présents dans les langues 

de spécialité de la langue française, particulièrement dans le champ des médias. L’étude 

suppose aussi la recherche en ce qui concerne le point de vue historique et taxinomique de 

l’emprunt et également il porte sur les différences de sens et d’extension sémantique.

Notre r®flexion a comme objectif de r®actualiser le sujet de 

lôemprunt linguistique et des ph®nom¯nes qui en d®coulent, notamment, le 

rejet, lôadaptation et lôint®gration de ces emprunts ¨ lôanglais. En fait, ce qui 

nous a conduire ¨ nous concerner ¨ cette question, côest le constat fait quant 

¨ lôexistence des termes dôorigine anglaise et leur place consid®rable quôils 

occupent dans le syst¯me linguistique de la langue fran­aise. Ceci est d¾ 

s¾rement ¨ lôh®g®monie dans le domaine technoscientifique et ®conomique 

de la culture am®ricaine. Ce grand pays exporte, en r®alit®, un nombre 

consid®rable de termes techniques qui sont arriv®s ¨ empi®ter nombreuses 

lexiques de langues ®trang¯res. 

 

Point de vue historique et taxionomique 

Dans le contexte mondial actuel, on peut observer que le lexique 

fran­ais contient un grand pourcentage de mots dôorigine anglaise. 

Historiquement, lôanglais a p®n®tr® le fran­ais avant de 1700 ann®es et les 

emprunts sont acc®l®r®s une fois avec la fin de la Seconde Guerre mondiale. 

Cependant il y a deux grands p®riodes productives en ce qui concerne 

lôemprunt: 

- 1550-1700 consid®r® la p®riodeEarly Modern Englishgr©ce¨ 

lôinvention de lôimprimerie qui a d®termin® une intensification des 

publications en langues anglais, permettant dans cette mani¯re de 

r®pertorier les emprunts.  

- 1800-1900 la p®riode de la colonisation britannique 

Au XVIII
e
si¯cle gr©ce ¨ lôexpansion des voyages, la progression des 

sciences, lôimpulsion ¨ lô®gard des connaissances pr®sent®s par 

lôEncyclop®die de Diderot et dôAlembert, d®terminent une affluence de mots 

emprunt®s ¨ lôanglais, que de  mots invent®s en raison de r®pondre aux 

progr¯s des sciences. 

Aux yeux des philosophes, lôAngleterre ®tait un pays ®volu® dans le 

domaine de la politique ou de lô®conomie. Les emprunts ¨ lôanglais ont ®t® 

en grand nombre. Certains mots soient compl¯tementint®gr®s¨ la langue 
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fran­aise et ¨ sa structure phon®tique et aussi orthographique quôil y a 

impossible de d®terminer lôorigine du mot sans savoir lôhistoire de ce mot. 

Par exemple, on a le mot « redingote è qui a correspondent la d®formation 

du mot anglais « riding coat è, qui est en r®alit® un ç  manteau pour monter 

¨ cheval è. Rappelons quelques mots qui ont ®t® emprunt®s ¨ la langue 

anglaise au XVIII
e
 si¯cle : bifteck, budget, club, humour, meeting. 

ê partir de 1900, la langue anglaise a devenu la langue du commerce 

et des ®changes ®conomiques, politiques et culturels, fait qui a d®termine 

lôaugmentation dôemprunts. Les progr¯s de la technologie et la transition 

de lô¯re atomique ¨ lô¯re ®lectronique ont d®termin® le d®veloppement des 

vocabulaires techniques reli®s ¨ des produits appartient aux Etats-Unis. 

Lôemprunt de mots ¨ lôam®ricain a comme d®but la Premi¯re Guerre 

mondiale qui a r®pandu la culture am®ricaine et lôimpression dôune 

sup®riorit® ®conomique, technologique et politique, sup®riorit® confirme 

dans le Seconde Guerre mondiale.  

Quôil sôagisse desd®nominationsde machines repr®sent®es par le mot 

anglais, comme par exemple : un tank, un scooter, un custom, une jeep, ou 

des usages du spectacle et de lôinformatique : un show, un crooner, le hit-

parade, le zapping, un casting, un top model, lôutilisation exag®r® des mots 

anglais ont d®termin® la r®action violemment des d®fenseurs du langage 

fran­ais.  

Par cons®quent, en 1964, Ren® £tiemble a publi®Parlez-vous 

franglais ?. Cette publication a comme but principale dôinciter et de 

combattre lôusage excessif des mots anglais. Dans lam°me direction, le 

Gouvernement a cr®® en 1966, le Haut comit® pour la d®fense et le 

d®veloppement de la langue fran­aise, et en 1972, George Pompidou a 

instaur® les commissions de terminologie, qui ont eu le r¹le de construire 

des propositions pour enrichir dans la langue fran­aise les diff®rents 

vocabulaires professionnels.  

Pour prot®ger la langue fran­aise, en 1975 a ®t® vot®e ¨ lôunanimit® 

au Parlement, la loi Bas-Lauriol, qui rend obligatoire lôutilisation du fran­ais 

dans le domaine des transactions, d®nominations et moyens dôemploie des 

produits, dans le domaine de la r®daction des offres ou de contrats de travail, 

etc. La loi est peu suivie et le secr®taire dô£tat ¨ la francophonie, Catherine 

Tasca est oblig®e de reprendre le d®bat en 1992, quand une modification de 

Gouvernement laisse le m®nagement du projet ¨ Jacques Toubon. Le dernier 

devait adopter en 1994 un r¯glement prot®geant la langue fran­aise.  

La nouvelle loi, qui ®tait un ®largissant de la loi Bas-Lauriol rend 

obligatoire lôutilisation de la langue fran­aise dans le domaine de la 

distribution des produits et services, dans le domaine des annonces 

publiques, dans le domaine des r¯glements et contrats et dans le domaine de 

la publicit®. Dans ce cadre, il est difficile de limiter le grand nombre de mots 

emprunt®s ¨ lôanglais en ce qui concerne les objets ou les pratiques y 

correspondant, a lôint®rieure dôun monde o½ la communication est r®alis® au 

niveau internationale et g®n®ralement en temps r®el par lôoutil de la 

t®l®vision, dôInternet ou de la radio.  

La langue fran­aise connait comme se defender naturellement. La 

langue absorbe seulement ce quôelle peut int®grer et aussi un nombre 
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dôemprunts qui sont garde une dur®e de vie limit®e. Par exemple, les mots 

un teen-ager, un drink ne sont pas aujourdôhui ¨ la mode: ces ®quivalents 

anglais sont remplac® par les mots fran­aises adolescent et une boisson.  

Pour rester vigilants, les fran­ais pr®f¯rent baladeurau lieu de walkman, 

libre-serviceau lieu de self –service et aussi nouvelles ¨ news.  

Il y a dans la langue fran­aise de faux emprunts : pressing, footing, 

zapping, tennisman, caravaning. Ces mots nôexistent pas dans la langue 

anglaise,  car ils ont ®t® inventes et ils ont seulement une tonalit® anglo-

saxonne. Lôimpact de la langue anglaise sur la langue fran­aise ne passe pas 

seulement par des emprunts. En effet, de mots et des constructions anglaises 

sont ç calqués è, qui signifie de les traduire en fran­ais. On a le mot 

ç gratte-ciel è qui a ®t® calqu® a propos du  mot am®ricain çsky-scraperè, 

mais aussi les constructions : ce n’est pas ma tasse de thé, partir pour une 

lune de miel, organiser  une table ronde ou donner le feu verte qui sont des 

correspondants¨ des expressions anglaises. Les mots emprunt®s ¨ l'anglais 

son prononce en g®n®ral selon un mod¯le de phon®tique simplifi®e de la 

langue anglais. Ces emprunt ont ®t® r®alis® essentiellement au niveau 

lexicaux, ou nôont ®t® influences pas ni la grammaire ni la syntaxe.  

 

Les types dôemprunts en usage 

Le vocabulaire de la langue fran­aiseest plein dôemprunts ¨ lôanglais, 

mots, expressions ou tournures de phrase. Plusieurs emprunts ¨ lôanglais 

sont d®nonc®s comme des anglicismes, m°me sôils ont l®gitim®s par lôOffice 

qu®b®cois de la langue fran­aise (OQLF). Conform®ment au Grand 

dictionnaire terminologique (GDT, il y a quelques emprunts ¨ lôanglais qui 

sont accept®s dans la norme sociolinguistique de la Belle Province et par 

cons®quent, ils peuvent °tre utilise sans r®serve :  

Legging : un legging ou des leggings d®signe en g®n®ral un seul 

v°tement; 

Cocktail : la variante coquetel est peu employ® dans le langage 

courant; 

Leader : les corrections de point de vue orthographique proposent 

les formes leadeur et leadeuse; 

Hot-dog : les graphies hot-dog, hot dog et hotdog sont toutes 

accept®es en usage 

Jean : un jean et des jeans peuvent faire r®f®rence ¨ une seule paire; 

Pickpocket : voleur à la tire, vide-gousset et tireur sont des termes 

®quivalents 

Par contre, au Qu®bec les relations entre le fran­ais et lôanglais sont 

dôune autre nature que celle entre la langue fran­aise et dôautres langues. On 

peut constater que le nombre et la fr®quence dôemprunts aux langues 

diff®rentes que lôanglais sont beaucoup moins ®lev®s. En ce qui concerne les 

types dôemprunts ¨ lôanglais en usage, on peut distinguer plusieurs 

cat®gories. 

 

Les emprunts directs et indirects 

Ce type dôemprunt est pr®sent au niveau du proc®d® de transmission 

des mots. Sous cet aspect, on peut remarquer : 
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- lôemprunt direct ïest lôemprunt obtenu directement, par exemple, 

côest le cas du vocabulaire de lôinformatique qui emprunte 

directement des mots a lôanglais : bug, blog 

- lôemprunt indirect ï est le cas dont une langue emprunte ¨ une autre 

langue par le biais dôune ou plusieurs langues, par exemple le mot 

avocat, qui est un mot dôorigine nahuatl a ®t® repris par lôespagnol.  

 

Les emprunts bruts et assimil®s 

- lôemprunt brut ï est le type dôemprunt ou le mot adopt® garde sa 

forme originelle, par exemple : rafting, aggiornamento, feng shui 

- lôemprunt assimil® ïest le type dôemprunt caract®ris® par une 

adaptation manifeste dans le processus dôint®gration, ce qui signifie 

que le mot emprunt® est adapt® dans une certaine mesure ¨ la 

phon®tique et ¨ la morphologie de la langue fran­aise. On a comme 

exemple pour ce type dôemprunt les mots rafteur qui provient du 

mot anglais rafter et qui a adopt® le suffixe bien de la langue 

fran­aise-eur  et bifteck provenantde l`anglais beefsteak ou 

redingote, qui repr®sente une adaptation du mot riding-coat de la 

langue anglais. 

 

Les calques 

Le calque est un type d`emprunt lexical distinct qui d®signe 

ç lôemprunt de sens è. Sa base est repr®sent® par lôaction de copier, côest- -̈

dire quôen terme est traduit mot par mot dôune langue¨ lôautre. Ce type 

dôemprunt est d®nomm® aussi lôemprunt structural et s®mantique. Nous 

pouvons donner quelques exemples de mots ou locutions fran­ais calqu®s : 

Skyscraper / gratte-ciel; Walkman / baladeur; White collar / col blanc; 

Honeymoon / lune de miel. 

 

Les x®nismes 

Le x®nisme est le type dôemprunt lexical qui consiste ¨ prendre un 

terme ou une locution tel quelde la mani¯re quôil est vue comme ®tranger 

pour les locuteurs de la langue. La langue fran­aise contient certaines 

x®nismes qui ont ®t® invent®s, mais un nombre consid®rable de x®nismes 

sont empruntes  ¨ l'anglais britannique ou ¨ l'anglais am®ricain. Certaines 

x®nismes ont ®t® invent®s. En g®n®ral il sôagit des phrases courtes, formes 

de salutations, interjections, proverbes ç en anglais dans le texte è.  

Pour mesurer lôimpact du ph®nom¯ne dôemprunt et aussi de prendre 

parti ¨ l'®gard de son extension, il est n®cessaire dôanalyser les relations 

sociolinguistiques de la langue fran­aise et dans la m°me mesure de 

lôanglais, dans le monde actuel, et avant tout chose dôessayer de le 

comprendre sur le plan de la linguistique, de prendre en consid®rations quels 
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sont les m®canismes linguistiques employ®s par lôemprunt et quelles 

fonctions lôemprunt rempli. 

 

Les anglicismes 

Les anglicismes sont utilis®s pour d®crire les ph®nom¯nes politiques, 

socio-®conomiques et globaux qui se produisent dans la soci®t® moderne 

(startup, ubérisation, Brexit), ainsi que les innovations en mati¯re de 

communication et de la partage d'informations, participant ¨ une d®rivation 

lexicale active (Franceculture, 2016): Uber - ubériser - ubérisation; 

Facebook - facebooker - facebookeur (-euse) - facebookien. Assimil®s en 

fran­ais, les anglicismes conservent leur son ®tranger et sont connect®s par 

des francophones natifs aux derni¯res tendances de la culture, aux nouveaux 

ph®nom¯nes socio-®conomiques et aux r®alisations scientifiques. Dans 

certains contextes, ils ne peuvent °tre remplac®s par des ®quivalents 

fran­ais, traduisant plus pr®cis®ment et bri¯vement le sens qu'un locuteur 

met dans sa d®claration, en accentuant son originalit® emphatique et 

stylistique. Par cons®quence, la p®n®tration massive des anglicismes vers le 

fran­ais semble in®vitable. Leur pr®sence en fran­ais moderne est n®cessaire 

et pose la question de la discrimination linguistique et du r¹le esth®tique de 

la langue dans la communication humaine.

 Caract®ristiques de la terminologie m®dicale  

La terminologie d®signe l'ensemble des termes sp®cialis®s utilis®s 

dans un certain domaine d'activit®. Parmi les diff®rentes langues 

scientifiques, la terminologie m®dicale est lôune des plus anciennes et des 

plus riches. Le langage m®dical utilise deux types de termes : des mots 

techniques (la signification est tr¯s pr®cise) et des mots du langage courant. 

L'®volution de la terminologie m®dicale est li®e au d®veloppement de la 

science. Aujourd'hui le pouvoir cr®atif du vocabulaire m®dical continue 

d'®voluer du fait de lôapparition çde nouvelles maladies, de nouveaux 

sympt¹mes, de nouveaux examens m®dicaux ainsi que de nouveaux 

instrumentsè (CHEBOUTI, 2014: 49). Des termes complexes comme 

rhumatisme articulaire aigu, scl®rose lat®rale amyotrophique montrent le 

niveau avanc® de la recherche m®dicale actuelle. Conform®ment ¨ l'opinion 

de Maurice ROULEAU (1995: 31): ç Il ne suffit donc pas de conna´tre les 

termes; il ne suffit pas de comprendre les notions; il ne suffit pas d'ins®rer 

des termes techniques dans une langue g®n®rale. Il faut savoir les encha´ner 

dans un discours coh®rent qui refl¯te les usages du domaine.è 

 

La diff®rence entre ç terme è et ç mot è  

Le terme, ®galement appel® unit® terminologique, est la 

d®nomination ou la d®signation d'un concept dans une langue de sp®cialit®, 

dans ce cas, le langage m®dical. Le concept peut °tre exprim® par: un sigle, 

un acronyme, un symbole, une appellation savante en latin ou en grec, un 

syntagme ou regroupement de mots formant une unit® de sens et aussi un 

mot cr®® de toutes pi¯ces avec un sens sp®cialis® (les n®ologismes). D'abord, 

le terme d'une langue sp®cialis®e se distingue du mot de la langue g®n®rale 

par sa relation univoque avec le concept sp®cialis® qu'il d®signe, la 

principale caract®ristique des termes est la monos®mie. Les mots de la 

langue courante peuvent avoir plusieurs significations ce qui rend difficile la 

compr®hension et l'interpr®tation dans un contexte. Sur la base de 

lôobjectivit® des langues de sp®cialit®, D. Nakos (1995: 701-706) ®num¯re 

cinq particularit®s: çcoh®rence, pr®cision, justification, neutralit® et 
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prudenceè. Dans les textes m®dicaux sont utilis®es des phrases courtes, des 

termes simples, clairs et correctement utilis®s. Les documents m®dicaux 

doivent ®galement °tre clairement lisibles, un plan clair du texte aide ¨ une 

bonne compr®hension du message transmis. Dans le domaine m®dical, la 

langue est pr®cise et ne laisse aucune place ¨ l'interpr®tation, les synonymies 

terminologiques ®tant tr¯s rares. Le vocabulaire joue un r¹le fondamental 

parce qu'il doit d®signer sans ambiguµt® tel appareil/outil ou telle 

op®ration/maladie. çCe caract¯re univoque et monor®f®rentiel des termes du 

vocabulaire sp®cialis® se reconna´t au fait quôil est impossible des substituer 

un terme ¨ un autreè (VIGNER, 1976: 8). 

 

Termes simples et termes complexes  

Les termes simples ont la structure d'un seul mot, form® par 

composition ou par d®rivation, par exemple: h®patique, musculaire, 

mammaire. Les termes complexes comprennent deux ou plusieurs mots 

s®par®s par des espaces blancs ou li®s par des traits d'union, qui forment une 

expression ¨ sens unique, ®galement connue sous le nom de syntagme 

terminologique, par exemple acide ribonucl®ique, accident cardiovasculaire.  

Les sigles sont des termes complexes obtenus ¨ lôaide des lettres ou 

les syllabes initiales et qui se prononcent en ®pelant chaque lettre 

successivement. Le vocabulaire m®dical s'est accumul® avec le temps 

beaucoup de mots compos®s, mots trop longs et trop compliqu®s ¨ lire, ¨ 

®crire et ¨ prononcer et pour r®soudre ce probl¯me, les experts du domaine 

m®dical ont recours ¨ la siglaison. Ce ph®nom¯ne est un proc®d® plus 

®conomique sur le plan communicatif. Les sigles se retrouvent en grand 

nombre dans les textes m®dicaux et repr®sentent une particularit® de la 

terminologie m®dicale. Dans le vocabulaire m®dical il y a, selon Karim 

Chebouti (2016: 17) des sigles form®s ¨ partir des mots construits et aussi 

des sigles form®s ¨ partir des mots compos®s complexes:  

Sigles form®s ¨ partir des mots construits: EMG ®lectromyogramme;  

ECG- ®lectrocardiogramme;  EMG- ®lectromyogramme;  ERG 

®lectror®tinogramme; 

Sigles form®s ¨ partir des mots compos®s complexes:  IRM- 

imagerie par r®sonance magn®tique;  SIDA- le syndrome 

d'immunod®ficience acquise;  VIH- le virus de l'immunod®ficience 

humaine; etc.   

Les acronymes sont des termes qui se forment par la r®duction dôun 

groupe de mots en retenant les lettres ou les syllabes initiales par 

lôabr®viation. Le r®sultat est une suite de syllabes qui se prononce comme 

un mot simple. Les n®ologismes lexicaux : sida, sidaction, sidatique, 

sidaµque ont ®t® form®s ¨ la suite de la d®rivation du mot SIDA. Ainsi, le 

mot sidaµque est utilis® pour parler dôune personne atteinte du sida. Les 

abr®viations sont des termes complexes r®duits ¨ un seul mot par 

l'®limination de lettres, de syllabes et parfois de mots entiers du terme 

complexe en question, par exemple A pour ad®nine, AG pour anesth®sie 

g®n®rale ou dlr pour douleur. 

 

Pr®dominance du nom dans la terminologie m®dicale  
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Le nom est d®fini comme ®tant une partie de discours qui d®signe 

des classes d'objets, des ph®nom¯nes, des actions, des qualit®s, des 

sentiments ou des notions abstraites. Dans la terminologie m®dicale, le nom 

repr®sente le noyau autour duquel gravitent les autres parties du discours. 

Conform®ment ¨ l'opinion de Carri¯re Isabelle (2006:24) la pr®sence des 

noms dans les dictionnaires de terminologie m®dicale est nettement plus 

importante que celle des autres parties du discours. Dans ce type de 

dictionnaires, les adjectifs et les verbes sont pr®sents sous leur forme 

nominale. Selon Cabr® ç la terminologie part des concepts pour d®couvrir 

les d®nominations è (1998:73, apud Carri¯re 2006: 24). 

 

Adjectifs sp®cialis®s en fran­ais m®dical  

Selon Maurice Rouleau (1995: 29) ç une langue de sp®cialit® na´t du 

besoin que ressentent les sp®cialistes de communiquer entre eux de fa­on 

concise et sans ambiguµt® è. Afin de pouvoir traduire efficacement un 

document m®dical, le traducteur doit conna´tre la langue utilis®e par le 

m®decin et ses significations. Pour une bonne traduction il ne suffit pas un 

aper­u des termes du dictionnaire, le traducteur doit lire beaucoup de textes 

m®dicaux et ainsi il doit °tre tr¯s attentif aux traits qui distinguent langue 

sp®cialis®e par langue g®n®rale. Les adjectifs d®riv®s des noms (ou adjectifs 

relationnels) sont des ®l®ments essentiels de la terminologie m®dicale.  

Selon Fran­ois Maniez (2009:1) ç lôutilisation de lôadjectif conf¯re ¨ 

lôexpression utilis®e une consonance plus technique par son aspect fig® è 

contrairement ¨ traduction par le compl®ment de nom o½ se pose la question 

du choix entre article d®fini ou ind®fini. Donc, l'utilisation de l'adjectif 

relationnel ou du compl®ment de nom d®pend ®galement du locuteur et du 

contexte de communication, par exemple un sp®cialiste du domaine m®dical 

utilisera certainement la structure cancer mammaire, tandis que le 

nonsp®cialiste parlera de cancer du sein. Les adjectifs du vocabulaire 

m®dical peuvent °tre construire diff®remment, ¨ lôaide des suffixes suivants:  

-tique: pharmaceutique, lymphatique, hépatique, épidémique/  

-al: viral, nasal, pariétal/ -aire: oculaire, dentaire, articulaire, 

musculaire. ê partir du nom dent on rencontree les adjectifs dentaire et 

dental, mais la forme dentique est utilis®e dôune mani¯re incorrecte. 

Le couple d'adjectifs endocrine et endocrinien est construit ¨ partir 

dôun m°me nom par une suffixation distincte. Tandis que l'adjectif 

endocrine modifie souvent des noms ¨ connotation anatomique (par 

exemple cellules, glandes, tissus) l'adjectif endocrinien modifie des noms 

qui d®signent les diverses cat®gories pathologiques (par exemple 

manifestation, pathologie, syndrome, trouble), noms qui font r®f®rence au 

diagnostic et ¨ l'®tiologie (par exemple cause, bilan, facteur, sympt¹me) et 

noms qui expriment la cons®quence (par exemple r®action, r®ponse) 

conform®ment ¨ l'opinion de Fran­ois Maniez (2009:23). Selon les 

exemples donn®s, on peut voir que le suffixe ïien (endocrinien) fait 

r®f®rence ¨ des noms abstraits et non ¨ des entit®s anatomiques ou ¨ des 

l®sions visuellement observables.

R®sum® : Dans notre étude nous nous penchons sur les profils professionnels du 
traducteur, plus précisément, nous allons décrire et étudier les compétences et les sous-

compétences. Notre intérêt pour ce sujet peut être expliqué par la confusion fréquente entre 

les deux professions, car la plupart des personnes ne les distingue pas. Même certains 

dictionnaires ne font pas aucune distinction entre les deux.

 Comparaison des comp®tences 

La traduction fait r®f®rence au r®sultat d'une activit® ®crite, tandis 

que l'interpr®tation est une reproduction du message limit®e au niveau oral. 

La seule exception est la traduction ¨ premi¯re vue, qui, par sa nature 

hybride, combine les caract®ristiques du texte ®crit avec celles du discours 

oral, ce qui n®cessite des comp®tences complexes de la part de l'interpr¯te. 

La traduction et l'interpr®tation sont deux cat®gories distinctes et, une seule 

personne ne peut que rarement obtenir des r®sultats optimaux en effectuant 

les deux activit®s professionnellement en m°me temps.  

Les sp®cialistes attirent l'attention sur les facteurs d'acceptabilit® 

linguistique dans lesquels l'exigence est plus ®lev®e en traduction qu'en 

interpr®tation, notamment en ce qui concerne les langues sp®cialis®es. Avant 

dôanalyser du point de vue comparatif les comp®tences n®cessaires en 

traduction et en interpr®tation ¨ partir des comp®tences d®velopp®es par 

formation et puis continuer avec les comp®tences requises dans lôexercice 

des deux professions, on va faire une petite distinction entre les deux 

professions. Les aspects les plus importants qui distinguent lôinterpr®tation 

de la traduction sont : lôoralit®, les contraintes temporelles, la situation de 

communication, la nature. En ce qui concerne lôoralit®, la diff®rence est 

®vidente, la traduction porte sur un texte ®crit tandis que lôinterpr®tation 

porte sur un discours oral. Les contraintes temporelles repr®sentent aussi 

une autre diff®rence entre les deux professions: dans son travail, le 

traducteur a plusieurs possibilit®s de documentation, tandis que lôinterpr¯te 

d®roule son activit® en temps r®el en simultan®e et quasi r®el en cons®cutive, 

donc il nôa pas ces possibilit®s. La situation de communication diff¯re aussi 

: en interpr®tation la communication est imm®diate, il y a aussi une 

interaction entre interlocuteurs et interpr¯tes (surtout lôinterpr®tation 

cons®cutive), tandis quôen traduction la communication est ç en diff®r® è, 

sans interactions entre interlocuteur et traducteur.  

Pour ce qui est la nature des deux professions, nous observons quôen 

traduction la pens®e analys®e se pr®sente dans une formulation arr°t®e : le 

texte original. Aussi, au cours de son activit®, le traducteur sôadresse ¨ un

voit et participe au dialogue. (ABBUOD, 2010 : 90) En ce qui concerne le 

processus en traduction et en interpr®tation, il y a aussi des diff®rences. Ces 

diff®rences sont divis®es en quatre cat®gories :  

1. La phase de compr®hension - Le traducteur peut revenir au texte ¨ 

traduire quand il le souhaite et ¨ des intervalles subjectivement fix®s, tandis 

que l'®nonc® ¨ interpr®ter n'a pas de forme mat®rielle, restant dans la 

m®moire de l'interpr¯te pendant un court p®riode de temps. Dans la m°me 

®tape de d®codage et de compr®hension du message, sont inclues aussi les 

probl¯mes g®n®r®s par:  

- les vari®t®s r®gionales et accents ®trangers qui peuvent bloquer la 

comp®tence auditive de l'interpr¯te  

- les caract®ristiques du discours oral spontan® (faux d®buts, 

b®gaiement, fragmentation, disposition non syst®matique des id®es) qui 

emp°chent une saisie syst®matique et ordonn®e des id®es par l'interpr¯te  

- l'impr®visibilit® du discours oral (notamment dans le cas de 

l'interpr®tation simultan®e qui donne ¨ l'interpr¯te une vision partielle du 

message, par opposition ¨ un traducteur qui a une vision globale) ;  

 

2. La relation auteur-traducteur-lecteur, orateur-interpr¯te-public 

(pour l'interpr®tation. Dans le cas de l'interpr¯te, il y a une relation multiple 

car il est confront® dans la m°me situation de communication avec des 

locuteurs diff®rents avec des styles, des objectifs et des modes de 

communication diff®rents. En revanche, les coordonn®es spatio-temporelles 

sont communes au locuteur, ¨ l'interpr¯te et au public, ce qui g®n¯re une 

exp®rience commune, tandis que la traduction se caract®rise par une 

distance spatiale et temporelle parfois transf®rable. 

 

3. Les attentes des consommateurs dans la langue cible. Il existe des 

diff®rences entre les deux processus et en termes de public cible. Pour 

l'interpr¯te, la sp®cialisation n'est pas absolument n®cessaire, disent certains 

sp®cialistes. En th®orie, il n'y a aucune raison pour que les non-sp®cialistes 

ne puissent pas acc®der aux informations n®cessaires. Les traducteurs ont 

tendance ¨ se sp®cialiser non pas parce qu'ils ne pourraient pas traduire d'un 

domaine ®tranger ¨ leur sp®cialisation, mais parce que cela prendrait trop de 

temps et serait trop fatigant. L'interpr¯te doit avoir plus de flexibilit® et de 

dynamisme, ainsi qu'une capacit® accrue ¨ surmonter les moments critiques, 

doubl®e par la rapidit® dans la prise de d®cision ;  

 

4. La limite des changements structurels et suppression des d®tails. 

Le traducteur re­oit g®n®ralement les commentaires du public trop tard pour 

corriger quoi que ce soit. Le texte traduit a cependant l'avantage de pouvoir 

°tre refait avant publication. Au contraire, l'interpr¯te doit proposer une 

version satisfaisante d¯s le d®but, car il ne b®n®ficie pas d'une seconde 

chance, ni de la pr®sence d'un correcteur pour signaler ses erreurs.  

En ce qui concerne la formation pour les deux professions, il y a sept 

comp®tences d®velopp®es : professionnelles, ®thiques (pour lôinterpr¯te), 
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m®thodologiques, strat®giques, extralinguistiques, textuelles (pour le 

traducteur) et instrumentale. Parmi ces comp®tences, on observe que la 

comp®tence professionnelle est commune aux deux formations. Tous les 

deux, le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te, doivent conna´tre la d®ontologie de la 

profession. Puis, il y a aussi la comp®tence extralinguistique qui est aussi 

commune aux deux formations - le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te doivent avoir 

une vaste culture g®n®rale, des connaissances encyclop®diques, biculturelles 

et th®matiques pour quôils puissent assimiler la diversit® des sujets trait®s. 

La comp®tence instrumentale est aussi commune aux deux formations, ¨ la 

fois le traducteur et l'interpr¯te doivent savoir comment utiliser les sources 

de documentation. Enfin, on observe que les comp®tences m®thodologiques 

(le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te doivent savoir comment parcourir correctement 

les ®tapes de travail) et strat®giques (repos®es sur un m°me principe : 

adopter une strat®gie de travail) sont communes aux deux professions. Nous 

allons aussi mentionner que dans les ressemblances cit®es auparavant on 

remarque quelques aspects qui distinguent ces comp®tences. Par exemple: le 

traducteur et lôinterpr¯te doivent savoir utiliser les outils propres ¨ chacune 

des professions (comp®tence instrumentale), connaitre ses propres ®tapes de 

travail (la comp®tence m®thodologique) ou adopter des strat®gies de travail 

qui sont relatives ¨ chacune des professions (comp®tences strat®giques). 

(ABBUOD, 2010 : 92)  

En ce qui concerne les divergences, ¨ notre avis, il y a une seule 

divergence, respectivement la comp®tence textuelle. Cette comp®tence est 

acquise uniquement dans la formation en traduction et elle est li®e aux 

diff®rents probl¯mes de traduction. En interpr®tation, cette comp®tence est 

absente parce quôelle se r®f¯re ¨ un texte ®crit. On va analyser maintenant 

les comp®tences requises dans lôexercice des deux professions. On se base 

aussi sur les premiers deux chapitres. On observe que les comp®tences 

requises dans lôexercice des deux professions sont pareilles aux 

comp®tences requises au cours de la formation, car celles-ci compl¯tent 

celles requises dans lôexercice des deux professions. Suite notre analyse, il y 

a beaucoup de ressemblances entre les comp®tences en traduction et en 

interpr®tation. Parmi ces comp®tences, on mentionne les comp®tences 

linguistiques, m®thodologiques, disciplinaires, techniques et 

comportementales. La comp®tence linguistique est indispensable, le 

traducteur et lôinterpr¯te doivent ma´triser lôexpression orale et avoir des 

habilet®s linguistiques. La comp®tence m®thodologique est aussi commune. 

Le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te doivent suivre une m®thodologie propre ¨ leur 

travail et utiliser les sous-comp®tences strat®giques et analytiques pour 

accomplir leur travail. La comp®tence disciplinaire, qui est aussi commune, 

fait r®f®rence ¨ lôhabilit® de traduire ou dôinterpr®ter des textes sp®cialis®s. 

Le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te se basent sur la sous-comp®tence 

extralinguistique (connaissances biculturelles, encyclop®diques et 

th®matiques) pour acqu®rir cette comp®tence. La comp®tence technique est 

aussi essentielle pour les deux professions, elle fait r®f®rence ¨ la capacit® 

du traducteur et de lôinterpr¯te dôutiliser des outils. La comp®tence 

comportementale est aussi indispensable ; elle se r®f¯re a la capacit® de 

coop®rer et au comportement du traducteur et de lôinterpr¯te (comportement 
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dans la salle de conf®rence, en cabine, comportement avec lô®quipe ou le 

superviseur). (ABBUOD, 2010 : 96)  

Quant aux divergences, nous avons remarqu® quatre divergences 

entre les deux professions. Les comp®tences que lôinterpr¯te poss¯de et le 

traducteur ne poss¯de pas sont : la comp®tence interpr®tative et la 

comp®tence de coordination des efforts. La comp®tence interpr®tative fait 

r®f®rence ¨ la capacit® de ma´triser des techniques des diff®rents modes 

dôinterpr®tation. La comp®tence de coordination des efforts fait r®f®rence au 

mod¯le des efforts propos® par Gile et d®taill® dans le chapitre pr®c®dant. 

Lôinterpr¯te doit coordonner les efforts tels que lôeffort dô®coute, lôeffort de 

m®moire, lôeffort de production. Le traducteur poss¯de aussi des 

comp®tences que lôinterpr¯te ne poss¯de pas : la comp®tence de transfert et 

la comp®tence de base en gestion. La comp®tence de transfert pr®suppose 

avoir la capacit® du traducteur de comprendre le sens du texte dans la langue 

source et le rendre sans d®formation dans la langue cible. Cette comp®tence 

distingue les deux professions car elle vise le texte ®crit. La comp®tence de 

base en gestion pr®suppose avoir la capacit® de gestionnaire lôinformation et 

dôorganiser et de gestionnaire sa propre base de terme ou textoth¯que. En 

conclusion, nous voulons souligner que les convergences sont nombreuses 

et les divergences sont minimes. Suite ¨ notre analyse nous avons identifi® 

une seule divergence dans les comp®tences acquises au cours de la 

formation et quatre divergences dans les comp®tences requises dans les deux 

professions. On peut conclure donc quôil y a plusieurs ressemblances entre 

les deux professions et les diff®rences sont minimes. Cependant, la 

traduction et l'interpr®tation sont deux cat®gories distinctes et, une seule 

personne ne peut que rarement obtenir des r®sultats optimaux en effectuant 

les deux activit®s professionnellement en m°me temps. L'interpr¯te assume 

des r¹les diff®rents en fonction des pressions sociales exerc®es. Il doit agir 

en tant que tribunal neutre, maintenir l'impartialit® envers les participants ¨ 

la s®ance d'interpr®tation et entretenir des relations d'®galit® avec les deux 

parties.  

 

Difficult®s linguistico-culturelles  

L'interpr®tation et la traduction sont parmi les principales 

composantes des services linguistiques et les interpr¯tes et les traducteurs 

doivent relever de nombreux d®fis pour promouvoir la compr®hension et 

faciliter la communication. Les difficult®s linguistiques et culturelles 

abondent, quel que soit le type de projet. Chaque langue est unique, avec ses 

propres origines, racines et structure, donc le traducteur et lôinterpr¯te ont 

besoin de plusieurs connaissances linguistiques et culturelles (comp®tence 

linguistique et extralinguistique) pour faire face aux d®fis de diff®rents 

projets de traduction ou interpr®tation. Parmi les difficult®s linguistiques 

rencontr®es dans le processus de traduction et interpr®tation, on va analyser 

les suivantes : les blagues, les expressions idiomatiques, les proverbes et 

l'existence de dialectes. Une blague amusante dans une langue peut perdre 

tout son sens lorsqu'elle est traduite dans une autre, donc si une blague n'est 

pas traduite correctement, le lecteur cible pourrait ne pas avoir le sens de 

l'humour impliqu® dans le texte source. Ainsi, toute l'essence du sujet en 
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question pourrait se perdre dans la traduction. Quant ¨ lôinterpr®tation, les 

choses sont plus compliques, car lôinterpr¯te nôa pas le temps du traducteur 

pour trouver une forme plus souhaitable dans la langue cible. Dans certains 

cas, les interpr¯tes re­oivent des s®ances d'information ou des documents de 

pr®paration, ce qui est tr¯s utile. Le succ¯s de l'interpr®tation d®pend 

®galement de la fa­on dont l'interpr¯te comprend le but de la r®plique 

humoristique ou de la blague. Cela devient plus difficile s'il y a un usage 

lib®ral du sarcasme, des blagues et de l'humour au cours de la r®union ou de 

la conversation. Garder lôint®grit® du message tout en interpr®tant une 

blague ou une ligne humoristique avec pr®cision a des cons®quences 

n®fastes m°me pour lôinterpr¯te le plus exp®riment® et fait partie des d®fis 

majeurs auxquels les interpr¯tes sont confront®s. En pr®sence d'®trangers qui 

n'ont aucune id®e des choses ou des personnes auxquelles l'orateur se 

r®f¯rera, l'interpr¯te devra peut-°tre fournir des informations g®n®rales sur 

les implications politiques et sociales des blagues, des r®pliques 

humoristiques et des usurpations d'identit®. (MUKTA, 2020 : 179)  

Une autre difficult® linguistique vise la traduction ou lôinterpr®tation 

correcte des expressions idiomatiques et des proverbes. Par exemple, çavoir 

un poil dans la mainè, une expression idiomatique en fran­ais qui signifie 

ç°tre paresseuxè. Cette expression serait hors contexte si elle ®tait traduite 

litt®ralement dans une autre langue. Cette difficult® est bien rencontre dans 

la traduction et aussi en interpr®tation. Une autre difficult® qui complique 

encore plus la compr®hension des langues est l'existence de dialectes. Les 

traducteurs et les interpr¯tes doivent °tre parfaitement comp®tents dans les 

dialectes du texte de la langue source et doivent avoir des connaissances et 

des comp®tences d'interpr®tation consid®rables afin de transmettre le 

message voulu avec pr®cision, sinon l'essence du texte original sera perdue 

lors de la traduction/interpr®tation. Il faut un niveau avanc® de 

connaissances linguistiques pour obtenir des expressions, des m®taphores, 

du jargon et des argots de diff®rents dialectes.  

Les traducteurs et les interpr¯tes doivent faire face aussi aux 

difficult®s culturelles. Chaque population a une mani¯re de communiquer et 

d'exprimer ses propres messages, ainsi que son propre code en mati¯re de 

langage, de symboles, de compr®hension, de st®nographie, etc. Ces facteurs 

g®n¯rent un grand potentiel d'incompr®hension. Le contexte culturel du pays 

dont les traducteurs ou les interpr¯tes interpr¯tent la langue doit °tre pris en 

compte. Dans certaines cultures, les gens communiquent tr¯s implicitement 

et il faut lire entre les lignes, tandis que dans d'autres, les gens sont 

beaucoup plus directs et explicites. Cela peut ®galement °tre source de 

malentendus. En d'autres termes, les traducteurs doivent °tre tr¯s comp®tents 

dans la langue source et dans la langue cible aussi. Les traducteurs sont 

confront®s ¨ plusieurs d®fis culturels lorsqu'ils entreprennent la t©che ardue 

de traduire des chansons folkloriques, des drames mythologiques, des contes 

folkloriques, etc. (MUKTA, 2020 : 180)  

L'®change de langues diff®rentes est l'®change de cultures 

diff®rentes. La traduction de la langue est essentiellement une traduction 

culturelle. L'un des objectifs de la traduction est d'®tablir l'®quivalence 

culturelle entre la langue source et la langue cible. En raison des diff®rences 
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entre les langues, il existe de nombreuses diff®rences culturelles et 

linguistiques.  

 

Conclusion 
Nous avons essay® dôanalyser les particularit®s des deux professions, 

tout en pr®sentant dôabord les aspects g®n®raux, côest- -̈dire les d®finitions 

des deux professions, la formation requise et ensuite des aspects plus 

particuliers, côest- -̈dire les comp®tences et les sous-comp®tences 

n®cessaires en traduction et celles n®cessaires en interpr®tation.

Les premiers arcs de triomphe ont ®t® 

construits par les Romains dans lôAntiquit®, chacun ®tant d®di® ¨ un g®n®ral 

victorieux, et on peut retrouver leur mod¯le dans lôarchitecture moderne. 

Naissance de lôArc de Triomphe de lô£toile et de lôArc de Triomphe de 

Bucarest 

LôArc de Triomphe de lôEtoile est lôun des monuments fran­ais les plus 

celebres au monde et se situe ¨ lôintersection de douze boulevards, ¨ 

lôextr®mit® ouest du boulevard des Champs-£lys®es, le plus beau boulevard 

du monde. Lôarc est situ® sur la place Charles de Gaulle ¨ Paris, connue 

®galement sous le nom de Place de lô£toile, et se retrouve au centre de 

lô®toile form®e par les douze boulevards qui portent, en grande partie, le 

nom des batailles remport®es par Napol®on. LôArc de Triomphe de Paris fait 

partie de la cat®gorie des monuments de grande importance historique 

nationale des Fran­ais. 

Inaugur® le l
er
 d®cembre 1936, lôArc de Triomphe de Bucarest domine 

aujourdôhui la place qui porte le m°me nom, travers®e par la chauss®e Pavel 

Kiseleff, les boulevards Mar®chal Alexandru Averescu et Mar®chal 

Constantin Prezan et la rue Alexandru Constantinescu. LôArc de Triomphe 

est lôun des plus forts symboles du Petit Paris.  

Sa construction est li®e aux moments-cl®s de lôhistoire du peuple roumain et 

en t®moigne, ¨ sa mani¯re, ¨ travers lôinscription centrale grav®e sur sa 

fa­ade sud: çApr¯s des si¯cles de p®nitences et de combats men®s afin de 

pr®server le sentiment national, apr¯s une d®fense faite par de nombreux 

sacrifices de la civilisation humaine, la justice triomphe, gr©ce ¨ lô®p®e du 

roi Ferdinand, aid® par la nation toute enti¯re et le bon vouloir de la reine 

Marieè. 

La construction de LôArc de Triomphe de LôEtoile a ®t® command®e par 

Napol®on Bonaparte lui-m°me en 1806, le b©timent ®tant achev® 30 ans plus

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tard. LôArc de Triomphe est influenc® par lôarchitecture romaine, ®tant une 

construction dôune hauteur de 50 m¯tres, 45 m¯tres de large et 22 m¯tres de 

profondeur. Actuellement, côest le deuxi¯me plus grand arc de triomphe du 

monde depuis 1982, apr¯s celui de la Cor®e du Nord. Le monument est 

inspir® de lôarchitecture romaine et en particulier de lôarc de triomphe de 

Janus ¨ Rome, en forme de t®trapille. Il suit le mod¯le romain, mais, par 

contre, il ne comporte aucune colonne et il pr®sente des dimensions 

exceptionnelles. Le programme iconographique comprend: quatre hauts-

reliefs pos®s sur des socles ®lev®s, adoss®s aux pi®droits et hauts de 18 

m¯tres. Sur les murs int®rieurs sont inscrits 558 g®n®raux, les noms de ceux 

qui sont morts au cours des combats y ®tant soulign®s. 

Cet arc trouve ses origines dans un discours prononc® par Napol®on 

Bonaparte apr¯s la bataille dôAusterlitz le 2 d®cembre 1805: çVous rentrerez 

chez vous sous des arcs de triompheè. Un d®cret adopt® le 18 f®vrier 1806 

lance les travaux, financ®s par des contributions ¨ la Grande Arm®e. La 

premi¯re pierre a ®t® pos®e le 15 ao¾t de la m°me ann®e, ¨ lôoccasion de 

lôanniversaire de Napol®on. Les travaux sont suspendus apr¯s la chute du 

Premier Empire en 1815, puis repris sous la houlette de Jean-Nicolas Huyot 

en 1826, sous le r¯gne de Louis XVIII. La construction a ®t® achev®e en 

1836 sous la direction de lôarchitecte Guillaume-Abel Blouet. Lôarc a ®t® 

inaugur® le 29 juillet 1836 par le roi de France Louis-Philippe pour c®l®brer 

le sixi¯me anniversaire de la Révolution de juillet, qui a port® la monarchie 

de juillet au pouvoir. 

Tout au long de son histoire, la ville de Bucarest a vu d®filer plusieurs Arcs 

de triomphe - les autorit®s locales revenant toujours ¨ lôh®ritage romain, qui 

imposait la vo¾te monumentale comme symbole universel de la victoire. 

M°me sôils marquaient des faits historiques importants, tous ®taient 

temporaires. En 1922, lôadministration locale a d®cid® de construire un 

monument historique permanent et durable. Les circonstances ®taient 

id®ales: le roi Ferdinand et la reine Marie ®taient couronn®s souverains de la 

Grande Roumanie, suite ¨ la victoire de lôarm®e roumaine durant la 

Premi¯re Guerre mondiale. LôArc de Triomphe a ®t® b©ti dans un temps 

record, selon les projets de lôarchitecte Petre Antonescu, qui avait pris 

comme mod¯le son homologue parisien, command® par Napol®on un si¯cle 

auparavant, apr¯s la bataille dôAusterlitz. 

 

Description architecturale 

Le premier registre de LôArc de Triomphe de lôEtoile est orn® de groupes en 

ronde-bosse sur des pi®destaux. Ce bandeau est surmont® dôun premier 

entablement form® dôune frise de grecques et dôune corniche saillante. Le 

second registre est anim® de grands cadres de pierre rectangulaires, orn®e 

dôun bas-relief, et surmont® dôun entablement, comprenant une frise 

histori®e, sous une corniche saillante. Enfin, lô®difice est un imposant ®tage 

dôattique orn® de trente boucliers. Sur les boucliers sont grav®s les noms de 

grandes batailles de la R®volution et de lôEmpire. Le bas-relief de la frise du 

grand entablement repr®sente: Le D®part des arm®es. Sur cette frise on peut 

voir la repr®sentation de plusieurs personnalit®s de la R®volution et de 

lôEmpire. 
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La base et lôossature du monument de Bucarest ®taient construites en b®ton 

arm®. Les bas-reliefs ext®rieurs ®taient en pl©tre et ¨ cause des intemp®ries, 

la fa­ade sôest progressivement d®grad®e. Dix ann®es plus tard, le Petit Paris 

de Roumanie nôaime pas ce ç monument incommodeè, surnomm® bicoque 

par la presse de lô®poque. Il est aussi mentionn® dans un r®cit de voyage de 

lô®crivain fran­ais Paul Morand: ç une maquette gigantesque et d®labr®e qui 

pr®tend °tre lôArc de Triomphe de la victoireè. En 1932, Mihai Mora tire un 

signal dôalarme gr©ce ¨ son article Un devoir impératif qui attire lôattention  

des autorit®s locales. Le Minist¯re de la D®fense Nationale initie alors une 

souscription publique, soutenue par plusieurs associations des v®t®rans de 

guerre et la somme est compl®t®e par le budget dô®tat.  

Petre Antonescu re­oit ainsi la responsabilit® de faire restaurer le monument 

quôil veut en granit de Deva, dans un style classique, en portant plus 

dôattention aux finissages et aux bas-reliefs, sculpt®s en marbre de Ruschita. 

La fa­ade du sud repr®sente les portraits des premiers souverains de la 

Grande Roumanie, alors que celle du nord est orn®e par les îuvres des 

sculpteurs Ion Jalea Virilité et Constantin Baraschi, La foi; elles sont 

compl®t®es par les Victoires des sculpteurs Cornel Medrea et Dimitrie 

Onofrei. Les voussoirs repr®sentent les batailles d®cisives de lôarm®e 

roumaine durant la Premi¯re Guerre mondiale; les parties lat®rales montrent 

les proclamations du roi Ferdinand, de 1916 et de 1922. ê lôinauguration de 

lôArc de Triomphe, le 1
er
 d®cembre 1936, les membres de la famille royale 

participent tous sans exception. 

Pendant la p®riode communiste, les d®corations du monument du Bucarest 

subissent quelques modifications: certains panneaux se trouvant ¨ lôint®rieur 

de lôarcade sont couverts, les proclamations du roi Ferdinand sont enlev®es 

et les portraits du couple royal, d®truits. Apr¯s la R®volution, on va 

remplacer les parties manquantes par deux m®daillons en bronze et les 

textes sur les parties lat®rales sont r®habilit®s. Les deux pyl¹nes qui 

soutiennent lôarcade cachent des escaliers int®rieurs qui conduisent vers une 

terrasse et un mus®e h®bergeant quatre expositions permanentes: La Grande 

Guerre de la Réunion du Peuple, Héraldique des grandes familles de 

boyards, L'Arc de Triomphe en images et La Grande Union de 1918. 

Pour ce qui est de lôArc de Triomphe de lôEtoile, il affiche ses six bas-reliefs 

les fun®railles du g®n®ral Marceau, la bataille dôAbukir, la bataille de 

Jemmapes, la bataille dôArcola, la bataille des Pyramides et la bataille 

dôAusterlitz et les colonnes rassemblent quatre autres reliefs: d®part 

volontaire en 1792, triomphe en 1810, r®sistance en 1814 et paix en 1815, le 

tout r®alis® au ciseau de grands sculpteurs fran­ais. Sur les faces int®rieures 

des petites arcades sont grav®s les noms des personnalit®s de la R®volution 

et de lôEmpire. Les noms de ceux qui sont morts au combat sont soulign®s: 

par exemple, le g®n®ral fran­ais Fr®d®ric Guillaume de Donop mort ¨ 

Waterloo. Les grandes arcades qui sont rehauss®es dans leurs ®coin­ons de 

figures all®goriques repr®sentent des personnages de la mythologie romaine. 

On dit que le 21 f®vrier 1916, jour du premier coup de feu sur Verdun, 

lô®p®e de la Libert®, personnifi®e dans lôune des sculptures, sôest bris®e. 

Lôarc a vu passer beaucoup dô®v¯nements: des ®meutes, des r®volutions, des 

guerres.  
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Depuis 1921, lôArc de Triomphe est le lieu qui abrite ¨ jamais la Tombe du 

Soldat Inconnu et la Flamme ®ternelle. Depuis, il est un symbole des 

Fran­ais et de la Grande Guerre. On y entend chaque ann®e La Marseillaise 

et on y voit comment les d®fil®s passent solennellement. Chaque ann®e, ¨ 

LôArc de Triomphe, a lieu le c®l¯bre d®fil® militaire ¨ lôoccasion de la F®te 

nationale de la France le 14 juillet. 

Conclusion 

Les deux arcs de triomphe de Paris et de Bucarest, bien que diff®rents dans 

ce qui y est repr®sent®, sont similaires dôun point de vue symbolique. Tous 

les deux repr®sentent des monuments historiques tr¯s importants en termes 

de courage des soldats et sont un symbole de la m®moire et de lôhonneur de 

ceux qui ont donn® leur vie pour les causes de leurs pays, la Roumanie et la 

France.  

M°me si les ®v®nements sur les deux arcs de triomphe ne sont pas 

contemporains, tous les deux ont un r¹le important dans la m®moire des 

gens, ®tant consid®r®s comme des ®l®ments de la bravoure des soldats qui 

voulaient defendre leur patrie dans divers conflits, la Premi¯re Guerre 

mondiale et les guerres napol®oniennes.  

On peut conclure que les deux arcs de triomphe, ¨ Paris et ¨ Bucarest, sont 

presque identiques, celui de Roumanie a ®t® r®alis® dôapr¯s le mod¯le de 

lôarc fran­ais, mais ¨ des dimensions plus petites. 
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Abstract: The hereby work elaborates on the need to address the topic of depression in the 

lives of former elite athletes, a subject very little tackled by the specialized literature, 

although it has been affecting athletes of all sports. Having as starting point some 

considerations on depression itself, so as to put the reader into context, the paper continues 

with presenting how depression is experienced by elite athletes who eventually have to 

undergo the transition from career to retirement or, in some case, a switch of career. 

Expanding on the mechanisms leading to post-athletic careere depression, such as identity 

loss or the tunnel vision syndrome, the paper also opinates on the means to improve the 

transition process. The conclusions to which the author arrives are inherently linked to the 
need for more support. 

 

Key words: depression, athlete, loss, transition, life changes, career 

 

There has been a lot of coverage from the sports media regarding the 

transition that is made by professional athletes from a full-time athletic 

career to that of retirement, but only in recent years formal academic studies 

have addressed it as a mental health issue which some athletes face during 

this transition. 

In order to elaborate on the topic, it is useful to first understand what 

depression is ï a mood or emotional state that is marked by feelings of low 

self-worth or guilt and a reduced ability to enjoy life. The causes of 

depression include complex interactions between social, psychological and 

biological factors. Life events such as childhood adversity, loss and 

unemployment contribute to and may catalyze the development of 

depression. 

A person who is depressed usually experiences several of the 

following symptoms: feelings of sadness, hopelessness, or pessimism; 

lowered self-esteem and heightened self-depreciation; a decrease or loss of 

ability to take pleasure in ordinary activities; reduced energy and vitality; 

slowness of thought or action; loss of appetite; and disturbed sleep or 

insomnia. Depression differs from simple grief or mourning, which are 

appropriate emotional responses to the loss of loved persons or objects. 

Where there are clear grounds for a personôs unhappiness, depression is 

considered to be present if the depressed mood is disproportionately long or 

severe vis- -̈vis the precipitating event. Risk factors include: personal or 

family history of depression, major life changes, trauma, or stress and also 

certain physical illnesses and medications. 

Athletesô psychological health (depression, anxiety) has been, for a 

long time, a taboo subject with very little research. Most problems have 

been associated with the stress and pressure which athletes face from media

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scrutiny and themselves, but also from the strenuous lifestyle of training and 

competitions. Athletes are considered to have a higher potential of 

overcoming challenges, the will to persevere despite hardship, therefore 

being less vulnerable to the prevalence of depression. Even less empirical 

data on this topic following cessation of athletic career is available. 

According to this article : 

 
 ñthere are only 40 studies identified that assessed the prevalence of psychological distress 

associated with depression, anxiety, and substance use/misuse: 21 were conducted in the 

United States and 19 outside United States. The majority of articles examined mostly 

depression, seventeen studied substance use/misuse, six measured anxiety, 10 used a 
measure that examined a combined construct of anxiety and depression and four studied 

general mental health. Over half (62%) of the included studies did not include information 

related to age, average years of play, or average years of retirement, all factors that can 

influence the trajectory and prevalence of psychological distress. Additionally, only 6 

studies examined the prevalence of psychological distress utilizing a mental healthcare 

professional (i.e., psychologist or psychiatrist) while all other studies (85%) relied on self-

report measures of distress.ò1 

 

Whether retiring due to injury, age, exhaustion or personal choice, 

this transition is a revelatory event accompanied by a process of physical, 

social, and occupational changes. The inability to adapt to life after sport 

causes crisis specific symptoms of transition, such as low self-esteem, 

emotional discomfort (doubts, anxiety, fear), increased sensitivity to failure, 

disorientation in decision making and confusion. The athlete is like a 

machine whose engine is the performance itself. Once this system slows 

down or comes to an end, the process following retirement may negatively 

affect how they perceive themselves, their attributes, and their quality of 

life. Sports psychologists say
i
 that even though many athletes initially feel 

relief after finishing their athletic career, some still suffer depression and 

other mental-health issues for several years after retirement. . The article 

―Prevalence and Correlates of Psychological Distress among Retired Elite 

Athletes: A Systematic Review‖ shows that 

 
 ò studies utilizing a psychologist or psychiatrist to assess current depressive 

symptomatology resulted in the highest prevalence, with up to 29% reporting significant 

depression, and none of these studies demonstrating less than a 20% prevalence rateò 
(Amen et al., 2016) 

 

Data from an investigation into life after sport done by State of Sport 

was cited by BBC:ò One in two ex-players of the 800 who responded to the 

Professional Players' Federation (PPF) survey did not feel in control of their lives within 
two years of finishing their careers.ò 

Mechanisms leading to post-athletic career depression 

óThe social and professional changes induced by retirement from 

sport can in effect cause distressful reactionsò (ALLISON & MEYER, 

1988; LAVALLEE, GORDON, & GROVE, 1997). Recent studies found 

that some underlying mechanisms leading to depression are as follows: the

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loss of athletic identity, tunnel vision syndrome (focusing only on training, 

competition and results) and some potential biological factors. 

Identity loss 

Personal identity is a person's characteristics marked by originality 

and individuality. An athleteôs identity is shaped by social recognition as 

well as economic and athletic success. For somebody that spends most of 

the time training, whose availability is for and about sport, the role assumed, 

the one that defines his personality, is that of an athlete. This identity is 

strengthened through the success of the efforts made, the recognition as a 

professional athlete but also through the specific lifestyle.  

Michael Phelps, a 28 times retired Olympic swimmer medalist talked 

about the hardship as being identified as a swimmer and having to learn how 

to identify rather as a real person:  ñFor basically 20 years I lived in a bubble told 
myself I was what everyone else saw me as ð a swimmer. For me, I obviously had to learn 

to live life outside of who I was in the pool, as a real person.ò 

This lifestyle is facilitated and supported by the entourage: family, 

coaches, and team. It is a world where everything is structured and 

organized. Because of his status, the athlete benefits from greater attention 

from those around him, he is protected, exempted from certain obligations 

and even facilitated certain favors.  

In his book, ―Sports on the couch‖, Ricardo A. Rubinstein writes 

that in the mind of an athlete, there is a psychological consolidation which 

the author calls ña narcissistic loadò. This refers to the fact that they are 

regarded by others as unique "alterities", as individuals with special skills 

and abilities.  Along with retirement, the athlete has to face the reality of 

ordinary life. Experiencing a loss of identity appears to be caused by 

transitioning into the unknown ï moving into life after competing. For 

many, it seems that the struggle originates from not knowing who they are 

and what value they bring without their job as a professional athlete. 

Boxing legend Sugar Ray Leonard in talking about his experience as 

a world champion: 

 
 ñNothing could satisfy me outside the ringé there is nothing in life that can compare to 

becoming a world champion, having your hand raised in that moment of glory, with 

thousands, millions of people cheering you on.ò  

 

Retiring from athleticism is no easy feat. It means walking away 

from many years of serious strength training, body conditioning and game-

playing. Itôs a farewell bid to roaring crowds, the cheers from dedicated fans 

and statements of affirmations from coaches and team players. For elite 

athletes, retirement does not usually reflect the end of work. However, 

athlete retirement is much more than a career switch, itôs a complete 

lifestyle change, and it certainly takes an incredible amount of adjustment 

when the time comes to move on. 

The ñtunnel vision syndromeò 
The athlete's behavior towards performance includes the ability to 

express him/herself, the desire for affirmation, effort and devotion. He is 

driven to improve every day. He is disciplined, that means he is following a 

strict schedule in this regard. Usual activities, such as going out with

friends, socializing or things ordinary people do, are rare or very few. He is 

committed to his sport, for that, he needs to give up other hobbies and 

interests. It takes determination and focus on everyday tasks that would take 

him towards the successful completion of his goals. 

Many athletes, once their career has ended, had problems because 

they werenôt sure or did not know where to reapply that focus.  

Britainôs double Olympic rowing champion James Cracknell stated:  
ñI think people suffer from depression after retiring from sport because they arenôt sure 

where to apply that focuséthere is a lot of focus and a lot of selfishness in sportsmen.ò  
According to the documentary, The Weight of Gold, Michael 

Phelpsôs movie : 

 
ñathletes are more susceptible to depression because they have a great ability to hyper 

focus. They are focused on being the best at one thing with no other balance, [and wonder] 

[...] what [they would]do with [their] energy when their athletic career endsò. 

 

This idea of hyper focus does not permit the athlete to attend to other 

aspects of their life. 

Biological factors 

Craft&Perna, in ―The Benefits of Exercise for the Clinically 

Depressed‖ show how regular exercise helps increase serotonin levels, as 

well as stimulate other hormones that are responsible for well-being. 

Physical activity reduces anxiety and depression (CRAFT & 

PERNA, 2004). Exercise through increased blood flow to the brain has a 

positive effect on different centers that regulate physiologic responses to 

stress (CRAFT & PERNA, 2004). The stimulation of the limbic system 

through exercise also helps modulate athletes' motivation and mood, and 

regulates their response to physical or emotional obstacles (SHARMA et al., 

2006). When individuals exercise, the amount of endorphins secreted by the 

pituitary gland increases throughout the brain and nervous system (CRAFT 

& PERNA, 2004). This has a positive influence on general mood and 

overall wellness, helping to decrease the perception of pain and levels of 

depression and anxiety (CRAFT & PERNA, 2004). The stimulation of the 

different areas of the brain by "happy" hormones can help to modulate 

mood, increase motivation, and lessen the response to stress (SHARMA et 

al., 2006)ò 

In light of these findings, the end of an athlete's career leads to a 

complete reduction or elimination of physical activity, hence resulting in the 

imbalance of the bodyôs chemistry. Also, the extreme feelings of highs and 

lows an athlete experiences during competitions, feelings that are hard to 

experience once their career concludes, have an impact on the psychological 

well-being. 

According to Beckman et al.,2003;Backmand et al.,2009 , greater 

physical activity decreases the risk of depression by 8.0% and acts as a 

protective factor against anxiety onset, while less physical activity leads to a 

threefold increase in the odds of being classified as depressed at ten-year 

follow-up . Exercise has been shown to have therapeutic effects cognitively 

and emotionally, therefore, continued physical activity after sports career 

helps as a protective factor against anxiety and depression. 
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Potential improvement of the transition process 

Most athletes do not think about what they will do after the end of 

their sports career, they neglect their future and do not know how to react to 

life's challenges. Moreover, most of them face difficulties in reintegrating 

socially and professionally, they do not know what to do with their time, 

how to organize their activities, in the absence of training and competitions 

and they feel lost in a world they did not really know during their sports 

career. 

It is important to plan ahead for retirement, to see what comes next in "life 

after sport", to have an alternative that allows athletes to do things as well as 

when they were training every day to conquer the world. 

Timely development of plans for life after sport helps a lot in 

adapting to the transition and building a new personal, family and socio-

professional path. 

Setting goals toward personal growth, developing oneôs career, or 

creating social connections outside of sports appears important. The 

researchers suggest that addressing an individualôs athletic identity while 

they are still active in their sport could help prevent depression and anxiety 

once they have retired (GIANNONE et. al, 2017). 

Strengthening and developing individual resources in terms of 

education, skills training and setting goals for the post-career period ensures 

a healthy adaptation for athletes. Social resources, such as social support 

from family and post-career services (if available...), can also contribute to 

the career transition process. Recreational activities include going to the 

gym to lift weights, attending a workout class, or joining an adult sports 

team that include coached practices and optional meets, races, or games. 

Continued physical activity after sports career was identified as a 

protective factor against anxiety and depression (B CKMAND et al., 2003; 

B CKMAND et al., 2009).  

Athletes who maintain their connections to sports will continue to 

feel attached to their athletic identity. This will keep their life more 

organized and help them to reduce their depressive and anxiety symptoms. 

The end of an athletic career can result in an array of different affective or 

anxiety disorders that can range from mild distress to major depressive 

disorder or debilitating anxiety. Also, continuing on the road of sport, as 

becoming coaches, managers or leaders in athletics, will benefit not only 

their wellbeing but it would also bring valuable information and knowledge 

to new generations of athletes and coaches. 

Conclusion 

There is still a lack of published information and detailed examples 

of available clinical treatments to support elite athletes during and after the 

critical career termination phase when they are confronting various 

psychological health-related issues. Although elite athletes perform 

extraordinary athletic achievements in the sporting arena, they are human 

and therefore respond to significant life events as humans. The multitude of 

factors that are associated with the difficult adjustment during the retirement 

transition process: less social support, financial instability, career 

dissatisfaction, adverse life events, low supervisor/coach support, having too 
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much spare time, having no or vague future plans following athletic career 

have a real impact on the psychological well-being of the athletes.  

Timely development of plans for life after sport helps a lot in 

adapting to the transition and building a new personal, family and socio-

professional path. The need for adaptation to the status of "former" athlete 

and the formation of a new social status can be done  Thus, recontouring 

self-identity and strengthening self-esteem can be achieved through 

activities that are sport related but also any activities that would help refocus 

or give sense to this new way of life .  

This process will then lead to the successful adoption of new roles - 

in another profession, family and/or sport. 
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Abstract: This paper addresses the psychological consequences of pandemics and examines 

how mental health has been affected over the centuries by devastating diseases. It also 

seeks to raise awareness of the psychological impact of the ongoing pandemic.

Introduction  

 Throughout history, the world has gone through several pandemics, 

which have resulted in many victims and have had a strong impact on the 

population. The effects were felt for years and time was the most powerful 

weapon in the fight against disease. Going through a pandemic, the world 

has suffered in many ways: the medical system has often been 

overwhelmed, the economic system has collapsed, human relationships have 

been affected, mental health has deteriorated considerably, although this 

aspect has been neglected for many decades. As D. Huremoviĺ mentions in 

his book, ñvery few phenomena throughout human history have shaped our 

societies and cultures the way outbreaks of infectious diseases haveò 

(HUREMOVIĹ
 
, 2019 : 7). 

 

Effects of a pandemic 

 A pandemic has effects not only socially and economically, but also 

psychologically. The disease generates fear, dread, horror, anxiety, 

frustration and disturbs the balance of society. Such periods of disruption 

and uncertainty have serious psychological consequences on society which 

are keenly felt if not managed properly. In this paper we will address the 

importance of mental health and the need to care for it as one cares for the 

health of oneôs body in the context of an event that endangers the whole of 

society, and their psychological consequences. 

 Natural disasters, calamities and other tragic events involve 

exaggerated fear and oneôs need to feel reassured and protected both within 

the family and at a higher level, in terms of the management capacity of the 

authorities and the medical system. Epidemics and pandemics are threats to 

the health of a community, which imply, in addition to threatening public 

health and the lives of individuals, a weakening of public mental health. 

Over the past few centuries, the world has faced a series of devastating 

pandemics whose effects on the human psyche may never be accurately 

estimated. Psychiatry as a branch of medicine developed relatively late, 

which is why in the history of pandemics ñfairly little attention has been 

given to ways plagues affected the individual and group psychology of 

afflicted societiesò (HUREMOVIĹ, 2019).

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What does a pandemic involve? 

 A pandemic involves danger, fear and a terrifying and degrading 

image of society, with hundreds, thousands or millions of deaths; an image 

that is deeply imprinted on the memory of the individual. In contrast to other 

natural disasters, infectious diseases cause the greatest fear among humans 

because an infection is "transmitted rapidly and invisibly" from person to 

person (PAPPAS  et al., 2009: 743). The fear is also amplified by the image 

offered by the media, especially the press in the past and social media 

platforms today. The main purpose of the warnings from the authorities and 

medical staff is to make the population aware that there is a real danger, but 

they can induce panic and have other psychological undesirable side effects. 

Terrifying predictions about the possible number of deaths, the economic 

situation after the pandemic and the inability of the medical system to cope 

with the number of victims amplify the worries and uncertainty already felt 

by society. 

 The psychological consequences of a pandemic include acute or 

chronic stress, anxiety, depression, distress, trauma, post-traumatic stress 

disorder, sequelae and the risk of triggering psychiatric problems in those 

prone to mental illness. These are some of the symptoms that can be felt in 

the context of the pandemic or in the aftermath. Social stigma, which means 

discriminating and marginalizing people "with certain physical, behavioral, 

or social attributes" (BARRETT and BROWN, 2008: 34) may occur in 

such a context and cause more suffering than the disease itself, the sick 

being among the most stigmatized in times of pandemic. Stigma can cause a 

potentially infected person to hesitate in seeking medical help or to refuse 

cooperating with medical staff due to a lack of trust. Not only the sick are 

stigmatized, but also certain communities, such as those falsely blamed for 

the disease, as we can currently see that Asians are discriminated against 

because COVID-19 emerged from China. 

 In the context of a pandemic, quarantine and isolation are the most 

effective measures imposed by the authorities to prevent the spread of 

infection, but at the same time measures with serious consequences on the 

mental well-being of society. Quarantine as a method of infection control 

has been practiced for centuries, but its consequences on the psyche have 

been reviewed late, with Spanish flu being the first pandemic in which this 

issue was addressed and commented on. Quarantine is ñthe separation, 

restriction of movementò and monitoring of people who may have been 

exposed to an infection or contagious disease, while isolation is the 

separation ñof people who have been diagnosed with a contagious diseaseò 

(BROOKS et al. 2020: 912). 

 

The psychological impact of past pandemics 

 In previous pandemics, quarantine has proven its effectiveness, and 

we are currently experiencing quarantine and isolation, as they were 

imposed shortly after the current pandemic broke out. Restriction of 

movement, uncertainty, environment, separation or even the loss of loved 

ones are just a few aspects of the quarantine experience. There are many 
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factors that contribute to the worsening of psychological consequences and 

which need to be given more attention. Brooks et al. (2020) provides a 

classification of stressors that may occur during and after quarantine. 

Accordingly, we can identify the fear of infection, frustration, boredom, 

insufficient supplies, unclear, incomplete or distorted information, the 

duration of quarantine. Regarding the consequences after quarantine, people 

may face serious financial problems, job loss, loneliness due to prolonged 

interruption of contact with relatives, grief. 

 It is important to know how to identify people who may need help or 

guidance, which is why the population needs to be educated to recognize the 

importance of mental health, how to detect potential individuals at risk and 

how to take action effectively. It is not easy to be separated from loved ones, 

from friends, to be restricted in terms of movement, to feel alone, 

overwhelmed and trapped, to lose a loved one and to feel powerless. 

Improperly managed, these feelings and fears can lead to depression and 

suicidal behaviors. For instance, among the psychological and mental 

consequences of the influenza a worrying increase in suicides has been 

identified. During the Russian flu of 1889-93, nervousness, lethargy, 

anxiety, insomnia, neurasthenia and other forms of psychotic behavior were 

detected, as well as the pattern of suicide by jumping out the window. The 

suicide rate in England and Wales increased by 25% during that period, and 

in 1893 "the suicide rate peaked at 85 per 1 million" (HONIGSBAUM, 

2010: 314). A large number of influenza patients have been reported to have 

succumbed "to nervous disturbances" in the Russian flu pandemic (ibid., 

2013: 988). The Spanish flu pandemic has also left its mark on people's 

mental health, as many fell into depression or resorted to suicide. Social, 

economic and personal pressures were an overwhelming factor that 

contributed to disrupting society's psyche and that led so many people to 

take their own lives. Those who survived also faced disorders such as 

depression, inability to concentrate, insomnia. Nowadays, few specialists 

still make associations between psychosis and influenza, the latter being 

"regarded primarily as a respiratory disease" (ibid). 

 

The psychological impact of the ongoing pandemic 

 In the current situation, the coronavirus pandemic can severely 

impact oneôs mental health due to stress, anxiety about the future, 

loneliness, prolonged lockdowns, loss of job or business. During lockdown, 

people may experience inappropriate environments or be victims of 

domestic violence, as they must stay only in the house and be close to 

potential aggressors in the family. People who already have mental health 

issues or are prone to developing psychiatric illnesses may be much more 

severely affected than the rest of the population, which is why they need 

additional care and should be guided and encouraged to see specialists. 

Certainly the coronavirus pandemic "will cause distress and leave many 

people vulnerable to mental health problems and suicidal behavior" which 

may manifest during or in its aftermath (GUNNELL et al. 2020: 470). 

 Furthermore, social media-induced panic that abounds in pandemic-

related topics can be a major stressor in a constantly-navigating and 
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technology-related generation. Mixed messages and distorted information 

can be suffocating and can trigger panic and anxiety among vulnerable 

people who may find it difficult to distinguish between what is real and 

what is false. At the same time, online communication is a necessity and has 

many benefits. Besides the fact that one can easily and quickly access real-

time information, phones and other devices bring people closer to each other 

virtually. During quarantine, social isolation or hospitalization, they ensure 

oneôs communication with loved ones or friends who are far away from 

them. Permanent communication and being up to date with family news are 

crucial in overcoming such periods, and access to technology "could reduce 

feelings of isolation, stress, and panic" especially in the case of quarantined 

persons (BROOKS et al. 2020: 918). 

 Heretofore, there is no concrete information and evidence to suggest 

that the suicide rate has increased during the current pandemic, but we must 

remain cautious and take action if changes occur. Studies in England have 

not reported a major change in the number of suicide victims during the 

coronavirus pandemic. According to Louis Appleby, British professor of 

psychiatry, studies and data in England show that there was "no increase in 

the post-lockdown monthsò in terms of the number of suicides or ñself-

harm". (APPLEBY, 2021).   

 On the other hand, the psychological effects of the coronavirus 

pandemic in the UK have already been the subject of numerous studies and 

are currently a matter of interest and topicality for researchers. A study 

carried out in 2020 by Williams SN, Armitage CJ, Tampe T, et al.
1
 explores 

the attitude of the British population in relation to the social distance and 

isolation imposed in the context of the pandemic. The study was conducted 

with the help of 27 participants of different gender, ethnicity and 

occupation. Participants mentioned feelings of anxiety, depression, unrest, 

loss of motivation, loss of interest in favorite activities or hobbies, difficulty 

staying in touch with loved ones and maintaining challenged social 

relationships, lack of trust in government and authorities. The study also 

shows that the negative psychological effects are felt most by those living in 

large and crowded cities such as London, but also on those who have lost 

financial stability or independence, either their job or a business that went 

bankrupt. They also reported fears about social reintegration and the 

difficulty of living in uncertainty. As we already know, in the UK the 

lockdown has been extended many times, and people's frustration has 

increased to the maximum. If in the initial stage three weeks of lockdown 

were expected, so far the British population has gone through three 

lockdowns, which has contributed to the revolt of the population who would 

have preferred not to be given false hopes about the end of restrictions. 

While some have argued that with the removal of restrictions and the end of 

the pandemic, they will return to their normal lives quickly and eagerly, 

others predict that they will face difficulties, either because they have 

already adapted to the new way of life or their mental state has been affected 

and they now feel anxious and hesitant about returning to their previous

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lives. The study concluded that an adequate and rapid response to the mental 

health issue is needed, as many individuals reported feeling psychologically 

affected from the first weeks of lockdown. Regardless of the resources they 

have been provided and the quick possibilities of communication today, 

restrictions of movement, separation from loved ones, disrupted routine and 

daily activities are factors that weaken and endanger mental well-being and 

the physical one eventually, because depression can lead to self-harm or 

suicide as we mentioned previously. 

 

Categories at risk 

 In addition, another group of society that is deeply affected by the 

pandemic are students. Compared to pupils who have physically returned to 

class, most British university students have not yet been given the green 

light to return to universities and campuses, which has caused revolt and 

frustration among them. Online learning is an innovative and accessible 

tool, but in these circumstances it deprives students of their full university 

experience and involves  communication barriers. The deep uncertainty in 

which they find themselves, the lack of motivation and the fear about the 

future contribute to the degradation of the mental health of students. 

Studentôs revolt is also due to the fact that some of them still have to pay for 

college accommodation even though they do not stay there. Basically, 

students ñare now paying for rooms they can no longer legally useò 

(https://www.bbc.com/news/business-55812785, last accessed 19.04.2021, 

22:36). Moreover, they feel outraged because tuition fees are very expensive 

and benefits such as the library are now limited or unavailable. For this 

reason, students organized an online petition asking the government to 

reduce tuition fees, a petition that was signed by over 500,000 British 

students (https://petition.parliament.uk/petitions/550344, last accessed 

19.04.2021, 23:04). 

 Another important category that is exposed not only to the risk of 

infection, but also to the risk of endangering their mental health, are health 

care workers. During a pandemic, the entire medical staff plays an essential 

role among other key workers in controlling the pandemic. It is important to 

consider the mental health of HCW
1
  because they are inevitably affected in 

one way or another. They face high degrees of stress and overwhelming 

amounts of work they have to perform, the pandemic being ña growing 

source of direct traumatization for front line health care workersò 

(ESTERWOOD, E., SAEED, S.A., 2020 : 1125). In addition to working 

under immense pressure and extreme stress, medical staff face a delicate 

situation and are sometimes put in the circumstance of choosing which 

patient should receive a bed in intensive care, for example, due to 

insufficient resources, materials, beds. Such critical decisions can lead to 

feelings of guilt, anxiety, and remorse, which weaken oneôs mental health. 

Therefore, HCW may need psychological counseling and emotional support. 

They also need safe working conditions and sufficient resources to do their 

job properly and to minimize the amount of stress. According to the

HCW may face in addition to stress and anxiety, burnout, depression and 

PTSD
2
 . In the course of a pandemic, medical staff may have to stay in 

prolonged quarantine, being separated from their families. The fear of 

getting infected and spreading the virus to loved ones puts extreme pressure 

on mental stability and the well-being of healthcare professionals, who are 

forced to stay away from their families or work overtime. They also go 

through moments with a deep emotional impact, being the only ones close 

to the sick, who are not allowed to be visited. Often, nurses are the ones 

holding the patients' hands or standing next to them as they take their last 

breath. Outside the workplace and in addition to already being burdened by 

the overwhelming situation during a pandemic, HCW may be stigmatized 

and avoided by society because people make assumptions and believe that 

they could carry the virus, which can make HCW feel marginalized just 

because they do their job. For these reasons, it is important for healthcare 

professionals to receive support from family, friends, colleagues and the 

institution, as "social rejection or isolation was associated with poorer 

mental health outcomes" (STUIJFZAND et al., 2020 : 13). 

 

Conclusion 

 In conclusion, the psychological consequences of a pandemic are an 

important issue and they must be given great importance, because they 

affect a considerable number of people, and most of them do not seek help 

for various reasons. 
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Abstract: Carol I, King of Romania (1839-1914) strove to bring a Western outlook into a 

country still dominated by an Oriental mindset. He imposed his will and became an arbiter 
of Romanian politics because ―he possessed those qualities of which Romanians were 

totally deprived‖ as Liberal minister Ion G. Duca (1879-1933) wrote. He was 

characterised by punctuality and a strong sense of duty. He was an austere, dutiful,     

strong-willed king who did not indulge in personal pleasures. Described as an excellent 

politician, Carol I helped Romania gain its independence and raise its prestige.

I.Introduction  

Carol I is the man from whom everything started: the Royal Family, 

the modern state, the independent and sovereign country. One by one, year 

after year, under the reign of this European King, Romania acquired 

economic stability and became a modern country. A book about the Royal 

House that has reached a century and a half of existence can only begin with 

the fundamental construction work of King Carol. Today, Romania is one of 

the members of the European Union, the worthy family of free nations. 

 

II.The covenant  

On May 10, 1866, Charles I made the following covenant:  

 
òChosen by the nation Lord of the Romanians, I left without hesitation, both the 

homeland and the family, to respond to the call of this people who entrusted me with their 

destinies. By setting foot on this sacred land, I became Romanian. Accepting the plebiscite 

imposes great debts on me, I know. I hope I'll be given to complete them. I bring you a 

faithful heart, righteous thoughts, a strong will to do good, a boundless devotion to my new 

homeland, and that invincible respect for the law, which I have picked up on the example of 

mine. Citizen today, tomorrow, if need be, soldier, I will share with you the good fate as 

well as the bad.ò 

 

III. Romanian society in the time of Carol I
2
 

May 10, which became in 2015 a national holiday by the vote of the 

country's Parliament, has three meanings in the history of Romania:  

× May 10, 1866: oath taking by Carol I, as Sovereign King of Romania, 

before the Constituent Assembly. The ruler swore that he would be 

faithful to the laws of the country, that he would guard the religion of 

the Romanians, the integrity of their territory and that he would rule as a 

constitutional sovereign.

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× May 10, 1877: Romanian Independence (Parliament voted the law to 

abolish the tribute to the High Gate, and the king promulgated it; the 

motion voted by the Chamber, with 79 votes in favour and two 

abstentions, was called "Romania's Absolute Independence") 

× May 10, 1881: the proclamation of the kingdom, which brought on the 

map of Europe an independent and sovereign state, with the name of 

Romania. The National Order of the Star of Romania was established on 

May 10, 1877, the National Order of the Romanian Crown was 

established on March 14, 1881, and the Order of Carol I, the most 

important state decoration in the history of Romania, was established on 

May 10, 1906. Before we talk about the King's childhood and 

adolescence, let's remember together some dates from the reign of King 

Carol I: 

In 1866, the Union of Romanian Principalities was threatened with 

annulment. Only the coming to the vacant throne of a king from a 

prestigious European dynasty saved the fragile institutional construction 

begun in 1859 by patriotic statesmen.  

During his reign, Romania gained independence from the Ottoman 

Empire, thus becoming a sovereign state. Proclaimed on May 10, 1877, 

independence was achieved following the Russo-Romanian-Turkish War of 

1877ï1878, through the struggle of the Romanian army led by king Carol, 

and was recognized by the Great Powers at the Congress of Berlin. Romania 

became an independent and sovereign kingdom in 1881 (independence 

proclaimed by the act of the Berlin Congress).  

 June 29 / July 11 1866: The Constituent Assembly adopts the country's 

first Constitution, one of the most advanced of all time.  

 

National monetary system 

In 1867 the national monetary system was introduced and in 1870 

the first gold, silver and copper coins were minted in the country, with the 

establishment of the State Mint. Until that year, most coins had been minted 

abroad, especially in Birmingham. Due to the lack of national currency prior 

to 1870, all taxes and customs were paid directly in gold; foreign gold was 

frequently used, such as the 20 French franc coin (worth 20 lei), the Turkish 

lira (22.70), the old Russian imperial (20.60) and the English sovereigns 

(25.22). 

On September 15, 1867, Carol I became an honorary member of the 

Romanian Academic Society, established by Royal Decree in 1867, which 

became the Romanian Academy on March 30 / April 12, 1879.  

 

Normal School 

In 1867, the Normal School "Carol I" was founded. The movement 

produced in the public opinion by great scholars of the time made the 

Minister of Cults and Public Instruction, Dimitrie Gusti, submit the ruler a 

report proposing ñto organize in Bucharest a preparatory school, in which to 

admit a larger number of teacher candidates, taken from each stateò. 

Following this request, king Carol signed the decree establishing the Normal 
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School in Bucharest, approving the proposed commission for the 

preparation of works and the organization of the school. Since the Normal 

School did not have its own premises in Bucharest, the Cernescu houses 

were rented. The rent and the necessary expenses for the installation were 

paid for by King Carol from his private box. 

On May 11, 1868, the Romanian Philharmonic Society was set up. 

The society also had a hidden purpose, being doubled by a secret peddling 

association of political and social ideas, such as the union of the 

Principalities, the introduction of universal suffrage, the stability of equality 

before the law, the liberation of the gypsies, etc. The company also focused 

on the creation of its own generation of actors with European level training. 

The main problems he faced in his short career (1833-1837) were financial.  

 

Railway lines
1
 

On October 31, 1869, the Bucharest-Giurgiu railway line was 

officially inaugurated, respectively the first station of Bucharest, Filaret 

Railway Station. In 1906, the Romanian railway network would reach 3,180 

km. This rail link was mainly important for freight transport, as it allowed 

the transport of agricultural products from the interior of the country to the 

Danube and further to the Black Sea.  On the other hand, it served to supply 

the Romanian capital with imported finished products.  

On September 25, 1872, the North Railway Station in Bucharest was 

inaugurated (called until 1888 "T©rgoviĸtii Railway Station") and in the 

same year the Bucharest Railway Workshops started their activity.   

In 1879, the first railway line that connected Transylvania to 

Bucharest was put into use, by inaugurating the Ploieĸti - Predeal line and 

the junction with the Braĸov - Predeal railway. 

 

The horse-drawn tram  

On december 26, 1872, the horse-drawn tram was introduced in 

Bucharest. The horse-drawn trams were yellow. If people were caught 

without a ticket, they were forced to pay for the trip, but as the speed of the 

horse-drawn trams was slow, many jumped off the moving tram. Horse-

drawn trams had a capacity of 20-25 passengers, ran for about 10 minutes 

and, between 6 and 10 pm, they were always full.  

 

Peles Castle
2
 

September 25, 1883 marked the inauguration of Peles Castle in 

Sinaia, the cradle of the Romanian Dynasty. The palace was erected by King 

Carol I with money from his personal coffers. Peles Castle was built at the 

initiative of King Carol I, to serve as a summer residence, invested with 

political, cultural and symbolic functions. 

 After 1914, Peles Castle continued to exercise its function of representation 

and museum. The most important event organized in Sinaia and hosted by 

Peles Castle until the abdication of King Michael, in December 1947, was 
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related to the celebration of the castle's semicentenary in 1933 by King 

Charles II (1930-1940). Between January and March 1948, the castle was 

closed by order of the communist authorities, and the heritage assets were 

inventoried. Most of the collections of paintings, furniture, textiles, pieces of 

decorative art and books were transferred to the Art Museum in the capital. 

From 1953, the castle became a National Museum, open to the general 

public, while the other buildings located on the Peles estate, such as the 

Peles castles, the private residence of the second royal couple, Ferdinand I 

and Maria, and Foiĸor, the former Hunting House of the first King of 

Romania and the residence of kings Carol II and Mihai I will become 

houses of creation and rest for writers, musicologists and plastic artists. 

 

Muslim community
1
 

On 1/13 May, 1885, the autocephaly of the Romanian Orthodox 

Church, and Muslim was recognized by the Ecumenical Patriarchate of 

Constantinople. The land on which the mosque now stands was another 

Turkish mosque in the past - the Mahmudia. The foundation stone of this 

mosque was laid by King Carol I as a sign of gratitude to the Muslim 

community. For this reason, the mosque bears the name of the sovereign. 

Construction began in 1910 and was completed in 1913, designed by Victor 

ἧtefŁnescu, whose signature can be found in the courtyard carved in stone.  

 

Carol I Bridge

In September 1895, the Carol I Bridge from Cernavoda was 

inaugurated, built at the initiative of the king. At that time, the bridge over 

the Danube was the longest bridge in continental Europe. The first section 

of the railway to the Black Sea coast was the one between ConstanἪa and 

Cernavoda, built in 1860, before Dobrogea was ceded to Romania. After the 

war of independence and the annexation of Dobrogea in 1879 the 

construction of the Bucharest-CiulniἪa-FeteἨti section began.

Between 1895 and 1910, the port of ConstanŞa was modernized. The 

main port city of Romania and one of the most appreciated seaside resorts, 

ConstanŞa has a unique cultural, multiethnic and religious heritage.  

 

The Casino of ConstanŞa 

A remarkable monument of Art Nouveau architecture, it has a story 

whose beginnings are recorded in 1880, immediately after the return of 

Dobrogea under the Romanian administration, after the War of 

Independence. The wooden building of the Casino was destroyed by a 

strong storm in 1891, so that at the beginning of 1892 the demolition was 

approved. The new premises of the Casino were moved from the Genoese 

Lighthouse to the port area. 
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IV. Conclusion 

Carol is described in the literature of the time as a short man, but of 

great dignity. He imposed respect in a world full of uncertainty and made 

his small kingdom a respected and stable state. He was a distant, severe and 

measured sovereign, enjoying exceptional authority. He had a vocation as a 

leader and led Romania in difficult political and historical moments, which 

he crossed with courage.  

In the will written with his own hand, on October 10, 1914, Carol I 

expressed his desire for his body to be buried  

 

ñnear the church of the Court of ArgeἨ, rebuilt by me, and which can become the tomb of 
the Romanian dynasty, however, when the capital of the Kingdom will ask that my ashes 

remain in the midst of my beloved Bucharest, then my burial at Curtea de ArgeἨ will be 

temporary, until a mausoleum is built on a hill around the city, where a boulevard can be 

opened ò (Scurtu: 2004).

Commonly known as the ñViking longshipò, these vessels were 

originally invented and used by the Norsemen to sail both rivers and oceans. 

The origin of this vessel can be traced to the dugout canoe, which was made 

from a hollowed log. Letôs look at how they were made. They were made 

from large old trees, especially oak. The planks were rived and placed one 

on top of the other creating the hull, and they would overlap each other, 

making the hull stronger. The planks were then riveted with wrought iron 

rivets and roves, which added support for ribs and thwarts and at the end, 

the hull was waterproofed with a caulking of tarred cowôs hair. 

Now, letôs look at some key characteristics. The hull of the ship was 

thin yet strong, being as thin as 2.5 centimeters, and this is due to the fact 

that rived planks are much stronger than sawed ones. The vessel itself was 

very light, weighing about 20 tons, which resulted in a ship that could be 

beached very easily, carried across land or even used as rooftops while in 

encampment. They were symmetrical, which gave them a lot of versatility at 

both avoiding bad weather at sea or in warfare. The longships were pretty 

fast for that time, with average speeds between 5-10 knots (9.3-18.5 km/h), 

and reaching a top speed of 15 knots under favorable conditions. 

Why are they relevant? 

A lot of the achievements of the Norsemen such as the expansions 

far beyond their borders in Russia, Iceland, the settlement in America, the 

ñViking ageò and all of its effects upon the development of the English 

society and culture could be attributed to the longships, which made sailing 

the seas more viable and accessible to them. 

The cultural importance of the longships 

For the Norsemen, the longship was not just a tool or a means of 

transportation, it was also a status symbol, it reflected wealth and 

personality, and it was so important, that they were even buried with them. 

They tried to decorate them with different carvings, or sculptures, thus 

giving birth to the iconic ĂDrakkarò or the Ădragonò, or Ăthe serpentò. It had 

carvings of menacing beasts or a serpentôs head on the prow, and it was 

used generally for raids. 

The legacy 

The longships influenced the design for many boats during the 11th 

and 12th centuries, influencing both the Anglo-Saxons and the French. Their 

most lasting legacy are the method and skills used to make boats, which are 

still used in todayôs ship making worldwide. 

The Airplane 

Thanks to Leonardo da Vinci, air transportation is now something 

we take for granted. It has had such a huge impact on our day to day life, 

from fighting in wars to moving cargo faster than any other means of 

transportation. 

There have been many attempts at manned flight, even before and 

after da Vinci sketched up his ñflying machineò, but the Wright brothers 

figured out a way to do just that in 1903, when the first ñheavier-than-air 

flightò was recorded. 

Airplanes saw limited use in World War I, due to the technical 

limitations of that time period, serving as a testbed for use as a weapon, but 
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as technology progressed, airplanes became more and more similar to 

todayôs idea of a plane. Airplane usage became significantly larger, as 

aircraft technology continued to develop. 

After the war, engineers in the aeronautical industry began to focus 

on improving aircraft. Extensive research began on lighter, stronger 

materials, better aerodynamics, more efficient engines and improved safety, 

as planes began to be used extensively in commercial flight. Aeronautical 

design had a great influence on other industrial areas as well. The first 

example that comes to mind is the general direction of the design of many 

automobiles, mainly American, both in the 1950s and the early 1960s. 

Since the 1960s, more efficient engines have become available. 

Concorde provided supersonic passenger service for more than two decades, 

but the most important lasting innovations have taken place in 

instrumentation and control. The arrival of new technologies made it 

possible for pilots to navigate much more accurately and view terrain, 

obstructions, and other nearby aircraft on a map or through synthetic vision, 

even at night or in low visibility.  

Due to the complexity of operating an airplane, many safety 

measures have been taken to increase the safety of passengers onboard 

commercial, private and military aircraft. This has resulted in air 

transportation being regarded as one of the safest means of transportation. 

Ever since the first flight of the Wright brothers, the improvement and rapid 

increase in use of the airplane has created a ripple effect throughout many 

industries and arts. Even though itôs something we take for granted, planes 

have had a great influence on our society and have helped us progress. 

 

Conclusion 

As mathematician Jacob Bronowski once said: ñThe series of 

inventions, by which man from age to age has remade his environment, is a 

different kind of evolution - not biological, but cultural evolution.ò 

Science and culture are both different sides of the same coin we call 

civilization. In the examples presented, the coin managed to land on its rim. 

They both had a cultural impact because they managed to break the 

boundaries of mankind and, because they were manmade, we should call 

them small steps in cultural progress. And moreover, as the first example of 

engineering known in history is the invention of the wheel, we can safely 

assume that engineering was the birth of civilization. 
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Abstract: This paper intends to explain how previously unrelated phenomena such as the 

extroversion-introversion personality dimension and the separation anxiety disorder 
became linked and increasingly relevant in the context of a worldwide emergency situation. 

By backing up empirical claims that have gained traction during the pandemic with verified 

studies collected as far back as the pandemic’s first week, this paper intends to contribute 

to emphasizing and raising awareness for the severe psychological effects that the 

extroverted and the emotionally unstable suffer during such events, as well as any lingering 

post-pandemic effects. 
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Context 

Described by the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental 

Disorders (DSM-V) as ñDevelopmentally inappropriate and excessive fear 

or anxiety concerning separation from those to whom the individual is 

attachedò, separation anxiety has been a problem for a significant number of 

people. In recent years, therapy has advanced to a point where treating or, at 

the very least, alleviating the negative effects of this disorder has become 

more and more successful. However, on March 11th, the World Health 

Organization (WHO) announced a pandemic of severe acute respiratory 

syndrome (SARS) coronavirus disease (COVID-19). Alongside the 

introduction of mandatory face masks and the maintaining of proper hygiene 

were also more severe changes in our lifestyles, such as forced physical 

distancing rules, quarantine and self-isolation. This event would then reveal 

important aspects of psychological differences between people, and also 

varying reactions to crises and dramatic changes in their lifestyle. The 

reaction to this new state of emergency varied wildly from state to state, 

culture to culture, and even person to person. For most of us, a sudden and 

radical change of how we conduct our day to day activities resulted in 

negative psychological effects. For a select few among us, however, this 

new situation required great sacrifices, as many of their intrinsic needs 

simply became impossible to satisfy any longer. 

Personality differences: advantages and disadvantages 

C.G. Jung describes in Psychologische Typen an aspect of 

personality that has remained relevant to this day: the introversion-

extroversion axis. In 2020, restrictions related to physical contact with other 

people, hygiene and a change in daily activities have proven that not every 

person can easily cope when the world suddenly changes to combat a deadly 

virus. While personality types are not inherently advantageous or 
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disadvantageous themselves, when comparing peopleôs reactions in a crisis, 

certain differences become obvious: introverts generally only require a bare 

minimum of social interaction to function, prefer environments with low 

stimulation, are more likely to pay attention to hygiene due to being more 

inwardly focused, and can easily adapt to a lack of physical interaction. On 

the other hand, extroverts have a much harder time when socialising and 

physical contact are limited: they often require constant social interaction to 

maintain a healthy level of happiness and wellbeing, they prefer 

environments that provide excitement and high stimulation, are statistically 

less likely to properly maintain their personal hygiene, and cannot thrive in 

situations with a lack of physical interactions, often suffering side-effects 

(such as developing loneliness or depression). (C.G. JUNG, 1921) 

During the pandemic and subsequent lockdown, empirical 

observations and claims that introverts were coping with the changes in 

lifestyle much better than their extroverted counterparts gained significant 

traction on social websites and in other online media. The fact that people 

reacted differently to the new rules and restrictions was more or less 

obvious, and it attracted researchersô attention due to the possibility that 

personality might be an important factor when trying to predict a personôs 

behaviour during difficult situations. 

The five factor model 

The five factor model, which describes personality by breaking it up into 

five aspects (openness, conscientiousness, extraversion, agreeableness, 

neuroticism) that influence decision-making and attitudes, has also proved 

to be a major point of interest when investigating the link between 

personality types and reactions to crises. Some of the most relevant results 

and discoveries such studies have brought are: 

 Neuroticism related processes such as disease worrying predict 

hygiene during pandemics. (LIAO et al. , 2011) 

 Extroversion and low neuroticism may predict oral hygiene. 

(KRESSIN et al., 1999) 

 Aspects of neuroticism, conscientiousness and agreeableness predict 

HIV risk behaviour. (TROBST, 2002) 

 Neuroticism can predict behaviour when dealing with the possibility 

of sexually transmitted infection. (MOTTUS, 2012) 

 Conscientiousness and agreeableness may predict adaptive 

behaviour in pandemics. (WITT, 2002) 

 Aspects of neuroticism (sensitivity) and conscientiousness (self-

efficacy) can be used to predict peopleôs fear-appeal susceptibility. 

(WITTE, 1992) 

Extroversion and conscientiousness traits have been observed to impact 

behaviour and mental health the most in the event of a global pandemic, 

resulting in a situation that preys on those with social contact needs, as well 

as those who naturally feel a desire to respect norms and social rules. 

Genetic and situational development. Temperamental differences 

Under normal circumstances, separation anxiety is less common to 

appear in an extroverted personôs life, due to their naturally closer 

relationships with those they care about. Depending on a personôs 
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attachment type, losing frequent contact with the person they are attached to 

can gradually make a separation anxiety disorderôs symptoms more and 

more visible, up until the point where losing contact with most (if not all) of 

their friends or family can cause catastrophic effects on a personôs mental 

health. The attachment type, can have three forms:  

 type A, which commonly involves rejection of others and avoiding 

feelings related to the relationship with other significant people in 

their lives; 

 type B, which involves a close, healthy relationship between the 

person and other people they care about; 

 type C, which involves a personôs indifference to others around him, 

often evolving into a hostile, distant behaviour if the separationôs 

emotional impact reaches a breaking point. (AINSWORTH, 1978) 

Between these three attachment types, A and C are the ones with the 

highest risk of developing an anxiety disorder as part of the negative 

psychological effects such attachments entail: statistically, the chances are 

more than doubled. 

In explaining the process of developing separation anxiety, researchers 

describe it as being either genetically transmitted or as a direct result of 

exposure to an event with a particularly strong emotional impact upon the 

person (such as the loss of a loved one). Environmental variables are 

mentioned as an additional factor that can influence this process: natural 

disasters, poor living conditions or other exceptional events (such as 

infectious outbreaks) can speed up the process and increase the chances of 

developing an anxiety disorder. Some temperamental types are mentioned as 

having higher chances of developing a certain type of attachment (anxious 

attachment types), and by extension, a separation anxiety disorder when 

contact with the desired person is no longer possible. (WARREN, 1997) 

Discussion and future directions 

A number of factors have contributed to this particular disorderôs spread 

during the pandemic, with multiple warning signs appearing from a variety 

of sources: telephone help services reported an increase of calls, most of 

them no longer able to support such a large number of callers. 28% of 

women and 16% of men suffered from loneliness during the pandemic 

(Australian Bureau of Statistics, Household impacts of COVID-19), while 

50% felt that COVID-19 had negatively affected their level of stress of 

anxiety, and 24% felt isolated and didnôt know where to find support 

(UNICEF). 

Varying reactions to a persistent source of stress are normal, given the 

differences between us. Understanding the source of these differences can 

often be key in developing new ways to help those in need, or to suppress 

judgement on those who are dealing with a much harder time than others. 

Personality types, as well as environmental factors, create a unique set of 

requirements for each person. Living during a time period where the same 

social norms are imposed upon everyone, regardless of what their specific 

needs are, is bound to reach a breaking point eventually. While fighting to 

preserve public health during the pandemic, extroverts have often been 

collateral damage. Suffering changes that threaten their intrinsic way to 
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function on a daily basis, many have felt anger, confusion or even sadness. 

Losing the things that make you happy can be just as impactful as any other 

illness, and a grim reminder of the things many take for granted. 

With the health concerns being on the forefront most times, 

psychological effects have quickly been either ignored or underestimated. 

This has led to a resurgence of mental health awareness in online media, 

with multiple campaigns that aimed to spread information about what a lack 

of psychological well-being can mean, and how to reach out for help in 

those circumstances. Keeping personality types in mind, there can be many 

sources of stress that cause a lack of general happiness: whether it be a lack 

of intimacy and contact for extroverts, a constant push to respect the many 

social norms for conscientious people, or a frequent worry for the othersô 

health that those with a high level of neuroticism tend to manifest. The 

pandemic has changed the rules in many cases, with certain mental health 

problems appearing much more commonly, and forcing both researchers 

and therapists to re-evaluate their methodology and re-invent their approach 

to ensuring all of us can function at our optimal levels. 

Correlations between individual personality differences and our view on 

our personal health are only beginning to form after a severe lack of data on 

the subject. Luckily, the COVID-19 pandemic has provided a gold mine of 

scientific data at which researches could previously only dream of 

obtaining. The process of analysing the data and generalizing results to 

possible future situations should hopefully allow us to become better 

prepared when it comes to offering support for those of us that are the 

weakest in these situations. 
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Summary: We are facing a world health crisis which has affected each and every person in 
ways which were unimaginable years ago. One of the biggest impacts was on the economy, 

which is said to have suffered its most significant setback since the Great Depression. The 

effects of the pandemic on people’s mental health are also detrimental. Even for people 

who have not contacted the virus, lockdown measures have increased feelings of loneliness, 

isolation, and anxiety, as active people have been forced to  make drastic lifestyle changes. 
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Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, students, educators, and 

parents alike have had to face a lot of challenges in their everyday lives.

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Abstract: Some musicians share characteristics with some of the pathological tendencies 

found in DSM-5 for the obsessive compulsive disorder, such as: obsessive repetitions of 

songs, lyrics or parts of the songs until they are performed perfectly. Although there have 
been studies conducted in the past regarding musicians suffering from OCD or other 

related disorders on the anxiety spectrum, there is not much new information regarding 

artists suffering from obsessional repetitions in the field of music. 

This article presents a new paradigm, namely the obsessive rehearsal disorder (ORD) and 

talks about an ongoing study about obsessive-compulsive disorder, negative perfectionism 

and ORD among musicians. In my research I would like to demonstrate that there is a link 

between these three concepts.  

My approach is also intended to be a contribution to the popularization of the basic notions 

about this rather common disorder, in order to educate people in the spirit of compassion, 

acceptance and empathy towards people facing these issues. 

Musicians who suffer from OCD and negative perfectionism might have a higher risk of 

suffering from ORD.

Introduction  
This article aims to talk about an ongoing quantitative quasi-

experimental research study that uses the survey as a method and the 

structured questionnaire as a tool with items measured on the Likert scale 

with 3 aspects: the obsessive rehearsal disorder (ORD), the obsessive 

compulsive disorder (OCD) and the negative perfectionism.  

In this study we will apply the structured questionnaire-based survey 

which is designed specifically for finding the individuals who are suffering 

from ORD. The research study aims to find musicians suffering with OCD 

and a negative level of perfectionism. We will select only the individuals 

who meet these two criteria.  

The questionnaire will be applied to students (singers) studying 

music with ages between 18 and 50 years old.  

The theoretical objective of this article is to present the new 

paradigm - the obsessive rehearsal disorder and the practical objectives are 

to firstly discover if there are more people facing these issues and to 

demonstrate that there is a link between ORD, OCD and negative 

perfectionism. 

 

What is the meaning behind obsessive rehearsal disorder?

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Obsessive rehearsal disorder is a possible new disorder, related to 

the obsessive-compulsive disorder, which is part of the anxiety disorder. It 

has distinct characteristics and is not found in the DSM-5 or mentioned by 

other professional bodies.  

The literature does not mention such symptoms regarding the real 

auditory imagery besides the auditory hallucinations found in schizophrenia 

or other mental illnesses and the stuck song syndrome, known also as 

earworms, which is a form of musical obsession. Few cases have been 

reported. Thus, the literature does not present much research regarding this 

matter
1
. Bicknell Jeanette Ph.D., (2011)

, mentions in her article from 

Psychology today that some musicians might suffer from an abnormal level 

of passion known as obsessive passion. This notion could also be taken into 

consideration in my study in the future.  

The obsessive rehearsal disorder is different from the stuck song 

syndrome through a series of symptoms and repetitive behaviours until the 

compulsions are satisfied and the patient is no longer in distress. The 

obsessive repetitions of songs, parts of the songs, and other musical imagery 

are real and come after or during rehearsal or after listening to different 

songs or parts of the songs. These musical images may be linked to the 

emotions through memory and recalling past events. 

Theoretical context 

‖Obsessions are persistent and uncontrollable thoughts, impulses, or images that 

are intrusive, unwanted and disturbing.  In response to the distress created by these 

obsessions, people with OCD perform certain mental or physical compulsions or rituals.‖3 

 
‖Negative perfectionism is unremitting and compulsive behavior in the process of 

striving to meet one's goals. We proposed that 4 types of negative or excessive behavior 
result from negative perfectionism in organizational settings: compulsive behavior, 

neurotic behavior, imposter behavior, and narcissistic behavior.‖4 

  

As described by Terry-Short, Owens, Slade, and Dewey (1995), 

normal perfectionism is defined as the attempt to achieve reasonable and 

realistic standards that lead to a sense of self-satisfaction and increased self-

esteem; whilst neurotic perfectionism is a tendency to seek excessively high 

standards and is motivated by fear of failure and concern about the 

disappointment of others. Similarly, other authors have distinguished 

between positive and negative perfectionism. 

On the other hand, positive perfectionism is a perfectionist behaviour 

that is a function of positive reinforcement and includes the desire to address 

stimuli.

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Hypotheses 

I.  Music artists share characteristics with some of the pathological 

tendencies found in DSM-5, such as: obsessive repetitions of 

songs, lyrics or parts of the songs until they are performed 

perfectly. 

II.  Some of the artists start over when they make a mistake, much 

like other people suffering with OCD. For example, when they 

make a mistake in counting or performing their tics, they must 

start over from the beginning, otherwise they are in distress 

which might show that there is a link between OCD, negative 

perfectionism and obsessive rehearsal disorder (ORD). 

III.  The level and type of perfectionism is directly proportional to 

the level of auditory acuity.  

 These hypotheses question the relation between the level of 

perfectionism and the level of ORD. 

 The level of ORD depends on the artistôs level of musical abilities 

and auditory parameters. If the artists present a level close to perfect 

hearing, as well as high musical  abilities, the probability of them suffering 

with OCD or a type of abnormal perfectionism is higher.  

 The level of perfectionism might be correlated with the level of the 

artistôs auditory abilities. Those artists who have perfect pitch could be more 

likely to suffer with related disorders from the anxiety spectrum, such as 

OCD, general anxiety and stage fright - and be more conscious about their 

mistakes while performing.  

 Thus, there might be an interdependence between the level of 

perfectionism and anxiety manifested through OCD and ORD.  

Subjects 

Regarding the subjects of this study, the sampling is pseudo-random, 

the targeted subjects being part of the population of students at the 

conservatory and the music faculties.  

Case study 

 Through naturalistic observation of A. I. (23 years old), a young 

musician suffering from OCD and negative perfectionism, I found out that 

he might be also suffering from obsessive rehearsal disorder. I observed him 

at home, being his flatmate during university studies. A. is a singer and I 

had the privilege to listen to him rehearse or compose at his piano. He told 

me that he breathes through music and that he loves composing and 

listening to music so much that he could spend hours without taking any 

breaks. Oftentimes, he forgets about eating or taking care of his personal 

hygiene. He confessed that he told his therapist about the fact that 

sometimes he forgets to drink water or eat because of the flow in which he 

finds himself during rehearsals. From a young age his parents observed 

unusual behaviours regarding his love for music. For many years it was very 

hard for them to understand his peculiar behaviour and to accept him the 

way he is.  

Starting from these observations I wanted to find out if there are 

other cases of musicians suffering from OCD and music related obsessions. 

Other musicians suffering from OCD and possibly from ORD 
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Anton Bruckner  
 
‖Composer Anton Bruckner had many obsessions, and, amid countless neuroses, the 

symptoms of OCD were clearly recognizable. He had the compulsion to count things continually, 
which also included counting rhythms and measures in his music. He also fancied viewing corpses 
and attended many funerals of strangers. In fact, he attended the exhumation of Beethoven’s corpse in 
1888. Poor Bruckner also had serious self-doubts concerning his ability as a composer, in fact, he 

obsessively revised his works.‖1

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Abstract: After 90 years of its existence, the Commonwealth is an important organization 

which remains a major force for change in the world today. Dating back from 1931, the 

Commonwealth is a voluntary association of 54 independent countries, all of which were 

formerly under the British rule. The London Declaration in 1949, modernised the 

community and established the member states as "free and equal", with no legal obligations 

to one another, but connected through their use of the English language and historical ties. 

Their stated shared values of democracy, human rights and the rule of law are enshrined in 
the Commonwealth Charter  and promoted by the  Commonwealth Games.

Introduction  

The Commonwealth consists of 54 countries working together for 

prosperity, democracy and peace and the symbol of this association is 

Queen Elizabeth II, known for this reason as Head of the Commonwealth. In 

fact she is the head of state of 16 member states, known as 

the Commonwealth realms, while 33 other members are republics and 5 

others have different monarchs (Brunei, Eswatini, Lesotho, Tonga, 

Malaysia). This international organization is spanning every geographical 

region, religion and culture. It exists to foster international co-operation and 

trade links between people all over the world.  

Commonwealth countries are diverse ï they are amongst the worldôs 

biggest, smallest, richest and poorest countries. Leaders of member 

countries shape Commonwealth policies and priorities. Every 2 years, they 

meet to discuss issues affecting the Commonwealth and the wider world at 

the Commonwealth Heads of Government Meeting (CHOGM)

. Each 

member country has a say. This makes sure even the smallest countries have 

a voice in shaping the Commonwealth.

The origin of the Commonwealth   
The idea of voluntary association of countries dates back from 1884, 

when Lord Rosebery, a British politician, described the change of the 

British Empire as a "Community of Nations". From 1887 onwards, 

conferences of British prime ministers and colonies were organized, leading 

to the creation of "Imperial Conferences" in the third decade of the twentieth 

century. The official organization of the Commonwealth was based on these

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colonies and especially of the dominions was recognized. The Dominions 

and other territories of the British Empire gradually became fully 

independent of the United Kingdom. India, independent since 1947, wanted 

to become a republic which didn't owe allegiance to the British king or 

queen, but it also wanted to stay a member of the Commonwealth. At a 

Commonwealth Prime Ministers meeting in London in 1949, the London 

Declaration said that republics and other countries could be part of the 

Commonwealth. And so, the modern Commonwealth of Nations was born. 

King George VI was the first Head of the Commonwealth, and 

Queen Elizabeth II became Head when he died. But the British king or 

queen is not automatically Head of the Commonwealth. The 

Commonwealth member countries choose who becomes Head of the 

Commonwealth.  

 

The modern Commonwealth 

Today, the Commonwealth continues to play an important social and 

political role in the world, as a major association of countries. Since 1949 

independent countries from Africa, America, Asia, Europe and the Pacific 

have joined the Commonwealth. The last 2 countries to join the 

Commonwealth - Rwanda and Mozambique - have no historical ties to the 

British Empire.

 Of the 54 countries in the Commonwealth, 31 are small 

states, 25 of which are island nations, with a population of 1.5 million or 

lower. The Commonwealth is also home to the second largest country in the 

world ï India, which has a population of 1,353,014,094. By contrast, the 

smallest nation is Nauru, which  has a tiny population of just 10,000 people, 

but this has not held it back from being the most successful country at the 

Commonwealth Games. Nowadays the majority of the Commonwealthôs 

population is young: 60% of 2.4 bilion people is under the age of 29. In fact, 

1 in 3 young people between the ages of 15 and 29 live in Commonwealth 

countries ï that is 640 million people. 

"The Commonwealth symbolizes the transformation of the Crown 

from an emblem of dominion into a symbol of free and voluntary 

association. In all history this has no precedent"  spoke The Queen, in 1977. 

Structure: 

Head of the Commonwealth: Queen Elizabeth II, "Head of the 

Commonwealth" As specified in the London Declaration, Queen Elizabeth 

is the "Head of the Commonwealth", a title that is attached to that of Queen. 

On the death of the British monarch, his successor does not automatically 

become the Head of the Commonwealth.

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governments and countries. It is responsible to member governments 

collectively. The secretariat organises Commonwealth summits, meetings of 

ministers, consultative meetings and technical discussions. It assists policy 

development and provides policy advice, and facilitates multilateral 

communication among the member governments. It also provides technical 

assistance to help governments in the social and economic development of 

their countries and in support of the Commonwealth's fundamental political 

values. The secretariat is headed by the Commonwealth Secretary-General, 

who is elected by Commonwealth heads of government for no more than 

two four-year terms. 

The Royal Family's Involvement: 

To support the Commonwealth's work, leading members of the British 

royal family are regularly asked to undertake official visits to 

Commonwealth countries, at the request of the UK's Foreign Office. Royals 

also often attend events and engagements with ties to the Commonwealth 

and its associated organizations. 

The royals are also very much involved in some of the Commonwealth's 

organizations. The Queen's Commonwealth Canopy, for example, was 

founded in 2015 to "mark Her Majesty The Queenôs service to the 

Commonwealth while conserving indigenous forests for future generations," 

per its website; the Queen and other royals continue to attend events 

supporting its work. And the Royal Commonwealth Society, which 

celebrated its 150th anniversary in 2018, has named Camilla, Duchess of 

Cornwall is inaugural Vice-Patron. Prior to stepping back from their roles as 

working royals, Prince Harry and Meghan Markle seemed poised to take on 

significant responsibilities in Commonwealth organizations.

Conclusion:  

The Commonwealth is a continuation of an extremely vast and powerful 

empire, described by many historians as hegemonic, which later evolved 

into a voluntary state organization. The Commonwealth is constantly 

growing and it amplifies the voice of African nations, providing it with an 

additional means of lobbying major donors and diplomatic players like the 

UK, India and Canada. It also provides a potential framework for resolving 

disputes between African members.  

The Commonwealth of Nations was traditionally made up of states 

formerly under the rule of the British Empire, but is now open to anyone 

who wants to join, on a case-by-case basis. 

At its birth in 1931, the Commonwealth consisted of five states. Now, it 

has 54 members. The newest country is Rwanda, who joined in 2009, while 

in February 2018, Gambia was re-admitted after it left in 2013. 
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Abstract: Our paper is a presentation of the women’s status, rights and limitations starting 
with appointing women to political positions in 2013 for the first time in Saudi Arabia’s 

history and  ending with granting a lawyer license to the first Saudi female lawyer last 

January.  

Saudi Arabia’s new policies are promising steps on the road to women’s full 

participation in the society. However, women still make up less than 16 percent of the 

national workforce. This represents an enormous source of untapped potential for the 

Kingdom. 

The ban on women’s driving is one of the biggest obstacles women still face and 

deal with every day. Legislative, social, educational, and occupational constraints prevent 

women from fully participating in the development process of their country. Overcoming 

these constraints will be essential if the Kingdom is to introduce sweeping reforms that 
would enable Saudi women to take a serious part in  developing their country.

1. Women between the basic law of governance and reality 

The kingdom`s government is deemed to advocate for and impose 

sex segregation in its totality. Even though the policy might not be 

discriminatory when assessed from its face value since it is targeting both 

women and men, in reality, it hinders the Saudi women from practising any 

significant public life. The government introduced a commission (that is run 

by the religious police), which is solely responsible for the Promotion of 

Virtue and the Prevention of Vice to keenly monitor and implement sex 

segregation in all the workplaces excluding hospitals and few other places. 

In addition to that, the religious police are mandated with the power to 

apprehend those people who violate the rules that are not approved by the 

laws of the land (which mainly are tribal laws). This goes against Article 8 

in the basic law of governance which states that, the law of Islam is based 

on equality, justice and consultation .Following is a discussion on how there 

are contradictions between the basic law that is promoting gender equality 

in all of its articles and what really happens in real life. Cases of clear 

gender disparity in education and literacy are substantially high in the 

Kingdom.  

Article 13 of the basic law of governance states that, ñThe goal of  

Women's Rights in Saudi Arabia education is to instill the Islamic faith in 

the brains of the young generation and to impart them with knowledge and 

skills so that they become useful members in building their society, who 

love their homeland and be proud of its history ò
2
. Even though the 
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government has made substantial progress on female literacy and education 

in the previous 50 years, there is still much to do. The general model of 

education preserves the discriminative gender roles in which women are 

given class status, which is below that of men . The Kingdom`s policy on 

education stresses that a girl`s education target is to give her the appropriate 

Islamic education that will equip her with the necessary set of skills to 

become a good wife and an excellent mother.  

Based on economic principles in the Kingdom, Article 22 states that, 

social development should be consistent with a systematic plan. Over the 

years, Saudi women have continued to be the victims of marginalization to a 

point where they are almost being faced with total expulsion from the 

workforce in Saudi Arabia . Saudi Arabia is considered to have one of the 

lowest female employment rates in the whole region of the Middle East. It is 

often purported that courtesy of the proceeding importance of values such as 

family modesty and honor, a woman`s involvement in paid labor is a social 

stigma and gainful employment is solely the responsibility of men. 

Although this is changing, especially in the big cities in Saudi Arabia, it is 

still a problem and the numbers show that change is taking a slow pace, as 

we will see in the data analysis section later.  

Article 28 in the basic law of governance states that, ñThe state shall 

provide job opportunities to all able-bodied people and shall enact laws to 

protect both the employee and the employer ò
1
. Of the approximate 

population of 8.4 million women who are of working age, only about 15% 

are employed . This is a pointer that the kingdom has not tapped the full 

potential of its human resource. To some extent, the high level of 

unemployment of adult males in the Kingdom has had an effect on women 

employment. These unemployed males maintain a perception of viewing 

their unemployed female counterparts as rivals in employment 

opportunities. In spite of all these, Saudi women remain confidently 

optimistic that, at some point, they will be given equal opportunities as their 

male counterparts.   

Finally, Article 26 of the basic law of governance in the Kingdom 

states that, ñThe state shall protect human rights in accordance with Islamic 

Shari'a ò
2
. From the previous examples we can tell how many human rights 

are violated.   

Nonetheless, there is a very strong likelihood that the status of 

women in the Kingdom is going to change due to the frequent variations in 

demographic and economic necessities within the Kingdom . 

 

2. The status of women in Saudi Arabia 

On 25th September, 2012 the King Abdullah bin Abdul Aziz issued 

a decree that allowed Saudi women to enter the Consultative Council 

(Majlis Ashura) and be nominated for candidacy in municipal elections.

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This decision was consistent with a series of transformative royal decrees 

issued since King Abdullahôs ascendancy to the throne in 2005.   

It is believed that King Abdullah has pushed to pass laws in favor of 

women and sometimes argued with the religious establishment to give 

women more rights. It was during this period that Saudi women were issued 

national identity cards, policy and legislation were passed in the interests of 

women, and jobs such as in passport administration, civil defense, the state 

human rights commission and the Ministry of Trade and Industry opened up 

to women. 

Women were also made eligible to run for election in the Chamber 

of Commerce and the engineersô and journalistsô unions. In 2009, a woman 

was appointed deputy minister of education (becoming the first woman to 

hold the rank of minister), and another was appointed university director for 

Princess Noura bint Abdul Rahman University.  

Saudi Arabia has two legislative councils that are responsible for 

passing laws. Those are the council of ministers and the consultative 

council.  

In 2013, women joined the consultative council for the first time in 

the kingdomôs history, which was a big step towards acknowledging 

womenôs rights. However, there were doubts whether their involvement 

would influence change. In the next section, I will review some of the laws 

that were passed in favor of women since they joined the council. 

In 2013, the active workforce in Saudi Arabia comprised 10.6 

million people, fewer than half of whom were Saudi nationals
1
. Equally 

important, 85.6 percent of the nationals in the labor force were men. Women 

in the labor force had an unemployment rate of 33.2 percentðnearly five 

times that of men
2
.  

As the Kingdom promotes its Saudization policy, which seeks to 

increase the proportion of Saudi nationals in new competitive jobs, women 

must be supported and encouraged to contribute to their countryôs economy.   

Although female labor participation is limited in Saudi Arabia, Saudi 

women are getting educated as of their male counterparts in all levels of 

education. Over 93% of employed females hold either a secondary 

qualification or a university degree versus around 60% of employed men. In 

fact, 78.3% of the unemployed women are university graduates, while 76% 

of the unemployed men have a secondary education or lower
3
. Social 

pressures and the lack of family support prevent women from entering the 

labor market.  

Today, more than 90 percent of Saudi women actively participating 

in the workforce hold a secondary qualification or a university degree. In 

2013, 48.3 percent of university graduates in Saudi Arabia were women
4
, 

and this rising education level is a major factor in the increase of female 

participation in the labor force (see chart). This is not to say that simply

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getting a degree enables Saudi women to join the workforce, it does not. 

The national education system is not preparing Saudi women for 

competitive jobs in the workforce. As a result, they have been largely 

limited to traditional fields of work such as teaching, service businesses, and 

health care services.  

3. Women and the driving ban  

Saudi Arabia is the only country in the world that does not allow 

women to drive. It is a traditional custom and a social norm that has been 

passed down from one generation to the other. The impact of this policy is 

significant, not only at the economic level, but to the simple every-day life 

level. Our argument here is that womenôs driving is more than a human 

right, it is a religious right and a legal right as well.  

In the beginning, a researcher of Islamic affairs, and a member of the 

Human Rights Association, ñSuhaila Zein al-Abidineò says that Islam does 

not forbid women their rights, and driving is a right. The Kingdom has 

already signed the international convention of non-discrimination against 

women, including the right of movement.  

She said that is no legitimate Islamic text that prohibits women from 

driving a car. The Saudi Arabia is a country that follows the teachings of 

Islam and the principle of Islam that is tolerance. She added that relying on 

drivers has moral, safety and economic risks that are much bigger than those 

posed if women were allowed to drive, so it is an issue of necessity, not a 

luxury.  

Many Sharia experts and sheiks have declared their support for 

lifting the ban on women driving, especially after growing concerns 

regarding drivers and the consequences and problems of recruiting a man 

for each household.  

Sheikh Abdullah al Mutlaq, a professor of Comparative 

Jurisprudence and a former judge of the Court of  Hail in Saudi Arabia, 

made his view explicit on this subject in Okaz newspaper on June 4, 2009. 

He emphasized that there is no legitimate justification that prevents women 

from driving. He also points out the need to launch an awareness campaign 

for young people to respect women who drive and as such to acclimatize 

everyone until it becomes a normal sight. 

According to article sixteen of the traffic laws in Saudi Arabia: ñNo 

driver license can be issued to any person until they pass the driving test. A 

driving test is not required if the person carries a valid and legal 

international driver license.ò
1
   Based on this text, the word ñpersonò 

contained therein is not limited to the male without the female, indicating 

that the fact that driving licenses are issued exclusively to males is not 

supported by any document from the traffic system and its laws. Even when 

I looked at the law in Arabic, they used the word ñshakhsò, which also a 

word that could be used for both genders. 

 

4. The story of Manal al-Sharif

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Manal al-Sharif Saudi is a woman who had been put in jail for 

driving a car in a country where women are not supposed to drive cars. His 

own brother was detained twice, and he was harassed to the point he had to 

quit his job as a geologist, leave the country with his wife and the two-year-

old son just for giving to his sister the keys of the car. Her father had to sit 

in a Friday sermon listening to the imam condemning women drivers and 

calling them prostitutes amongst tons of worshippers, some of them their 

friends and family of his own father. Manal al Sharif was faced with an 

organized defamation campaign in the local media combined with false 

rumors shared in family gatherings, in the streets and in schools. It all hits 

her. And it wasn not about she, and it was not a punishment for taking the 

wheel and driving a few miles. It was a punishment for daring to challenge 

the society's rules! 

But her story goes beyond this moment.  In  May,  2011, Manal al 

Sharif was complaining to a work colleague about the harassments she had 

to face trying to find a ride back home, although she has a car and an 

international driver's license. He broke the good news in her face. "But there 

is no law banning you from driving."  She  looked it up, and he was right. 

There was not an actual law in Saudi Arabia. It was just a custom and 

traditions that are enshrined in rigid religious fatwas and imposed on 

women.  

That realization ignited the idea of June 17, when Manal al-Sharif 

encouraged women to take the wheel and drive. Najla Hariri, a Saudi 

woman in the city of Jeddah drove a car and she announced but she did not 

record a video. So, Manal al-Sharif needed proof for her encouragement. In 

that way, she decided to drive and posted the video on Youtube.  After that, 

the Saudi authorities remained very quiet.  Manal was in the campaign with 

other Saudi women and even men activists. She and her friends wanted to 

know how the authorities would respond on the June 17, when women go 

out and drive. So, she asked her brother to come with her and drive by a 

police car. It went fast. They were arrested, signed a pledge not to drive 

again, released. Arrested again, he was sent to detention for one day, and 

she was sent to jail.  Outside the jail, the whole country went into a frenzy, 

some attacking her badly, and others supportive and even collecting 

signatures in a petition to be sent to the king to release her. Manal was 

released after nine days.The big day was coming, June 17th  .The streets 

were packed with police cars and religious police cars, but some hundred 

brave Saudi women broke the ban and drove that day. None were arrested. 

So, Manal al-Sharif broke the taboo.  Manal al-Sharif let us know that 

Islamic system is based on ultra-conservative traditions and customs that 

deal with women as if they are inferior and they need a guardian to protect 

them, so they need to take permission from this guardian, whether verbal or 

written, all their lives.  Saudi Arabia today is taking small steps toward 

enhancing women's rights.  According to the Shura Council, that is 

appointed by the king, by royal decree of King Abdullah, last year, there 

were 30 women assigned to that Council, like 20 percent of the Council.   At 

the same time, finally, that Council, after rejecting Manal al-Sharif petition  

for women driving for four times, they finally accepted it last February. 
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 Conclusion 

Although women in Saudi Arabia can apply for driving licences 

without needing permission from a male guardian, they still need that 

permission to travel abroad. 

But in the same way as one major prohibition has been removed, we 

are hopeful that in time, others will follow. Given the significant human 

capital they represent and the financial resources they have, Saudi women 

could lead Saudi Arabiaôs drive to diversify the economy from oil and bring 

changes that will develop the Saudi society. The country needs to invest in 

its human capital by developing the educational and training infrastructure, 

if it wants to emerge as a knowledge-based economy. Increasing the 

contribution of women in key economic and political spheres can speed up 

the development process. Establishing a just workplace for both men and 

women can generate significant economic value. Moreover, greater 

educational support for women to take up jobs in IT and communications 

can increase the governmentôs return on investments in the countryôs 

education system.

Introduction  

Nouns have been defined as a group of words that designate a wide 

range of items, both concrete and abstract notions. The definition is not 

limited to living creatures and things. According to JEFFRIES (2006: 83): 

 
 "[…] those linguists who took a structuralist approach considered that a word 

class needed to be defined not by a vague concept of general meaning, such as defining 

nouns as names, but by a rigorous assessment of the behaviour (function) and form of the 

members of the prospective class or category". 

 

At this point in history, the language has progressed to the point that 

the noun has become a considerably more complex part of speech in modern 

English: 

 
"To the class of nouns belongs everything, whether word, letter, mark, or 

character, of which we can think, speak, or write, regarded merely as an object of thought, 

even when, as sometimes happens, we do not give it a name" (BULLION, 1849: 19).  

 

 As a result, noun classification has advanced tremendously. One 

type of classification divides the nouns into countable and uncountable. In 

order to make the difference between countable and uncountable nouns, the 

concept of number needs to be taken into consideration. Furthermore, it has 

a role in making the distinction between singular and plural nouns 

(HUDDLESTONE and PULLUM, 2005: 85). 

 

1. Countable nouns 

 According to HERRING (2016: 18)  
 "Countable nouns (also known as count nouns) are nouns that can be considered 

as individual, separable items, which means that we are able to count them with numbers—
we can have one, two, five, 15, 100, and so on".  

This means that countable nouns can have singular and plural forms. 

This type of nouns can be utilised with determiners such as cardinal 

numerals to indicate a difference in terms of number.

2. Uncountable nouns 

Uncountable nouns cannot be divided and counted as independent 

units or elements in contrast to countable nouns. Uncountable nouns cannot 

be pluralized and cannot be utilised with the indefinite articles a or an.The 

determiners that can be utilised with these nouns do not make a distinction 

as regards the number (GREENBAUM, NELSON, 2002: 89).

The majority of the uncountable nouns are invariably singular (e.g. 

advice, silence, time, money). The invariably plural nouns are less frequent. 

However, even though they have a plural form, it is not possible to combine

Examples:  In the United Kingdom, tea is a popular beverage. 

  Please, make a tea for me... 

Tea is defined as a beverage produced from dried herbs and hot 

water in the first context. Since it describes an entity that cannot be counted, 

it represents an uncountable noun. In the second example, however, the term 

tea suffers a semantic transformation, because it denotes only a cup of tea 

that is a limited quantity. 

 

3. The Agreement 

The countability of nouns represents a cause for the necessity of 

agreement that is the grammatical concord or the matching relation between 

the verb and the noun or the noun phrase. According to QUIRK (1985: 757) 

"the rule that the verb matches its subject in number may be called the 

principle of grammatical concord". Therefore, singular nouns require 

singular verbs, while plural nouns require plural verbs, according to the 

general rule of agreement. 

It also applies to singular nouns ending in -s, such as physics, 

politics, aerobics, rabies, mumps, gymnastics, news, aeronautics, genetics, 

and so on. Many of them express diseases, academic disciplines, or sports.  

 

Examples: Mumps is a disease that primarily affects children and  

      teenagers. 

        Linguistics is a fascinating subject for students to learn 

       about. 

 

4. Singular Expressions with Plural Verbs 

Some words in British English can have singular forms that express 

a group of things or a number of people. It is the situation with collective

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nouns, which can be used with both singular or plural verbs (QUIRK et al, 

op.cit.: 758). 

The context must be considered when determining whether a noun in 

this category is used with singular or plural verbs. As a result, singular verbs 

are adequate for collective nouns expressing a group of living creatures or 

items taken as a whole. 

 

Examples:  This orchestra seems to be the greatest I've ever  

   heard. 

 The team is all set for the upcoming competition. 

 The committee is prepared to begin its work. 

However, plural verbs are used with nouns that imply a large number 

of individuals who react differently, not as a complete unit. They act 

individually according to their own willing, not as a compact group. 

Examples:  This orchestra are a group of talented musicians from 

   Berlin. 

 The team are very excited for the next football game. 

 The committee are going to decide the strategy next 

  week. 

In American English, however, collective nouns are more usually 

used with the singular form of the verb rather than with the plural 

form (FOLEY and HALL, 2003: 250). There are a few exceptions, such as 

nouns that cannot be followed by singular verbs in any situation, such as 

police or people. 

Examples:  My favourite band is going to sing tonight. 

The army is ready for battle. 

The staff is not properly trained for this job. 

 

5. Plural Expressions with Singular Verbs 

In English, glasses, trousers, binoculars, scissors, leggings, shorts, 

bloomers, goggles, and other nouns are accompanied by plural verbs 

because they name a single object that is made up of two symmetrical parts 

(idem). 

Examples:  These trousers look amazing. 

 My glasses are broken and need to be changed. 

 Binoculars are useful when I try to see distant birds. 

Expressions referring to amounts or quantities are utilised similarly. 

Despite the fact that the subject is plural, it refers to a single element. As a 

result, singular verbs are used with this type of nouns (SWAN, 2016: 129). 

Examples:  Fifteen kilometres is a long distance to run. 

Nine hundred grams of flour is too much for the tart. 

 

6. Mixed Singular and Plural 

Mixed singular and plural can be utilised for complex expressions or 

structures, which can accept both singular and plural form of the verb. It 

occurs, for example, in combinations between the expression one of the... 

and a relative clause beginning with who, which or that (ibidem: 130). 
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Example: I bought one of the houses, which has / have a nice  

   garden. 

Both singular and plural can be utilised in certain cases of sentences 

containing two subjects coordinated by and. Generally, two subjects 

coordinated by and are utilised with a plural verb. However, there are cases 

when the subjects are perceived as a single concept or an undivided unit, 

therefore the singular form of a verb is correct in this context. 

Example:  Fish and chips is a popular dish. 

Another context in which the singular form can also be utilised is 

represented by the names of novels, plays, movies, bands etc. Although the 

title can be expressed by a plural noun, the verb can have a singular form. 

(FOLEY and HALL, op. cit.: 250). 

Example:  The Doors is my favourite band. 

Similarly, when some expressions such as together with or as well as 

are present in a sentence to link two subjects of which the first one is 

singular, the corresponding verb is utilised with its singular form (ibidem, p. 

130). 

Example:  The president, together with the prime minister, is  

   going to a press conference this afternoon. 

 

Conclusion 

In conclusion, grammar remains an essential part of the English 

language and a complex research topic. As part of the English grammar, the 

noun, together with the verb, is considered to be one of the most important 

parts of speech because most sentences cannot have a complete meaning in 

their absence.

 The alarming scale of crime, which is constantly growing, requires a better organization of 

the effort to defend fundamental social values, the rights and freedoms of citizens. 
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Introduction  

The Internet is an extremely favourable environment for criminals. 

The movement of cybercrime on the Internet did not happen by chance, but 

for very pragmatic reasons, which are related to the fact that this global 

mega-network has at least three brand advantages for criminals: abolition of 

distances, minimum costs, and an anonymous facade. The infrastructure, 

organization, and multitude of networks involved in the Internet make 

investigations in this environment difficult. The cross-border nature of the 

Internet and cybercrime requires a tailored response through international 

cooperation between national jurisdictions and institutions with 

responsibilities for combating cybercrime. That is why it is essential that 

investigators from different countries should work together, despite 

legislative and procedural differences, to form contact points between the 

relevant police forces. 

In Romania, a series of studies and evaluations were made to identify 

some characteristics of this type of crime that takes place on the territory of 

our country or in which the perpetrators are Romanian citizens. Thus, these 

activities aim to obtain financial products, respectively credit and payment 

systems offered by financial banking institutions, which the members of 

these criminogenic networks access fraudulently, causing significant 

damage to individuals and corporations or companies. The authors of these 

crimes are much more difficult to identify and retain due to the fact that they 

have a high level of intelligence and have sophisticated, state-of-the-art 

computer equipment. 

Criminal groups are organized, structured, and specialized in various 

types of activities, depending on the individual skills of members and the 

degree of complexity of IT operations that can make the group access as 

quickly as possible the following means: technical, penetration of 

workstations, servers, and other computing devices used in the financial and 

banking environment. Another characteristic of criminal groups refers to the 

cross-border nature, which means that members of the networks can be 

spread both in Romania and in other areas of the globe, from where they can 
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access information and perform criminal operations, without being able to 

be easily identified. 

 

1. The notion of "cybercrime" and the emergence of cybercrime 

According to the Explanatory Dictionary of the Romanian language, 

the notion of ñcrimeò means the commission of crimes; the totality of the 

crimes committed on territory, in a certain period. 

The crime is a particular form of social deviance, this phenomenon 

affecting interpersonal relationships with a negative effect on public order 

and communities of people, violating the social values characteristic of 

society and beyond, given the danger of the phenomenon. 

At the international/regional level, there is no consensus on 

terminology of the phenomenon; a number of terms are used (alternatively) 

to describe crimes committed through/against computers - "computer-

related crime", "cybercrime",ñ High-tech crime ò,ñ electronic crime ò,ñe-

crimeò. Starting from the definition of crime (in general) but adapting it to 

the particularities of this form of crime, it was considered as cybercrime, all 

crimes committed, through or in connection with the use of computer 

systems or communication networks in a determined temporal and spatial 

interval. Computer systems and communication networks can also be the 

instrument, target, or location of these crimes.
1
 

It is important not to lose sight of the fact that almost any web server 

or PC connected to the Internet can be broken. There are many cases of 

hackers on their own or small groups that have penetrated hundreds of 

servers in a short period of time. What worries many is that we can't know 

how many people do this without ever being discovered.
2
 

 

2. Domestic and international regulations on cybercrime  

The unprecedented development of information technology (IT) and 

the penetration in all sectors of activity, led to major changes in society, 

which required the establishment of legal rules to meet the need to maintain 

order. The concerns of the international community in the fight against 

cybercrime, as well as the need to establish the facts to be criminalized in 

national laws, the procedural rules applicable in the field of cybercrime, and 

the means of rapid international cooperation, which are imposed by the 

specifics of crimes committed through have been materialized in the 

European Convention on Cybercrime, signed by Romania on November 23, 

2001. The Convention on Cybercrime requires the Member States to adopt 

criminal legislation that includes regulations specific to this field. In 

Romania, the most important legal regulations in the field of cybercrime 

were provided in Law no. 161/2003 on some measures to ensure 

transparency and exercise of public dignity, public office, and business 

environment, prevention and punishment of corruption.
3
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Ease of use, low cost, speed, and anonymity make the Internet a 

crime-friendly environment. Due to the global character of the network and 

the huge complexity, the possibilities of "hiding" of the author are 

practically unlimited, also encouraging for this reason the commission of 

crimes. 

The unprecedented development in the field of information 

technology, worldwide, has, unfortunately, a negative side: it has opened a 

door to the production of antisocial acts, called "criminalò both in 

international criminal law and in the reports presented by computer 

specialists. 

 

3. Main crimes in the field of cybercrime 

In our legislation, ñcybercrimeò was regulated by Law 161 of 

19/04/2003 on some measures to ensure transparency in the exercise of 

public dignity, public office, and in the business environment, the 

prevention and sanctioning of corruption, starting with Title III. 

The definition given to it by that law, without being exhaustive, was 

as follows (these articles have now been repealed): 

Art. 48. - The act of introducing, modifying, or deleting, without 

right, computer data or of restricting, without right, the access to these data, 

resulting in data not corresponding to the truth, to be used to produce a legal 

consequence, constitutes a crime and is punishable by imprisonment from 2 

to 7 years. 

Art. 49. - The act of causing patrimonial damage to a person by 

introducing, modifying, or deleting computer data, by restricting the access 

to these data or by preventing in any way the functioning of an information 

system, in order to obtain a material benefit. for himself or for another, it is 

a crime and is punishable by imprisonment from 3 to 12 years.
1
 

The sanctions regarding the acts of cybercrime are provided in the 

new Criminal Code, included in Title II, chapter IV, art. 249 ñComputer 

fraudò, in Title VII, chapter VI, art. 360-364, the crimes against "computer 

systems", "Illegal interception of a computer data transmission",  "Alteration 

of the integrity of computer data", "Disruption of the operation of computer 

systems", "Unauthorized transfer of computer data", and the crime of "Child 

pornography through computer systems" is provided in Title VIII, chapter 1, 

art. 374. 

"Computer system" means any device or set of devices 

interconnected or in a functional relationship, one or more of which ensures 

the automatic processing of data through a computer program. "Computer 

program" means a set of instructions that can be executed by a computer 

system to obtain a determined result. "Computer data" means any 

representation of facts, information, or concepts in a form that can be 

processed by a computer system. "Security measures" means the use of 

specialized procedures, devices, or software, with the help of which the 

access to a computer system is restricted or prohibited for certain categories 

of users. 
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4. Cybercrime and organized crime 

The notion of "organized crime" began to be used in Italy in the mid-

1970s, together with the explosion of the phenomenon of kidnappings and 

the emergence of terrorism, when legislative changes were made, stressing 

the difference between "individual" crime and "organized crime". Referring 

to the situation in Romania, it must be made clear that the civil order has 

been deteriorated, that inflation has jumped dramatically, and that, in this 

context, crime has increased alarmingly, the black market being an almost 

visible daily presence. 

The opening of borders within the European Union and the 

unhindered movement between its countries have facilitated the movement 

of people and goods, boosting the free market but at the same time crime, in 

all its forms.
1
 

The mode of operation that involves several people can be said to be 

specific to crimes in the field of cybercrime. In the groups of criminals, each 

member has his well-defined role, the group working together for the 

ultimate purpose, namely obtaining money or other illicit benefits. 

Cybercrime has various forms. With malware, criminals can gain 

control over the devices you use. Ransomware digital blackmail attacks are 

one of the main threats in the field. They can steal or compromise your data 

and identity, especially to commit online fraud. They also use the internet's 

darknet network to sell illicit goods and hacking services. Some cybercrime, 

such as the sexual exploitation of children, causes serious harm to victims.
2
 

Justice and Home Affairs Council, by Framework Decision no. 

2008/841 / JHA on the fight against organized crime, repealed Joint Action 

no. 98/733 / JHA and redefined the criminal organization as follows: ña 

structured association established over time by more than two persons, 

acting in concert to commit crimes punishable by imprisonment or 

deprivation of liberty with a maximum term of at least four years, or a more 

severe punishment, to obtain, directly or indirectly, a financial or other 

material benefitsò. For the Decision, a structured association is an 

association that is not formed at random for the immediate commission of 

an offense and which does not necessarily have formally defined roles for its 

members, continuity of members, or a developed structure.
3
 

 

5. The impact of cybercrime on public order and national 

security 

Cybercrime is on the rise. The higher the number of internet users, 

the higher the number of such crimes. Either your email password was 

broken, or a so-called employee of a bank where you opened an account 

called you to ask for your personal data and then use it to rob you, both 

cases bring a cybercrime to the stage. 

Public order reflects the state of normalcy in the organization and 

conduct of political, social, and economic life, under the rules of legal, 
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ethical, moral, religious, and other conduct, generally accepted by society. 

Ensuring the climate of social normalcy, order and public safety is a 

permanent priority for society, which through its specialized structures seek 

to find the most effective forms and ways to achieve this goal. National 

security is achieved through appropriate measures of a political, economic, 

diplomatic, social, legal, educational, administrative, and military nature, 

through intelligence, counter-intelligence, and security, as well as through 

effective crisis management, under the rules of community conduct. 

The Directorate of Criminal Investigations is a structure within the 

Public Ministry specialized in combating and investigating the crimes of 

organized crime and terrorism. It was established in 2004, with the aim of 

dismantling organized criminal groups, border and cross-border. It carries 

out investigations in the matter of serious crimes, defined by the 

Government Emergency Ordinance no. 78/2016, approved by Law no. 120 / 

04.06.2018. 

 

6. Cyber terrorism - a new threat to public order 

Terrorism involves organization, planning, financing, and 

equipment, as well as individuals prepared to carry out concrete combat 

actions. Sometimes terrorist groups are run and manipulated by the 

intelligence services of various states. The purpose of the operation is to 

influence political decisions, to persuade a government or a political group 

in power to conform to terrorist interests. To deal with the blow, terrorists 

study in detail the behaviour and reaction of governments.
1
 

The problem of terrorism - far from being a problem of psychiatry - 

is a political, military, moral, legal, and, of course, criminological problem.
2
 

Although considered a concept rather than a reality, cyber terrorism 

is increasingly attracting the interest of both the media and government 

circles. Studies in the field reveal that the danger exists, but too little 

information is known about the phenomenon or its limits are too little 

outlined. But what is cyber terrorism? Currently, in both academic and IT 

security circles, there are many definitions, many of them trying to draw a 

parallel with the classical definition of terrorism, i.e. all intentional acts of 

violence committed by a group or organization to provoke a generalized fear 

of achieving political goals.
3
 In essence, according to the definition of the 

U.S. Federal Bureau of Investigation, we are dealing with "a premeditated, 

politically motivated attack on information, computer systems, programs, 

and data operations, leading to violence against civilian targets and non-

combatants, an attack by subnational groups or clandestine agents." 

Europol's mission, as the European Union's law enforcement agency, 

is to support the Member States in preventing and combating all serious 

forms of international crime and terrorism. Its role is to contribute to a more 

secure Europe, for the benefit of all EU citizens, by supporting EU law 

enforcement authorities, by exchanging and analyzing information on crime. 
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The international community, but also the European community, 

must adapt to this fundamental threat of the 21st century which is called 

"terrorism" and is determined to relaunch the fight against terrorism and to 

fight together. In the fight against terrorism, there must be a European 

Union political dialogue with third countries to promote international 

cooperation, the development of security action plans, deterrents, and the 

disruption of the journey of foreign terrorists. Emphasis should also be 

placed on facilitating dialogue with civil society, people-to-people contracts, 

academic and cultural exchanges, and further supporting cooperation with 

the UN on counter-terrorism capacity-building initiatives. 

 

7. Legal instruments to fight cybercrime 

Any measure taken to limit this phenomenon must take into account 

the diversity of criminal acts committed, as well as the situations in which 

various persons or institutions become victims of such crimes. We believe 

that the directions in which measures to prevent and combat cybercrime as 

part of organized crime must be directed towards a more effective 

application of existing legislation and its completion, improvement, and 

better cooperation between the institutions responsible for limiting criminal 

activity. We also consider that these directions should also aim at creating 

complex programs for counselling and assistance to victims but also to those 

who have been the perpetrators of a crime, in order to reintegrate them into 

society, but also programs/courses of training of investigators and 

magistrates in the investigation of cybercrime. 

 

8. Institutional cooperation in preventing and combating 

cybercrime 

As concerns preventing and combating crimes in the field of 

cybercrime, the main specialized structure is the Service for preventing and 

combating cybercrime within the Directorate of Investigation of Organized 

Crime and Terrorism. The activity of investigating the crimes in the sphere 

of cybercrime is carried out by the Service for Combating Cybercrime 

within the Directorate for Combating Organized Crime. 

By-Law no. 508/2004, the Directorate for the Investigation of 

Organized Crime and Terrorism was established, within the Prosecutor's 

Office attached to the High Court of Cassation and Justice, by reorganizing 

the Section for Combating Organized Crime and Drugs, as the only structure 

within the Public Ministry, specialized in combating and investigating the 

crimes of organized crime and terrorism. 

The Directorate for Combating Organized Crime (DCCO) is the 

specialized unit within the structure of the General Inspectorate of the 

Romanian Police, with general territorial competence, which carries out and 

coordinates the activity of combating the organized crime at national level, 

in accordance with the normative acts in force. 

In the United States, the Computer Crime and Intellectual Property 

Section has been set up at the Department of Justice to implement and 

protect the national strategy to combat cybercrime. intellectual property in 

connection with this state globally. 
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European countries have gained, over time, a wealth of experience in 

similar national institutions working together  so as to combat cross-border 

cybercrime. On the 4th of July 2013, the European Parliament adopted a 

new EU legislation on cybercrime. The new directive aims to strengthen the 

European Union's response to cybercrime, thus contributing to increasing 

the level of cybersecurity enjoyed by every EU citizen.
1
 On this occasion, 

the European Cybercrime Center was set up within Europol.
2
 Europol is a 

European-level crime organization based in The Hague, the Netherlands. 

This organization takes over the tasks of the national police in each state of 

Europe, in case the criminal activity exceeds the limit of the national 

borders. 

 

9. Proposals of "lex ferenda" 

The main factors, which determined the reorientation of criminal 

groups, towards cybercrime, are related to obtaining high material gains, in 

a relatively short time and with relatively low risks. Cybercrime and 

cyberspace are two constantly evolving elements, making it difficult for 

public authorities to create a legislative package adapted to the latest 

methods of committing criminal acts. 

Effective enforcement of existing domestic law, as well as 

harmonization of domestic law at European and international level. 

Ensuring security and cyberspace must be based on cooperation at national 

and international level, by coordinating national approaches in accordance 

with guidelines and measures adopted at international level. 

Given the scale of the crime of cybercrime, and computers are 

becoming more and more the subject of traditional crimes, we consider it 

absolutely necessary and useful for both magistrates and criminal 

investigation bodies to become "experts" in computers, to know the newest 

methods of investigating crimes. Besides, as we have shown before in this 

paper, frauds in the field of cybercrime are sometimes closely related to 

economic crimes, thus we consider that internships would be useful for 

representatives of the Public Ministry, police bodies, and magistrates - 

judges that also contain the handing over of economic elements. 

Given these issues, but also many other activities that terrorist 

groups undertake through the Internet, but also the seriousness of their 

actions, we propose the introduction of new articles in criminal law in order 

to punish cyber terrorism. Alternatively, we believe that it would be useful 

to introduce an additional paragraph for crimes in the field of cybercrime 

provided by the Criminal Code, namely: Illegal access to a computer 

system, Illegal interception of a computer data transmission, Alteration of 

computer data integrity, Disruption of computer systems, Unauthorized 

transfer of computer data, Illegal operations with computer devices or 

programs, Computer forgery, Computer fraud, and Child pornography 

through computer systems. That paragraph would be necessary to include 

criminal sanctions with higher limits if the crime is committed for terrorist 
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acts. In this sense, we consider that the legislator must introduce a unitary 

definition of this new concept, under the legislation in force. 

We believe that the definition given to the concept of "computer 

terrorism" by F.B.I. is a complete one, which should be implemented in the 

domestic legal system: "a premeditated, politically motivated attack on 

information, computer systems, programs and data operations, leading to 

violence against civilian targets and non-combatants, attack by subnational 

groups or clandestine agents ò. This is because terrorism is a global threat, 

and legislation in this area needs to be unified. 

 

Conclusions 

The development of technology has been a real revolution in the  

human society, with the main consequence being the transition from the 

Industrial Society to the Information Society. The advent of computers and 

the Internet has greatly facilitated people's work, enabling them to carry out 

a multitude of transactions, business and communications in an extremely 

short time. The computer has become a vital component of our daily work 

and communication technology and the possibilities offered by the Internet 

have produced transformations throughout society, penetrating all sectors of 

economic, social and cultural life. Under these conditions, cybercrime is a 

major problem in companies that use information technology on a large 

scale. 

In the absence of a standardized and unanimously accepted 

definition and because of the lack of credible statistics in the field, the study 

and examination from a legal-criminal point of view of this new kind of 

crime, which has encompassed the whole world, is very important.  

In Romania, the phenomenon of cybercrime is manifested by 

increasing the number of registered cases and organizing those who commit 

such acts in real criminal groups, as well as by the reorientation of criminal 

groups that, in the past, committed crimes in the field of human trafficking, 

international car trafficking and drug trafficking.

Introduction  

The most distinctive grammatical property of verbs is their 

inflection. In particular, they have an inflectional contrast of tense between 

past and present. A past tense that is marked by inflection is called preterite. 

In the present tense there are two forms, depending on the characteristics of 

the subject (primarily whether it is singular or plural).  

The singular subject (she and he) occurs with the present tense forms 

whereas the plural they occurs with a plural verb. Verbs have other 

inflectional forms too such as the one marked by the ending -ing e.g. They 

are working in Paris. 

Verbs characteristically occur as head of VPs that function as 

predicate in a clause. As head of the Verb Phrase (VP), the verb largely 

contains what other elements are permitted in the VP. For example, in 

English, the following example is correct He seemed mature whereas He 

knew mature is incorrect. Moreover, there is a way of forming an 

interrogative correspondence to the clause You speak French. This means 

that the auxiliary verb do is added therefore the interrogative clause has an 

extra word: Do you speak French?  

Auxiliaries are usually followed (perhaps not immediately) by 

another verb, as can and do. For example, the verbs will, are, has in It will 

rain; They are working in Paris; She has gone home are all auxiliary verbs. 

As regards the modal auxiliaries, there are the inflectional properties that 

distinguish the modal auxiliaries from all other verbs. Moreover, they share 

a purely syntactic property that distinguishes the prototypical ones from 

nearly all other verbs (SWAN, 2016: 68-115). 

 

1. The Concept of Auxiliary Verb in the English Language 

According to GŁlŁἪeanu- F©rnoagŁ, ComiἨel (1998: 56 ï 58), English 

verbs can be divided into the following categories :  

i) verbs with full lexical meaning, usually called notional verbs; 
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ii) verbs with reduced lexical meaning, which are used more with 

grammatical functions. 

Moreover, verbs with reduced lexical meaning can be divided into: 

i) Linking verbs (be, and according to traditional grammar: appear, 

seem, look, turn, become, get, grow, remain, stay, etc.).  

 

Example: He seems ill.  

 

ii)  Auxiliary verbs (be, have, may/might, shall/should, will/would, 

can/could, do). They fulfil the function of mark of the grammatical 

categories of voice, mode, tense, aspect, person, and number, of the verbs 

they accompany. There are verbs whose purpose is to help other verbs 

(SWAN, op. cit.: 17).  

 

Examples:  He was told a lie. (Passive voice) 

                 He was trying to catch the ball when he fell. (past   

  continuous)     

 

iii) Semi-auxiliary or modal verbs (can/could, must, have to, 

may/might, shall/should, will/would, ought to, etc.),
1
 which show the 

speaker's attitude towards the statement: 

 

Examples:  It might rain later. (possibility)

Auxiliary verbs cannot exist by themselves in a sentence that is they 

must be connected to another verb. 

 

2. Distinctive Properties of the Primary Auxiliary Verbs 

2.1 To Be 

 

The auxiliary verb be has the following characteristics: 

i) It can be inflected 

The auxiliary verb be has the irregular forms am / is / are in the Present and 

was / were in the Past. 

 

Examples:  I am eating now.  

  She is eating now.  

 

ii)  Its Present Perfect Simple form is utilised to form Present 

Perfect Continuous of other verbs: 

 

Example: She has been living here for two years. 
 

iii)  Its Past Perfect Simple form is utilised to form the Past

iv) It is utilised to form the Passive Voice: the auxiliary verb takes 

the tense, the person, and the aspect of the verb in the Active Voice and it is 

followed by the Past Participle of the main verb used in the Active Voice 

form. 

 

Examples:    Glass is made from sand. 

    The doors has been painted. 

 

2.2. To Have 

 

The auxiliary verb have has the following characteristics: 

i) It helps the formation of the Present Perfect Simple of the notional 

verb 

 

Example:        I've made some coffee. 

 

ii)  It forms the Causative voice in English. 

 

Example:     I have my hair cut.    

 

iii) Its Past Simple form is utilised to form the Past Perfect form of 

main verbs 

 

Example:  He had gone home before they arrived. 
 

2.3 To Do  

  

As regards its main characteristics, the following should be highlighted:  

 

i) It can be inflected  

The auxiliary verb do has the irregular forms do/does (in the third person 

singular), did for all forms of past followed by the short infinitive of the 

main verbs. Moreover, the basic form of verb is utilised (do/does/did) to 

form the negative or interrogative form of main verbs. 

 

ii)  It helps to form the Present Simple affirmative, negative, 

interrogative-negative, and interrogative forms of main verbs. 

 

Example:     She does not / doesn't want to go out. 

          Didn't you ring me up yesterday? 

 

iii)  It helps to form the Past Simple affirmative, negative, 

interrogative, and interrogative-negative forms of the main verb. 

 

Example:      Everyone did it.                             
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iv) It helps to form the Present Perfect affirmative, negative, 

interrogative, and interrogative-negative forms of the main verbs. 

 

Example:  I have done.   

 

v) It is utilised to emphasise the meaning of the main verb or to 

confirm the action expressed by the main verb 

 

Examples: Do think about it! (Think again, please!) 

   So, he did play golf yesterday! = He even played golf  

  yesterday! 
 

3. Characteristics of Modal Auxiliary Verbs  

Modal auxiliary verbs characteristically denote the attitude or mood 

of the speaker, expressing meanings related to obligation, necessity, 

possibility, impossibility, etc. According to BIBER et al. (2002: 174), they 

have a number of distinguishing characteristics such as: 

 

i) They act only as auxiliary verbs in verb phrases 

 

Example:  You might cry. 

 

ii)  Their form does not vary 

 

Example:  It may happen  NOT  It mays happen. 

 

iii)  They precede the subject in 'yes ï no questions' 

 

Example:  Will you write to me?  

 

iv) They take the bare Infinitive in verb phrases 

 

Example:   She can call NOT she can to call.  

 

Moreover, there is a limited number of so-called auxiliary verbs. As 

the membership is restricted and as it is not easy to add new ones, auxiliary 

verbs (like numerals, determinations, pronouns, prepositions and 

conjunctions) form a closed word class. Additionally, auxiliary verbs only 

serve as grammatical instruments, without their own meaning. Furthermore, 

they serve to explain certain verbal categories, in those situations when they 

are not used with their basic meaning. 

 

Conclusion 

The auxiliary verbs or helping verbs are used with other verbs to add 

various kinds of meaning. The auxiliaries be, have and do help to make the 

progressive / continuous aspect and perfect structures, questions and 

negatives. The modal auxiliary verbs (must, can, could, will, would, may, 
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might, shall, should and ought) are used with other verbs to add ideas such 

as futurity, certainty, probability, obligation and permission. 
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Abstract: Labeling is a double sided psychological mechanism: on one hand helps us to 

navigate the world and the complex network of human relationships, thus raising our 
survival chances. But when it is used socially and people are stigmatized based on their 

psychological, biological, and social characteristics1, they are inherently put in categories 

that lead to exclusion. 3 out of 4 people suffering of mental ilness report having been 

stigmatized, according to studies. The widespread phenomenon is known to create feelings 

of shame and loneliness that increase people’s suffering. A large proportion of persons 

affected by mental and substance use disorders do not have access to social support and 

interventions which can treat these disorders, one of the contributing causes being the 

associated stigma around them. In addition, stigma undermines the quality of life by 

affecting key areas such as acces to jobs and human relationships. It not only affects 

individuals with mental illness but also their loved ones and relatives. In this paper we 

propose to analyze the roots of stigma, its complex effects on mental health, and also offer 
some directions to reduce its impact in society.

Mental health 

In general, mental health refers to a state of well-being in which the 

person can cope with the daily challenges, can work productively and can 

make a contribution to his community. It refers to the way people think, feel 

and behave. It is more than the absence of a mental disorder, but the 

ongoing search for hapiness.  

World Health Organization estimated, in its 2001 global health 

report, 
2
that 1 out of 4 people suffers from a mental or behavioral disorder at 

least once in life and only 40% of them undergo a form of treatment. The 

same organization cites stigma as the main obstacle that prevent people seek 

help for their psychiatric disorders. The labels attached to a mental disorder 

are often internalized, in the form of self-stigma, thus doubling the 

unnecessary suffering a person is subjected to.  

The most common mental afflictions are the anxiety disorders. They 

are characterized by extreme levels of fear, related to objects and situations 

and they include, according to the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of 

Mental Disorders: Generalized anxiety disorder, Panic disorder, Phobias, 

Posttraumatic Stress Disorder, Obsessive-Compuslive Disorder and the 

Social anxiety. The second most commons are the mood disorders, that are 

largely comprised of Major Depression, Bipolar Disorder and a few related 

others. On the third place we find Schizophrenia, probably the most severe 

disorder in which the suffers is gradually losing contact with reality.  
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Historically, science has mainly attributed the causes of mental 

disorders to genetic, environmental causes or biological factors such as 

chemical imbalances in the brain.  

Certainly genes play a role in the general sensitivity a person has, 

but molecular genetics has recently found that the same genes are involved 

when people are diagnosed with schizophrenia, bipolar disorder, ADHD and 

even autism. That would logically conclude that the genes are not for them 

mental disorders themselves but for their general vulnerabilty. 

Although the human brain is the most complex organ known in the 

universe and most likely many factors contribute, recent research has 

emphasized the importance of environmental stresses, leaving the genetic 

factors the sole roles of protection and predisposition.  

For example one of the most famous researches, the Adverse 

Childhood Experiences (ACE) study
3
, has found a fivefold increase in the 

chance to develop a depressive or anxiety disorder if you are exposed to 

trauma in the early stages, as well a 700% increase chance to become 

alcoholic, to get a chronic disease or even to commit suicide.   

The chemical balance theory, although it is proven by the efficacy of 

psychiatric medications, canôt be the root cause, as it can only relieve 

symptoms while the person undergoes treatment. Most of research show that 

ceasing treatment often comes with return of symptoms. 

 Recently the psychedelics such as psylocibin, lsd, mdma and even 

ayahuasca have demonstrated efficacy for  many types of mental 

affilictions, especially for anxiety and depressive ones. They are awaiting 

legalization and approval for medical use and the trend has already started in 

the United States
5
, despite their risks of misuse and opposition by Big 

Pharma and other social entities.  

 

 Stigma in history  

Stigma (☻) is a ligature of the Greek letters sigma (Ɇ) and tau (ɇ) and 

is also used as a numeral symbol for the number 6. The name, stigma 

(ůŰɑɔɛŬ), is originally a common Greek noun meaning "a mark, label, scar ", 

or generally "a signò. In modern use the scar is figurative: stigma most often 

refers to a set of negative and often unfair beliefs that a society or group of 

people have about something. In a wider description, stigma might be 

defined as the disapproval or discrimination against a person based on social 

characteristics to differentiate her from other members of society. It is 

usually related to age, sexual orientation, inteligence, culture, race and 

socioeconomic class. 

Stigma is the expression of a complex threat detection mechanism 

deep rooted into the nervous system, that is most proemintent in humans and 

higher anymals. ñIs that individual a threat? Is he competing for food? For 

mates? For resources? Is he a threat to the social group you’re part of?‖. 

According to the Polyvagal Theory
6
, the mind continuously scans the 

environment the individuals you came in contact with, and it does this 

mostly involuntarily and unconsciously. The system is also the basis of 

stigma, which, left unchecked, leads to exclusion of so many sufferers.  
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Stigma has been affecting societies for ages, since the first humans 

started to form groups. Throughout history, humanity has repeatedly 

attempted to mark, even in the most humiliating ways various traits and 

behaviours that it considered shameful, unworthy, or inferior. The 

biblical ñMark of Cainò, the sign worn by the english paupers in late 1600s 

or the yellow stars placed on the Jewsô sleeves in medieval Europe and 

during the World War II are probably the most famous examples of shame 

badges that we as society have placed on people.   

People have also labeled their peers based on their medical 

conditions, as well: tuberculosis, leprosy, cancer, and more recently aids are 

all examples of diseases that sufferers, along their horrific symptoms, had to 

bare public disgrace for the simple fact of being ill. Even worse, it even 

shows its presence in unexpected places, like the health institutions. Here 

stigma is present in many forms, like denial or inferior standard of care, 

physical, emotional and verbal abuse, or less obvious forms, such as making 

people wait longer for their treatment.  

Research has also found an increased perception of stigma in 

patients of large large university hospitals compared with isolated country 

medical facilities, where they met people with general medical conditions. 

They would have preffered be taken care of in secrecy and isolation.
9  

 

Roots of mental stigma  

Patients are being shunned in the mistaken belief they have 

biological defects and mental health stigma can be found in most of 

societies and periods throughout recorded history. In fact the evidence 

shows that most have endured traumas. During the Middle Ages, having a 

mental disorder was regarded as a punishment from God and the suffereres 

were seen as possessed by the devil. That led them to being burned alive or 

put in penitentiaries where they were kept in chains. Stigma reached a peak 

in the Nazy Germany where the sufferers were initially sterilized and then 

sent to concentration camps on the way to death.  

From the beginning it is worth emphasizing the fear that underlies all 

mental stigma. The social perception towards the mentally ill has always 

been negative. The classical prototype of a dangerous schizophrenic, 

portrayed in movies such as ñThe psychoò and ñThe silence of the lambsò 

has permeated the collective unconscious. Studies on media
4
 and surveys on 

general populations have also identified two core prejudices, part of the 

phenomenon: they have childlike perceptions because they havenôt growp 

up and they have a weak character so they are responsible for the disease. 

Even worse, they have also reported a wide use of derogatory terms towards 

the mental afflicted in children tv programmes (ex. nuts, twisted, freaks, 

wacko, etc) that certainly will be learned and used by the future adults.  

The prejudices have been debunked by science over and over again, 

which has mainly attributed the mental disorders to genetic vulnerabilities 

and trauma, as previously seen. But despite a large body of science, stigma 

has not gone away. Even the most caring and educated people have a hard 

time accepting mentally disturbed people in their proximity, and would 

rather avoid the ones that society as a hole has marginalized. Probably the 
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most eloquent proof of the social stigma are the psychiatric wards which 

have been generally built outside cities. Hiding the sufferers from public 

view prevents them being seen in their true nature, which is not one of 

danger as they have been are portrayed.  

Fear of mental ilness is so ingrained in the peopleôs mentality that 

even opening up about a depression at work, for example, puts you under 

gossip or even a demotion might be considered. Mental health in general has 

traditionally been taboo in the society, as a public discourse around stigma 

and its negative effects was completely missing. It has also been influenced 

by rudimentary false beliefs, that associated depression and sadness with 

sloth.   

A 2006 review of scientific literature found surprising attitude of 

people towards schizophrenia
7
: overall biogenetic theories and the ñilnessò 

label, are positively correlated with perceptions of dangerousness, to desire 

for social distance and stigma. In other individual studies, people who were 

told that mental disorders had a genetic cause were probably to gain distance 

from the mentally ills, to fear they are dangerous, and also stigmatize the 

suffererôs entire family, compared to those who were told that the illnesses 

are caused by social and environmental factors.  

There are some professions for which opening up about a mental 

problem pose a risk to the means of living. Teachers, police officers, judges, 

or drivers have to keep their struggles to themselves and even avoid 

treatment for fear of losing the job. Studies on employers have reported 

reluctance to hire someone mentally afflicted, although they were a little 

more tolerant to depression than to schizophrenia, which is the most 

stigmatized disorder. The gradual loss of contact with reality often leads to 

poverty, substance abuse, alcoholism, poor diet and lack of excercise.  

Stigma two major components
2
: the external one, or the negative 

reaction that society has to people with mental illness, and self-stigma, or 

the prejudice that the sufferers have towards themselves. Furthermore, these 

authors differentiate three concepts in the understanding of stigma: 

stereotypes, defined as positive, but more frequently, negative social 

knowledge structures that predetermine our attitudes; prejudice, which is the 

cognitive and affective response that develops when a person or group 

endorse negative stereotypes; and discrimination, which is the behavioral 

reaction once prejudice sets in. 

 

Fighting stigma  

World Health Organization has recently created and ensured the 

implementation of anti-stigma programs throughout the world. Their main 

goal is to raise awareness and knowledge regarding different mental health. 

WHO has also issued guidelines to media to report on the mental health 

issues in a milder and more accurate way. 

Probably the most important channel to reduce stigma is education. 

It can reach its purpose mainly by providing quality information regarding 

mental health problems, their symptoms and their causes. Education on 

mental health can attain its purpose by multiple means, such as written, 

video or audio content, or structured teaching programs, in schools or in 
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private settings. The latter have been proven useful in reducing stigmatizing 

attitudes with different participants, although their effect was limited, 

mostly because they involve people who have common views on mental 

health with the campaign. 
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Abstract: This article sheds light on the psychological impact of COVID-19, especially on 

the stress it caused us. Nowadays, the world is constantly changing, forcing human 
adaptation, which implies a high level of stress. In my opinion, the numerous "waves" of the 

virus, the constant state of uncertainty, the possibility of losing someone or losing your job, 

an economic crisis or a war, has shaken the foundations of humanity. The way we used to 

live changed dramatically and indefinitely, without warning. Our lives may change forever. 

This causes a high level of stress and how well we adapt depends on how well we cope with 

it. 

 

Keywords: COVID-19, stress, coping, psychology. 

 

What is COVID-19? 

In the last year, it has captured everyone's attention and wherever we 

turn our heads, we can find it. It turned our world, upside down.  

COVID-19 is an infectious respiratory illness caused by a newly 

discovered coronavirus and it spreads primarily through droplets of saliva or 

discharge from the nose of an infected person. The most common symptoms 

are fever, dry cough, tiredness to which sore throat, diarrhea, conjunctivitis, 

headache, loss of taste or smell, a rash on the skin, or discolouration of 

fingers or toes, may be added. Some serious symptoms are difficulty 

breathing, chest pressure, loss of speech or movement.  (WHO, 2020) 

COVID -19 and mental health 

History has shown that when it comes to disasters, the impact on 

mental health outlasts the physical impact. That is why we must pay 

attention to the consequences of this illness on mental health and offer help 

and support to those affected. Much has been said about this virus and how 

it affects our health, but too little about its psychological impact on society. 

Mental health is just as important as physical health. 

Young adults have experienced many pandemic-related 

consequences, such as university closures and reduced incomes, which can 

lead to poor mental health. From previous economic recession studies, we 

know that unemployment is related to depression, anxiety, stress, pain, and 

decreased self-esteem, and may lead to higher rates of substance use 

disorders and suicides. Research during the pandemic points to concerns 

around poor mental health and wellbeing of children and their parents 

(especially mothers), as schools closed and they lacked childcare services. 

For parents other stressors are the basic needs of the household(access to 

food, housing), access to health care services, missing major 

milestones(weddings, graduation ceremonies), providing current and 

internet to attend work and school online. The risk of contracting the 
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coronavirus is greater for essential workers and so is the stress that comes 

with it.  

Throughout the pandemic, women have been more likely to report 

poor mental health than men. Among women in the workplace, more than a 

quarter of women are considering leaving or reducing working hours. The 

main reasons being burnout and family responsibilities (Panchal, Kamal, 

Cox, & Garfield, 2021). 

What is stress? 

We are currently going through a difficult period and experience a 

wide range of thoughts, feelings, and reactions, including anxiety, fear, 

sadness, stress, feeling disconnected from others, and sleeping problems. 

From the youngest to the oldest, the stress (quarantine, social distancing, 

interruption of our routine) caused a major imbalance.  

At its core, stress is an automatic instinct for self-preservation, 

triggering a "fight or run" reaction in the body, thus helping us to cope with 

difficult situations. When it feels fear, the hypothalamus stimulates the 

secretion of hormones ï adrenaline, norepinephrine, and cortisol. Instantly, 

the body mobilizes: the heart beats faster and the breathing intensifies. In 

short term, stress can even raise the body's immune system levels ï we 

become stronger. 

Stress becomes harmful, affecting the quality of life and favoring the 

appearance of diseases, when demanding, irritating, unpleasant situations 

follow one after another, without allowing the body time to regulate 

hormone levels.  Anything that is perceived as a threat to personal wellbeing 

can cause stress, so it doesn't matter what it stresses us out, but rather, how 

hard and for how long it happens. Therefore, the Coronavirus pandemic 

stressed us not only by the restrictions it brought, the danger of the disease 

itself but also by the number of ñwavesò and through the uncertain future. 

The term stress was introduced by Hans Selye in 1950 to explain a 

syndrome of adaptation of the body to nonspecific environmental factors. 

Lazarus and Folkman define stress as:  

 
"a particular relationship between the person and the environment, in which the 

person evaluates the environment as imposing demands that exceed his own resources and 

threatens his well-being, an assessment that triggers coping processes, i.e. cognitive, 

affective and behavioral responses, to the feedback received". (BŁban, 1998, pp. 15-51) 

 

Stressors are events or conditions of the environment, sufficiently 

intense or frequent that require physiological, and psychosocial reactions 

from the individual. Stressors fall into three categories: physical, mental and 

social. The most serious stressor, related to the profession, is 

unemployment, which often involves the loss of financial resources and 

demoralization. Any other group to which the individual belongs is not only 

social support but also a source of stress, in the event of conflicting 

relations, restrictions, negative competitions, rigid rules, frustration. Another 

major source of individual stress is the illness. As we can see, the 

Coronavirus pandemic caused stress socially (through social distancing, 

restrictions), professionally (unemployment, work from home), as well as 

individually (for those found positive with COVID-19 and their relatives). 
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As the pandemic continues, many people are exposed to situations 

such as isolation and job loss. How an individual behaves if he or she is 

subjected to stressors depends on the characteristics of his/her personality 

and the mental state in which he/she is.  

About coping 

According to transactional theory, coping is defined as: "cognitive 

and behavioral effort to reduce, master or tolerate internal or external 

demands that exceed personal resources." (Lazarus & Folkman, 1984) 

Coping goes through three stages: the first stage is anticipation when 

the person can prepare for confrontation, the situation can be 

postponed/prevented; the second stage is confrontation(impact), when the 

response takes place, redefining the situation, reassessment; the third stage 

is post-confrontation when the personal significance of what happened is 

examined. 

Lazarus divides the coping into problem-focused coping and 

emotion-focused coping.  Problem-focused coping/instrumental coping 

includes actions aimed at solving, redefining, or minimizing the stressful 

situation. Emotion-focused coping is directed towards the person to reduce 

or control the emotional response to stressors. This category includes 

palliative strategies such as alcohol consumption, sedatives, tranquilizers, 

drugs, relaxation techniques, etc. 

Lazarus's research (1993) suggests that people use both problem-

focused and emotional-focused coping to cope with a stressful situation. 

However, differences in the predominance of the use of one form or another 

may be observed. For example, people with high irritability scores as a trait 

use "attack" forms, while people with high anxiety scores opt for emotional 

coping. Even in people with a preference for emotional coping, individual 

differences were found: some will prefer relaxation techniques, others will 

verbally express their emotions and tension, another category may resort to 

alcohol to "anesthesia" and avoid confrontation with the problem.  Also 

from the individual differences, the palette of the use of the coping 

repertoire can follow. A flexible person will use a wide range of coping 

strategies, while a rigid person will come down to as few numbers as 

possible. Any attempt to understand the relationship between stress and 

disease is incomplete if it ignores how individual traits intersect and mediate 

the effect of stress. It has been found that there are people who, despite their 

repeated impact with intense stress, maintain their mental and somatic 

health. Other people are distinguished by increased vulnerability to 

infections, somatic dysfunctions, and psychiatric disorders, following 

situations of minor stress. 

 First of all, we should focus on what we can control, such as our 

attitude, and accept the things we canôt control, such as how long this will 

last and predicting what will happen. We should also, limit our media 

exposure because it often creates an exaggerated impression of global panic. 

Instead, we should use credible sources, such as the Center for Disease 

Control and Prevention or the World Health Organization to obtain 

scientific information about the illness (McGuire, n.d.). Eat and sleep well, 

find fun activities to do at home, and use your time with family to 
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strengthen relationships. Set clear hours in the day to work and create a 

space where you will carry out your activity. Try to think of this experience 

in a positive way and keep your level of optimism high. In order to reduce 

stress, you can use breath techniques, physical exercises, yoga, meditation, 

or mindfulness. (Sciences, 2021) McGuire says: ñMindfulness is a great 

technique that can help reduce stress during challenging timesò (McGuire, 

n.d.). 

Remember that physical distancing does not need to mean social 

disconnection, so try to call, text, or video-chat with friends and family, 

participate in webinars on a subject you are interested in and also in 

webinars about mental health, connect with a specialist if you are feeling 

overwhelmed (Melbourne, n.d.). 

Conclusions 

 Despite the negative effects of COVID-19, if we start to accept the 

importance of mental health and acknowledge the risks of stress, we can 

build a stronger and healthier community. 

 In my opinion, there is a need for further research, to assess the 

impact of COVID-19 on mental health worldwide. Moreover, there is a need 

to develop mental health interventions that are effective and can be taught to 

healthcare workers and volunteers in a short amount of time. 
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
